SUR-COMMITTEE TO INVESTIGATE.

Another Will Draft on Amendment

to Protect the R, F. & P. Road from
Injury by the Competitor—Commit-

tee to Meet Azain To-Morrovw.

The Senate Committee on Roads has
not vet reached a Teport on the bill
granting a charter for the Seaboard Air-
Line to parallel the Richmond, Frede-
ricksburg and Potomac Iailroad, and there
is no likelihood of their doing so until
to-morrow.

The committtee met in executive session
Yesterday afternoon at 4 o’clock, and
spent two hours in considering the bill,
with the result that after going over 1t
carefully section by section they appoint-
ed two sub-committees, one to suggest
an amendment, protecting the Richmong,
Fredericksburg and Potomae from damage
in event of.the new road is not built,
and the other to inquire into the consti-
tutionality of the. proposed sale of the
Richmond, TFredericksburg and otomace
stock. ¢

These committees are instrueted to re-
port to an adjourned meeting of the
general committee to-morrow marning
at 10 o'clock, when it is thought likely a
decision concerning the bill will be reach-
ed.

NOT TO CHANGE PRICE.,

The committee at its session yesterday
did not go to any depth in the discussion
o{ the price offered by the Seaboard Air-
Line for the State’s interest, but the
question was  sufficiently discussed to
malke it manifest that at least a majority
of the body will agree to leave $200 per
share as the minimum to be paid for
the State’s holdings.

The charge which has been made that
the Seaboard is not acting in good faith
and that its application for a charter is
merely made with a view to forcing more
libera] trackage arrangements with the
Richmond, Fredericksburg and Potomae,
was discussed, as was also the vronosi-
tion of Mr. Williams te submit to an
amendment te the existing charter of the
Richmond, Petersburg and Carolina.
whereby, in event 'of a charter being
granted the Richmond and Washington
Air-Line, the former road should not re-
ceive from the Richmond, Fredericksburg
and Potomac a more liberal ar:angement
than that now existing.

After this point had been fully discussed,
2 gub-committee, composed of JAlessrs.
Munford, Sands, and Jeffries, was ap-
pointed to give it careful consideration
and report, either by amendment or
auxilinry bill, a means for providing for
this end.

CONSTITUTIONALITY QUESTIONED.

When the discussion of the price offered
for the State’s interest in the Richmond,
Fredericksburg and Potomace came up for
discussion, Mr. Mellwaine raised a point
as to the constitutionality of such a sule.
He quoted section § of Article X. of the
Constitution, which reads: *“The General
Assembly shall provide by law a sinking
fund, to be applied soleiy to the payvment
and extinguishment of the principal of
the State debt, which sinking fund shall
be continued until the extinguishment of
such State debt, and every law hereaiter

cnacted by the General Assembly creat-
ing a debt or outhorizing a loan shall

provide a sinking fund for the payment
of the same.”

Section #9 of the Code of 1887 provides

that the stock owned by the State in,
and its entive claim against, the Rich-

mond, Fredericksburg and Potomac Rail-

road Company, including obligations or

dues on account of unpaid dividends, shall

(together with other sums provided for)

constitute the sinking fund of the State.

In view of this constitutional provision,

and the subsequent legislative enactment,

Mr. Mecllwaine thought perhaps the stock

could not be sold without such enactment

coming in conflict with the Constitution.

Senator Wickham thought there was no
ground for this contention, but the com-
mittee thought it best to have the ques-
tion looked into, and & sub-committee,
composed of Messrs. Wickham, JcII-
wane, Mann, and Watkins, was appointed
{0 investigate and report.

VIEWS OF MEMBERS.

After the committee adjourned, the
members were loth to discuss what they
had done, and among them there was
some divergence of opinion. Both Messrs.
AMelltvaine and Maynard when seen as-
sured the Dispatch reporter that the
committee proposed to consider the bill
with due care, but that they would not
have any unnecessary delay in rcp_orting
it. Mr. Mcilwaine was not prepared to
say what the fate of the bill would be,
but said he saw no reason to doubt that
ihe committee would be a unit in its re-
port.

Another member of the committee said
a majority of the body undoubtedly favor-
od the bill as presented by Mr. Flood,
ana it would be reported with 1o
amendment which would not be accepta-
ble to the corporators. None of the com-
mitteemen were prepared 10 say positively
that a final vote on the bill would be
reached to-morrow morning, but. they are
all agreed that no unnecessary delay
will be had in disposing of the question.

DEMAND FROM MANY POINTS.

FUNERAL O!F GOVERNOR GOEBEL.

Great Popular Demonsirntion in
Spite of a Heavy Rainfall—=Black-
burn Says Governor’s Assassin is

Yo Crank, and Will Be Found,

FRANKFORT, KY. February S.—Un-
less some action regarding the Louisville
agreement is taken by Governor Taylor
to-morrow cr next day, or some word
sent to them concerning his intentions,
the Democrats will proceed upon the
hypothesis that he does not intend to
take any &ction, and will go ahead with
the organization of their State Govern-
ment at Louisville.

