Dr. Wheeler's lecture at Richmond Col-
lege.last-nlght.was one of the best he
has delivered in the course on "Old-
Greek Life."- His theme was "Religion

and Art."' The lecturer was introduced
byPresident Boatwright.

The" speaker said it was the mission
.of Rome toproclaim to the world the law
of civic order, of Israel to unfold the
law

"
of righteousness, of Greece to set

forth- the law of beauty. That Greece
should do this is conditioned upon; her;
climate: and: land, the health and beauty
of her people^ and the availability of .the;
materials of art,.but> is directly and es-:
sentially connected with the inherent
Greek sense for personal freedom-, and
personal initiative, and the religious feel-
ing that grew therefrom. The land stimu-
lated to .Intensive rather than /extensive 1

effort. Nothing was .vast. The. climate
\u25a0produced the clear effects 'of outline
that are characteristic of art and scenery
alike. Upon this, too, was dependent the.
inclination toward free outdoor athletic
sport, which, through the occasion; it
gave for observation of the naked body,"
strongly stimulated the artistic temper, :
and determined- the artistic bent.

The religion of the Greeks made the
gods near .the life—they were greater.

Whether the art of Greeks leaned to-
ward religion or adealism cannot be af-
firmed, for the issue did not arise. They

used models unquestionably, and their,

creations bear the marks of individuality,
but they chose the characteristic and,

typical, and in fashioning their gofis took
what was best in the human and made
therefrom the normal and named it di-

vine. / i

Evil and good were not as In.Semitic
thought, separated as the east from the
west. Goodness and sin were not iso-
lated and abstracted as contrasted enti-
ties. They were -joined In the action of
personalities, and the sin was the false
mixture of things. Virtue consisted' in

balance. and temperance. All.that nature
provided of joy and satisfaction . was
worthy of use. The mischief came in
misuse, in excess. Herein lay the touch-
stone of art. The too-much was the bad.

So. then; Greek art was the first human.
It set forth, the line and beauty of the

human as the standard, and even a build-
ing was made to:have Hf© by the use

of carved' lines' of life,-and by adaptation

to'the touch and vision as distinguished

from the test of mathematics and ;
analysis.

Secondly, it was temperate In that it

held 'itself subservient to the Greek sense
of virtue, which

'
was moderation.

Thirdly, It was simple, for it avoided
the temporary, the accessory, and mere-
tricious,, and fastened upon the perma-
nent and permanently true. Hence, it
became eternal ,.lifted .above time and
place and conditions; and we recognized

it as "classical."
