The discussion on the floor of the House
was renewed yesterday shortly after 1
o'clock, and the voling was begun at €.
During the entire day there was a large
crowd within the hall, and when the hour
for voting arrived cvery seat was taken
and the galleries and the space without
the ralling were literally packed with
people. :

The first speaker yesterday was Mr.
Xelley, and he made an eloquent speech
in behalf of the bill. He was followed
by Mr, Saunders, who spoksa vigorously
in opposition to the measure. The vote
was first taken on the amendments of
the Finance Committee, each of which
were rejected, and then the bill was
passed, together with the companion biils.

SPEECH OF MR. KELLEY.

Mr. Kelley took the floor in support of
the Seaboard's bill chartering the Rich-
mond and Washington Air-Line Com-
pany, &s soon as it was taken up after
ihe routine business of the morning hour.
In the outset Ar. Kelley denied the alle-
gatlon made on ihe preceding day that

- Richmond delegates were corporators,

-and as such, interested in the charter. He

ipoke eloquently of the State’s attitude
toward internal improvement, and as-
serted that the offer made by the corpo-
rators for the State’'s interest in the
Richmond, Fredericksburg and Potomac
was & most liberal one.

Coneerning the offer of a guarantee of
12 per cent. interest from the Richmond,
Fredericksburg and Potomac, Mr. Kel-
ley asserted that to accept such an offer
that State would be acting as a usurer,
and would be dding what it did not per-
mit its citizens to do. The eloguent
speaker referred to the action of Georgia
in granting a charter to the East Ten-
nessee, Virginia and Georgia to parallel
the Western and Atlantic, which was
owned entirely by the State, and asked:
‘‘Gentlemen, is there a higher cdfe of
morals in Georgia than in Virginia; does
Georgla stand on a higher pinngcle than
Virginia? Shall we say that Georgia is
more liberal and less selfish than Vir-
ginia? No, gentlemen, I do not believe
we will*™

AMENDMENTS NOT GOOD.

Concerning the amendments placed upon
the bill by the Finance Committee, Mr.
Kelley asserted ihat they were placed
ihers for the purpose of killing the’ bill,
and be relterated the statement which he
made on the preceding day, that if those
amendments were adopted it meant the
death of the billk He questioned very
seriously the legality of the 12 per cent.
offer on the part of the Richmond, Fred-
cricksburg and Potomac, and quoted a
minority stockhélder in the Richmond,
Fredericksburg and Potomac as assert.
Ing that he would fight the guarantee,
which, Mr. Kelley asserted, had not really
been mads.

Mr. Kelley entered at soms length into
a discussion of the financial feature of the
Question, and  asserted that the Sea-
board’s proposition directly equalled that
made by the Richmoend, Fredericksburg
and Potomeace, and he then elaborated
upon the indirect benefits that would ac-
coue to the State by the construction of
the new road.

A IN GOOD FAITH.

Concerning the charge that the corpo-
mtom.dm ot propose to build the road,
Mr. Kelley asked any member of the
House who believed this charge to tell
Alm- what benefit would be derived by
the Seaboard by not constructing the
road. He paused for an answer, and re-
ceiving none, proceeded to riddle the pro-
yoﬂﬂon and to positively assert that it
Was the purpcse of the Seaboard Air.
line, if granted the charter, to build the
Toad. MMr. Kelley asserted that the Rich-

MESSRS. COGBILL AND SHANLS.

Alr. Morris spoke in opposition to the
bill, declaring that it went too far, and
was speciel legislation. He did not think
railroad employees should be placed on
an equal footing v/ith passengers. Why
should' employees ~f railroad companies
alone be singled out? Mr. Morris declared
he had never, and would never, vote for
special privileges to any class.

Mr. Jeftries closed the debate with =2
speech in oppPosition to the bill. He char-
acterized the bill as dangerous in that it
sought to uproot and overthrow a doc-
trine set up by the ablest courts in Amer-
ica, and recognized by the Supremsa Court
of our own State.. He thought it danger~
ous and vicious because it was class
legislation. He thought the bill not ne-
cessary. He admitted that the number of
men kiled on railroads every year was
enormous, and wholly  deplorable, but
how would the passage of the Proposed
bill' remedy it? Raillway compbapiea al-
ready used the very best Dossible appli-
ances. They had to do it, in order to pre-
vent damage losses by reason of fallure
to carry passengers and freight safely.

Jeffries devoted a considerable pertion of
his time to the peculiarly legal aspects of
the bill, making a very clear argument,
quoting many decisions and authorities
to show that the law was perfectly well
settled and not in a state of confusion,
as the advocates of the bill claimed. Re-
ferring to the’statement of Mr. Cogbill’s,
that the old SuPreme Court had not up-
held the doctrine, Mr. Jeffries quoted
from a decision of what is Known as the
“Readjuster Court,” for the purpose ot
‘showing that the doctrine cf the master’s
non-liability in damages for injuries his
servant sustained through the fault of a
fellow-servant.

THE DOCTRINEH WELL FOUNDED.

The doctrine was founded in reason and
common sense, and upon a due apprecla-
tion of the impulses, and the weaknesze.
of humran nature. Above all, the doctrine
was founded upon that princiPle of law
which holds that no man should ba held
responsible for that which he did not do—
a principle which is justice itself. Was it
right that the trainman should have the
same insurance as was given the passen-
ger, who had paid his money for safe
carriage? The same rule applies to both
classes now. If the Passenger is injurea
through the failure of the company to
discharge a duty to the passenger the
Passenger recovers. If the embployee is
hurt through the failure of the company
to discharge a duty owed to him, the em-~
bloyee recovers. He opPosed the law be-
cause it proPosed  to create two laws
regulating the relations existing between
master and servant, in that it sought to
brotect trainmen, but not the employees
of railways who worked in the shops oI
the company. Mr. Jeffries declared that.
other classes of labor would never sit by
and see this one class alone protected.

The effect of the law would be, said
Mr. Jeffries, to make the railroad man
exercise_ the utmost care in guarding
against the negligence of fellow-servants
in the shops of the company, since he
could not recover if injured. But when
out on the road he need not take any
brecautions agafinst such danger, since
the law allowed him to recover if hurt,
through the fault of a fellow-embloyee,

Mr. Jeffries made a very strong speech.
He was followed by Mr. Glass, who said
he would vote against the bill because it
seemed right to do so, so far as he now
knew. He was not certain that he would
not vote for such a measure when he had
studied the question further. AIr. Bruce
expressed similar views.
