IZ. J. Pheips, formerly Minister to Eng-
land, died to-day.

’Edward J. Phelps, LL. D., was born in
Vermont July 11, 1822, graduated at Mid-
dlebury College in 1840; was at Yale Law-
School 1842-"43; a lawyer in Vermont from
1844; Second Comptroller of the Treasury,
1851-'53; member ° of Vermont Constitu-
tional Convention, 1870; Democratic candi-
date for Governor of Vermont, 1880: he-
came Kent Professor of Law in Yale Col-
iege in 1881, and lecturer on constitutionaj
law in Boston University in 1882. He was
a Webster Whig till that party broke up,
and thad since been an Independent Dem.
ocrat.
