CORONER'S INQUEST INTO THE.

 VIADUCT ACCIDENT.

—————

THR CAUSE MAY. NEYER BE KNOWN.

Death of Everett, Sonday Afternoon,
Swells the List of Fatalities to
Four—DBodies Shipped Home—Possi-

Dle Lawsuits—Coroner’s Evidence,

To the iist of fatalities resulting from
Saturday’s viaduct horror was added
Sunday the name of Arthur Leslie
Everett, who died at 2 o'clock P. M., at
the Virginia Hospital. The injuries to thse
skul of the young Richmond man pre-
cluded hope of recovery from the first.
He lingered, in a semi-comatose condi-
tion, until the hour just stated. His was
the fourth death to ensue from the acci-
dent. 2

The other injured men—Brubaker and
Simmers—will recover. The latter was
walking about last evening. The former
took -the train at 3 o’clock Sunday after-
noon for his home, at Halifax, Pa. He
will be compelled to use a crutch for a

month. Assistant Foreman Simmers will
leave to-day for his home, at Harrisburg,
Pa.

The event of interest Sunday was the
holding of the Coroner's inquest. This
lasted nearly four hours. The result was
disappointing to those who expected the
verdict to fix the blame. The jurors con-

|cluded that “from the evidence before

them they are unable satisfactorily to
ascertain the cause of the overturn.” The
cause may never be known.
HOLDING OF THE INQUEST.
The inquest was held over the body of
George B. Bauer, one of the four men
whose death resulted from the accident.
The following jury made the inquiry:
Willlam H. Taylor, M. D., Coroner;
Messrs, R. J. E. Garrison, foreman; R.
A. Woodward, R. S. Childress, C. R.
Meads, J. W. Gibbons, and E. M. Noble.
The jury assembled at 10 A. M. at Bil-
lups’s undertaking establishment, but
subsequently adjourned to the First Po-
lice Station, where greater privacy was
secured, an immense crowd having col-
lected about the undertaking parlors.
- The jury was in session until about half-
past 1 in the afternoon, when the verdict
was reached. There was a long discus-
sion among the jurymen concerning the
exact language that would best reflect
their judgment. In the end it was agreed
that the evidence did not justify the
placing, of blame. - 7
The following witnesses testified: J. W.
Carrgll. foreman for the Pennsylvania
Steel Company. in charge of the Rich-
mond, Petersburg and Carolina viaduct
work; George H. Albright, engineer;
Clarence A. Muire, a bystander; Joseph
Simmers, assistant foreman.
FEATURES OF THE EVIDENCE.
The interesting features of the testi-
mony are found in the following sen-
tences from the sworn evidence of the
four witnesses:
Foreman Carroll: The booms can swing
up and down, but not sideways. * * =
The traveller was lashed to the viaduet.
* * * We have lifted much heavier gird-
ers with the same rigging. * * # aj]
the ropes were sound.”
Engineer Albright: The front right-
hand <orner of the traveller arose, angd
the whole machine fell into the street.
* * * The present methods and ma-
chinery have been used in the construec-

tion of the viaduect from Marshall street
to Main street,

Witness Duire: T heard
crack, and the hoom seemed to bend. The
southwest corner of the machine raised
up, and the whole machine fell into the
street. ;

Assistant Foreman Simmers: The trav-
eller was lashed (to the viaduct) with
inch and a half rope, wrapped about five
times and wedged. I superintend that
myself. * % * T haye been engaged in
this business all my life, and don’t know
of any precautions that are customary
that I did not take that day.

BODIES SHIPPED HOME,

The bodies of Walter S. Plock, Harry
Marzolf, and George B. Bauer werc ship-
ped to their respective. homes, in Penn-
sylvania, yesterday. One of the work-
men was detailed to accompany the re-
mains of Marzolf and Bauer. A brother-
in-law, named Benn, came for the re-
mains of Plock, and returned to Phila-
delphia with them yesterday afternoon. .

No accident has happened here recently
which aroused so great and general in-
terest. This is shown in the case of
Everett, whose death was generally
known throughout the city an hour or
two after it occurred. The hospital
‘'phones were kept in constant use all
day. Everett's funeral took place from
his late home, No. 1820 Carrington street,
at 330 o'clock yesterday afternoon, in
the presence of a large assemblage. Rev.
Preston Nash conducted the funeral ser-
vice. Five carriages, containing men in
the company’s employ, followed the re-
mains of their companion to Oakwood,
besides the- family and other friends.

SUITS ARE EXPECTED.

It is considered probable that suits will
be brought against the Pennsylvania
Steel Company, in whose employ the deaa
men were. One of the first things Mir.
Benn did on arriving here yesterday was
to call on Coroner Taylor. He is a bro-
ther-in-law to Plock. He asked a great
many questions as to the evidence that
had been given, and seemed disapopinted
that the  jury had not placed
the blame. Mr. B, B. Munford, as counsel
for the Pennsylvania Company, was pres-
ent at the Coroner’'s inquest. One of the
men from the main office at Steelton, Pa.,
Mr. Fred Cohen, engineer of erection,
came down yesterday.

The company, it is stated, carried no in-

something

surance on the lives of its men. The
Casualty Insurance Company, of New
York

, is custodian of a permanent acci-
dent fund, which is maintained by de-
ducting 2 per cent. from the salaries of
the 10,000 or 12,000 men engaged by the
Peunsylvania Steel Company in various
parts of the country. In case of injury,
the men receive one-half pay during the
period of their disability, provided it does
not exceed fifty-two weeks. The families
of those killed receive nothing from this
fund. It was stated last night that a
subscription would be raised among the
workmen for the families of those who
perished in Saturday’s accident.

. RESUME WORK TO-DAY.

No work was done on the viaduct yes-
terday. The men preferred to observe the
day out of respect to the dead. This morn-
ing work will be resumed. Four more
girders are to be Dlaced to the south of
Main street. This will be done without
waiting to replace the wrecked hoisting
machigery. Another means wil] be em-
ployed to handle the big girders, so as
to avoid the expense and delay of pro-
viding a new hoisting apparatus.
