THEIR MISSHON TO AMERICA,

Peace With Honor for Their Country
Sought.

ALL pF THE DELEGATES SPEAK.

They Are Encouraged by the
Warmth of Their Reception—They
W11l Never Stop Fighting Till They

Win Freedom—Forced to Fight.

NEW YORK, May 17.—The Boer dele-
gates, Alessrs. Wessels, Wolmarans, and
Fischer, were given an official welcome
s evening by the city of New York
Accompanied by the Reception Commit-
tée, and a delegation from the South
African Club, the delegates drove to the
City Hali, where the Municipal Assem-
bly and Mayor Van Wyck ware awaiting
them.

Mayor Van Wyck said:

“I am delighted to welcome vou to the
city of New York, and to assure you
that in America you will receive a cor-
dial welcome from the Iiberty-loving peo-
Ple of this country.

“Never, since I have been in the Mayor's
office, has a more pleasant duty been
discbarged by me than this one—to wel-
come you on behalf of a free people. I
Wwant to assure you that wherever ¥you
g0 you will find a welcome from the
Peopie, and we hope that when yowr mis-
sion is ended and you are returning to
your country yow will again call on us,
20 that we may have the pleasure of
giving you another welCome.”

ENVOY FISCHER'S SPEECH.

Delegate Fischer said: *This is to us
an occasion of pleasure and of pride. We
are not so conceited as to take te our-
selves the honor shown us, but we wish
to show that we do not represent an un-
worthy people. We believe that no peo-
ple can understand what it is io strug-
gle for freedom, except a Ppeople who
have won their freedom by such a strypg-
gle. We have been told to avoid the
pitfalls of party cligueg, and we can
say that we are as ignorant of party
cligues as when we arrived. The re-
ception that has been given us comes
from all classes ¢f people. We cannot
think that the mission to seek peace for
country—peace with honor—wlil be unsuc-
cessful. We hope we shall obtain the
object of our mission, and we ars en-
couraged in our hope by the splendid
teceptlon we are given everywhere. ,

“This recepitonp by you is @n honor
which we will remember. The small li-
berty-loving people will think the better
of their big brother. We think we wil
come well out of the struggle. We have
been told that 90 per cent. of the people
of America sympathize with us. We waat
to convert the other 10 per cent. by sim-
ply telling the i{ruth. We hope that a free
people will not have appealed to a free
peoplie in vain.'

Aldermdn Kennedy read an address,
prepared on behalf of the Munichlpal As-
sembly, welcoming the delegates.

DELEGATE WESSELS.

Then Delegate Wessels said:

“Each member of this commission has
a part to perform. The part assigned to
Mr. Fiszpner is speech-making. We have
other duties, which we will not mention
now. We have come to tell the free people
of America that we mean to win and to
retain owr freedom; if not to-day, to-
morrow; 1f not to-morrow, we will keep
on fdghting for it for the next one hun-
dred years. We have had to fight for our
liberty. We did not want to fight, but we
had to. We do not ask you to fight for us,
but to say to England ‘Stop,” and we
think that if America said the word the
war would be stopped. We are doing our
own fighting, but you can hardly call it
‘a war. It is like a little boy trying to
defend himseif when attacked. If we are
beaten, America will probably be ashamed
in future years if wtue question should be
asked, ‘What has hapmpened to your little
sister?”

Delegate Wolmarans, who also spoke,
gave a history of the Transvaal trou-
ble from the beginming. He said:

WAR THRUST ON BOERS.

““We never sought the war. It was
thrust upon us. We were robbed of our
independence in 1877, and regained it in
1881. By the co-operation of a smali,
but well disposed, party in England, of
which Mr. Gladstone was the head, we
got the cenvention of 1884, which gave
us our independence without suzerginty.
The question was not disputed until after
the Jameson raid. We have tried #o have
all owr disputes arbitrated. This has
been refused by Mr. Chamberlain and
Sir Alfred Milner. We are gratified at
the way America has subscribed for the
widows and orphans of the Boers. We
want to prevent the making of more
widows and orphans by dum-dum bullets
or otherwise.”

The members of the Municipal Assem-
bly were Intreduced separately to the
delegates. As the envoys left the City
Hall they were shaken hands with by
persons on all sides.
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CUBAN CONSPIRACY. -

Changes in Books and Accounts to
ghield Neely.

HAVANA, May 17.—The principal
charge against the Havana postmaster,
E. P. Thompson, who, with W. H. Reeves,
deputy auditor of the island, and Edward
Moyva, and George Masaro, Cuban clerks
in the stamp department, was arrested
vesterday, will be that he entered into a
conspiracy with Carridon Rich, the clerk
who has confessed to a knowledge of
many of the transactions, and who will
glve evidence for the government, to
shield C. F. W. Neely, the arrested finan-
cial agent of posts.

The prosecution says Thompson delibe-
rately ordered that changes be made in
the books and accounts, with the mani-
fest intention of shielding Neely.

