FEDEKATIOX OK LAHOii.

2xui»ori_-it Report of Committee on
ICosomtioJis.

The report of the Committee on Resolu-
tions of the State Federation of Labor,
adopted at the linai session in this city
Thursday, has been made public. Itcon-
tains a number of important recommen-
dations, all of which were adopted. Fol-. lowing is the report in substance:

Commending the Oight-hour bill, and
thanking the various senators who advo-
cated its passage.

Advocating the repeal of the law prohi-
biting mechanics and others in the gov-
ernment employ from holding office under
city or State.

Commending the Passage of *he bill
granting thirty days* leave of absence.for
government employees in navy-yards, ar-
senals, &c.

Recommending municipal ownership of
all

'
municipal franchises— car lines, gas-

:. works, lighting-plants, water-works, and
all others.

Instructing the Legislative Committee
to oppose the granting of franchises to
the heat, light, and Power companies
throughout the Stale by the Legislature
or councils.
