1BOBS'S BROKEN COMMUNICATIONS

BEING FAST MENDED.
RS

BULLER HASTER OF LAING'S NECK.

He is Unable, However, to Follow
Up Retreating Boers—Reported Of-
fer of Handsome Annuities to Lay

Down Their Arms.

LONDON, June 13—3 A. M.—Two piecas
of news, encouraging to the British, are
that the broken communications of Lord
Reberts are in a fair way to be mended
by the forces moving southward and
northward, and driving off the Boer com-
mandoes, and that Sir Redvers Buller is
at last master of Laing’s Nek.

Telegraphic communication with Lord
Roberts is expected to be restored to-day
as a dispatch from Bleemfontein dated
yesterday says that the railroad js oc-
cupied again, and the work of repair is
going on rapidly, with the abundant ma-
terial warehoused at Bloemfontein.

CHEERING TO BOERS.

The Boer Government is alse issuing

news cheering to its sympatm'zers_. The
following bulletin, the Boer version of
the disaster to the Derbyshires, was

posted by President Kruger Sunday at
Machardodorp:

“On June Tth, four divisions of Burghers,
commanded by Stonkamp Froneman,
Duloy, Foure and Nel, * attacked ihe
British at Roodeval, killed 290, toolk T7C0
prisoners, and captured immense stores
of food and ammunition, a Maxim gun
and 1,000 lyddite shells. Some food was
taken by the Boer farmers and the rest
was burned. The English mail was taken.
The Burghers attacked from the open
veldt, and gave evidences of unprecedent-
ed bravery.”

General Dewet was also fighting on
June 2d, whether at Roodeval or else-
where is not clear, but the Boer reports
give it out that he captured 3,000 suits of
clothing, blankets, gloves, boots, etc., and
being unable to carry them with him in
his rapid sweep through the country, ac-
cording to the Transvaal War Office, he
burned the whole mass.

General Dewet has also reported that
he Has put 1,000 British out of action «nd
destroyed property valued at £100,000. As
Lord Methuen is officially described as
fighting on June T7th, it is possible that
he was engaging General Dewert.

OFFERS TO BOER LEADERS.

According to a dispatch to the Daily
Express from Machadodorp, dated June
10th, via Lourenzo Margues, those around
President Kruger say that Louis Botha
and Delarey have been offered indirecily
£10,000 a year to lay down thelr arms, and
President Kruger expects the same offer
to be made to himself, President Steyn
and Dewet.

President Kruger believes that the
British make these offers to close the
war, on the principle that it would cost
less than that to fight it out.

A dispatch from Lourenzo Marques says
that 15.000 Boers are reborted to be retir-
ing on Middleburg from various quarters,
and that, after weeding out the faint-
hearted, 20,000 steadfast men are still
lett,

BULLER'S ADVANCE.

General Buller was unable on Monday
to follow up the Boers, from lack of cav-
alry, as well as water. The dispatches
deseribe him as fighting a spirited ad-
vance over a rugged field, under prolong-
ed rifle-fire. The Boers had two guns,
which they got away. Few dead or
wounded Beers were found. It seems
probable that the major portion of the
Boers had withdrawn before the advance
began. 5

LONDON, June 12, 9:12 P. M.—The War
Office has issued the following: “Buller
to the Secretary of War: ““‘Joubert’s
Farm, June 12, 5:05 P. M.—Encamped
four miles north of Volksrust. Laing's
Neck and Majuba were completely evac-
uated by the Boers last night. General
Clery, from Ingogo, is now coming over
the Neck. T have had to camp here for
want of water. A correct list of yvester-
day’s casualties will be sent as soon as
received.”

Representation Question Agrain—

Substitute for Payne Resolution.
© PHILADELPHIA, June 12.—The city is
rapidly taking on a national convention
aspect. Quite a large number of mna-
tional commitieemen and delegates ar-
rived to-day, and the hoteis are begin-
ning to fill up. Prominent among the na-
tional committeemen are Ambassador
Powell Clayton and John Yerkes. All the
other members of the National Commit-
tee are expected to-morrow morning, to
attend the meeting of the committee,
which is called for noon. Chairman
Hanpna is due at 1 o'clock to-morrow af-
ternoon.

The old question of representation in
Republican national conventions, which
agitated the National Committee at its
meeting, in Washington, last December,
is more than likely to come to the front
at the National .Committee meeting to-
mMOrrow.

The resolution of Henry Payvne, of
Wisconsin, offered at last winter’s meet-
ing, and which was withdrawn before it
was put to a vote, will again be pressed,
but not by Its author. The strongest
supporters of the Payne measure come
from New England. This-resolution pro-
vides for four delegates at large from
each State, and an additional delegate
for every 10,000 Republican votes, or ma-
jority fraction thereof, based on the re-
turns of the last presidential election.

The Rhode Island delegation has pre-
pared a substitute for the Payne resolu-
¢ion, and will present it in the place of
the Pavne resolution, if they find that
the sentiment in favor of the latter is not
strong enough to put it through the com-
mittee. It is claimed that the substitute
will meet all the objections of a majority
of the national committeemen.

The substitute is as gollows:

THE UNIVERSITY COMMENCEMENT.

o e Sy
A German—Address of Dr. Curry on
“Liberty and Laow.”
CHARLOTTESVILLE. VA., June 12—
(Special.)—After the literary societies had
awarded the medals to their orator and
debater last evening, the T. I. L. K. A.
german, which is alw a fo_:uure of
the social side of the University com-
mencements, wis danced in the Fayer-

weather Gymnasium.

This morning at 11 o'clock the Hon. I.
L. M. Curry delivered in the auditorium
of the academic building the annuail ad-
dress before the faculty. His subject was
“Liberty and Law,” which he discussed
and illustrated, making the application
to the duty of the South, and of educated
young men particularly, in the present
condition of affairs.

The speaker, in deploring mob law
throughout the TUnited Srtates, declared
that ‘‘the despotism of the rabble is not
the dominion of the people,” and that
“we have more liberty than is good for

‘s

us, especially if it overleaps legal and
moral restraint and runs so readily to
excess.”

In noting the changes wrought by the
civil war and since. the speaker urged
yvoung southerners not to sulk over the
wrongs of this period, but secure in the
memory of a golden past, to face the
issues of the day squarely, and take a
determined hand in the management of
this government., to the glory and up-
building of which their forefathers had
contributed so greatly.