A conference was held this evening in
the Capitol Hotel, at which Governor
iJeckham, Senator Blackburn, S, J.
Shackelford, and John XK. Hendrick were
present. The delay of Governor T::ylm"
in declaring himself regarding the Louis-
ville agre2ement was discussed at iength,
and it was agreed by all.present that, in
their opinion, the Democrats had waited
iong enough. It was agreed at Louis-
ville that the Legislature should meet in
the Capitol building on Monday, and it is
now so near that time that the Demo-
crats are beginning to think that Gover-
nor Taylor may take no action regard-
g it within the time-limit set. One day
more will be allowed for some intimation
from Governor Taylor, and if it is not
forthcoming another State Government
will be organized at Louisville.

Governor Taylor announced to-night
that he had taken no action regarding
the agreement, and there was no Dossi-
bie chance of his doing so before to-mor-
row. He would not say whether he wouid
take any action to-morrow or not.

TAYLOR'S NEW DEMANDS.

It is practicully certain that the agree-
ment will not be accepted by Governor
Taylor as it stands. He desires more
specific promises regarding the repeal of
the Goebel law, and a decision in the
zubernatorial contest by a y
of the two legislative hous
last the Democrats say they
agr Regarding repeal of
law, they claim that no mention was
nade of repeal in the louisville confer-
ence. The talk was entireiy of the
cnactment of a new election law, to be
framed by selected men of both parties.
This law would, in tl¥2 nature of things,
repeal the Goebel law, s the mere fact
of its being later legislation upon the
subject.

Governor Taylor holds the view at pres-
ent that Goebel was never legully seated,
and will demand a new vote on the mat-
ter pefore he will cor 1t to abandon his
seat under any circumstances.
DEMOCRATS GATHER IN

VILLIE.

Not a Democratic member of the House
was in Frankfort to-day, to attend the
funeral, and to-night, Governor Beckham,
seneral Castleman, and a few other De-
mocratic leaders returned to Louisville,
to take matters in hand there. The re-
port was given out that orders had been
issued fo arrest such members of the
Legislature as might come to town to-day,
but this was denied by Governcr
Taylor, Adjutent-General Collier, and
Colonel Williams, all of them sayving that
orders to that effect had never been
issued at any time during the trouble.

The application for a permanent injunc-
tion, restraining Governor Taylor from
interfering with the sessions of the Logis-
lature in Frankfort, and from convening
it in London, was not heard to-day at
Georgetown, as originally intended. The
matter went over until to-morrow.

Great Demonstration, in Spite of
Henvy Rain—A Blackburn Address.

FRANKFORT, KY., February 8.—Rain
came down in sheeis teo-day, while the
funeral services were being held over
the body of Kentucky's dead Democratic

leader. The morning dawned dark arcd
threatening, and while the parade was

on the march rain fell in torremnts.

Services were held in the parlor of the
Capitol Hotel. They censisted merely or
a reading of Scripture by Dr. Taliaterro,
of the Methodist Church; a solo by Mrs.
Jessie B. Caldwell, of Covington, and &
prayer by Dr. Schmidt,

The march to the cemetéry Irom the
hotel began at 1 o'clock. The band play-
ed ‘‘Nearer. My God, to Thee as it
passed the south front of the hotel, and
immediately after the btand came car-
riages containing the honorary pall-bear-
ers, who were as follows:

This wuas followed by the
quartette’s singing, ‘*Nearer, My Ged, to
T ' Rev. N. Arnold, an old and inti-
mate friend of Governor Goebel's, spoke
briefly of the early life of the dead leader,
na eulogized him as one of Kentueky's

Rev. Giibert Schmidt de-
livered a short aaaress in German, He
was followed by Rev., K. C. Mann, in a
short address.
TRIBUTE TO GOEBEI.
Elder Wililam Stanley tollowed in an

eloguent tribute to Governor Goebel. He
spoke bitterly of the assassination, refer-
ding to the ‘‘chagrin and maortification in
the hearts -of all that the leader of a
veople, whosge proud boast it was that
they never feared to fuce a foe or failed
to defend a friend, should zfall at the
hand of an assassin.”
REMARKS IFROM
United States Senator .Joe
was then introduced. As his stestorian
voice rang out in denunciation of the
shooting of Gevernor ‘Goebel, and as he
stated that “it was not the work of =«
crank or a crazed assassin,” murmurs
of “No' and ‘'That's right”” came from
the closely-packed crowd, while tears
stood in the eves of many of the grim-
faced men within hearing of hisg voice.
His address was an eloquent tribute to
Governor Goebel's life. He concluded as
follows:
ASSASSIN WILL BE DISCOVERED.
“Twould be but poor satisfaction to
see the miserable tools and Instruments
made use of in his murder g.ve up their
lives to an infuriated pooulace. Be pa-
tient, and neither the perpetrators nor
vet the most guilty planners of this foul
crime will escape the penalty that the
law provides. You need not fear a fail-
ure of discovery. No crime like this
can be concealed. 'This earth s not
large enough to hold 1tz perpetrators or
itz instigators in sechuslun.” % -
BECKHAM ASKS ORDERLY
CEDURE.
Governor Beckham, in the concluding
address, said Goebel's body lay a victim
of corporate greed. He referred Yeeling-
1y to his brief career, and cailed upon the
assembled crowd to follow out his vre-
cept, to do nothing that was not legal
and proper, and strengthen the speaker
(Beckham) in restoring order, peace, and
quiet, the policy of their stricken leader.

The casualties already reported
bring the total British losses during the
war to 10,24t Kkilled, wounded, and cape
tured.