THE EXTRAVAGANCE IN CUBA,
s

Oongressman Jones Propeses to

Know About It.
WASHINGTON, D. C., May 17.—(Spe-
cial.)—Representative Jones, of Virginia,
to-day introduced a resolution directing
the Sccretary of War to furnish the fol-
lowing information, relative to pay and
allowances of officers in Cuba:

‘“What amounts have been paid for
quarters for officers and the cost of de-
corating and rePairing said quarters; the
number of horses, vehicles, and equipage
allowed said officers and the cost of saime;
also, the amount of salary and allowances
peid the commanding-general, the heads
of departments, and chiefs ot the different
Cuban bureaus, and the number of ser-
vants allowed them.” :

Representative Jones, in speaking of the
resolution, said that it was introduced so
as to give the House and the public in-
formation showing the vast expenditures
and needless extravagance now in vogue
in Cuba, and that it would only be a short
time Dbefore the same thing would be
practiced in the Philippines, it it were not
already being done.

Representative Wise to-day introduced
a bill, authorizing the payment of $1,800 to
the trustees of the Ouk-Grove Methodist
church, of Norfolk, for the use of and in-
jury to their property by Federal troops.
during the civil war. He also introduced
a similar bill fer th relief of the Sea-
men's Friend Asseciation, of Norfolk,
amounting to $4,000, for the destruction of
property by order of the Federal Govern-
ment during the civil war.

TO EXTRADITE NEELY.

WASHINGTON, iay 17.—The Post to-
morrow will say: >

“Attorney-Geneval Griggs yesterday
evening. forwardegd to Senator Hoar,
chairman of the ficnate Committee on
Judiciary, and to Cengressman Ray,
cheirman ef the similar committee of the
House, a copy of a bill drawn especially
to ensure the extradition of the Cuban
defaulter, Neely. The bill provides that
the statutes of the United States relative
to extradition between the United States
and countries with which the TUnited
States has treaties of extradition shall
apply to the extradition of fagitives from
justice from Cuba, while the government
of thatrisland is exercised under the au-
thority aof the United States. This sec-
tion is direoted to tkes Neely case.

‘““The second section is to guard against
future trottbles in the possessions over
which the United States has unquestioned
oontroL It provides that the domestic
extraditien now in force between the
various States shall be extended to the
Philippmes, Guam, Hawail, and Porto
Rico.

MUNCIE ERXD OF CUBAN STEAL,

Read Fraud, it is Said, in Sale of
Counterfeit Stamps.
MUNCIE, IND., May 17.—One of the
government's detectives, who has been
here working on the Muncie end of the
Cubar post-office embezzlement cases,
made the statement to-day that the real
steal had been the sale of counterfeit
stamps, which, it is alleged, have been
printed in the office of a printing com-
pany in this city. Thousands of dollars’
worth of bosgus stamps are said to have
been issued and distributed to the Cuban
post-office officials, & pumber of whom,

it is stated, shared in the profits.

The printing office is said to have been
searched from garret to cellar for the
material used. Heretofore, the. search
here was supposed to be for an alleged
package of money.

It is asserted that almost two million
dollars’ worth of bogus stamps have been
printed in Muncie and sent for dis-
tribution to Cuban post-offices. The sys-
tem was to distribute these stamps in
numbers that wouid not cause suspicion
to officers who had charge of the regular
consignments.

NEELY PRINTER UNCONCERNED.

When Ross Cowan, president of the
Neely Printing Company, was totd the
story to-day, he did not seem especially
concerned, but said:

‘“You may say that if there is any
story afioat that the Neely Printing Com-
pany ever turned cut stamps, either
for the postal or any other service, it is
false. We have never printed stamps,
legitimately or illegitimately. The gov-
ernment contract work that we have we
have not dernied. It has been mostly
in the form of printed blanks. This work
has been conducted for the past eighteen
menths since Neely took office; and my
books wfll show that it has not exceeded
$10,000, while the printed stories are that
it will reach eighty thousand. Do you
suppose that the government officials
who have overhauléd my place have
found evidence of the gigantic stamp-
factors” you speak of as located here?’

RUN-AMUCK ABOARD SHIP.

Seven Persons Iwiiled and Five
Wounded—Murderer Escapes,
COPENHAGEN, May 17T—A #elegram
from Xoping, Sweden, reports that as
the steamer Koping was passing the
Prins Karl, a man sprang upon the deck
of the latter and shouted, ‘If any one
comes near I will shoot,”” and at the same
moment a woman was seen hanging over

the side, shrieking for help.

The man escaped in a boat. When the
Prins Karl was Boarded it was found
tnat twelve men on beard had been shot,
six of whom, including the captain, were
dead. The rest were found lecked in their
quarters. One of the wounded has since
died.

The murderer is being pursued.

LOCKED UP AND SHOT.

The woundad say they were playing
cards in the smoKing-room about half-
past 11, with other passengers, when
somebody put his head in the room and
exclaimed, “Look out! There's a massa-
cre on board.” At the same moment shots
were heard. All sprang to their feet at
once, in order_to. léave the cabin, but
they found the door fastened on the out-
side. While they were trying to force the
door a shot wes fired through the win-
dow and hit one of them, a man named
XKarlson, who feil to the floor. The other
three—Schneider, Kneoditor, and Lind-
quist—burst the dcor.
