. STATE OF VEILED WAR.
LONDON, June I<).—This is the situation

in China as it appears to the Shanghai
correspondent of the Daily Express, ca-
bling last/ evening: '\u25a0 .'.

"Itis really a state of veiled war. The
members of the foreign legations in Pe-
kin are virtually prisoners; arid the
Chinese troops are only, restrained from
attacking- them by fear of the legation
guards.

"Meanwhile, th'u ministers are alto-
gether unable to communicate with the
officers commanding the: relief' column,
which is making an- enforced and isolated
halt between Tien .Tsin and Pekin. The
walls of the capital are guarded by lOO.CX)
Imperial troops. The gates are heavily
defended with modern guns. General
Tung, acting under';orders from the Em-
press Dowager, says that no more
foreign troops shall enter the sacred city.

"On Monday the Ministers sent a de-
mand to the Tsung- LiLamen that the
gates be^opened, declaring that otherwise
the foreign troops, would enter forcibly.
To this no reply .was given. A second
message -went unanswered or had not
been answered when the latest news left
Pel: in.

"Sir Claude MacDonald's latest message
says that the- legations are capable of
sustaining an elfective defense unless
attacked in force." \u25a0

RUSSIA SIDING WITH CHINA.
Russia, this correspondent asserts, not-

withstanding assurances', to' the contrary,
sides . with China. Some foreign troops
are already reported to be in the environs
of Pekin, and the attitude of.the Chinesetroops -is increasingly, menacing..

"The streets of Pekin," continues the
correspondent of the Daily Express, "are
reported to be seething with anti-foreign
mobs, clamoring for the destrucion of. the
legations and . the death of the foreign
ministers. Even with the Tsung- LiYamen
disposed to restrain violence, it is highly
improbable that the>' will.be able to hold

j them in check. ForUhe foreign ministers,-
the crisis will arise-- when the relief

1 "'lt is still felt here that the foreign
force, is wholly inadequate to battle with; the hordes of Chinese troops massed out-

A disquieting element in - the situation
is the fact that, although the Russo-
Cliine.se telegraph line from Pekin. via
Kiakhta (Eastern Siberia), is working
again, the transmission of English mes-
sages is rigidly refused.

TO ATTACK TAKU FORTS.
From Tien Tsin it is reported" that the

foreign forces in the harbor will attack
the Taku forts, and ifnecessary bombard
them. .

The international column appears to be
still at Lang Fang, engaged in slowly re-
pairing the railway, which, according to
a. dispatch from Tien Tsin to the Daily
iMail, dated June. 14th, cannot be effected

\u25a0 for weeks.
The force is short of provisions, and,

as it is without field transportation, it
must stick to the; railway.

The report that the" mixed forces will
seize the Taku forts is taken to mean
that .the foreign commanders expect no
aid from the Chinese -Government in re-
pressing the disorders, and are deter-
mined to make Taku secure as a base
from which to operate.

EIGHT JAPANESE WARSHIPS: •-\u0084
YOKOHAMA,,June 15.—The murder, of

the Japanese chancellor of legation at

a g-un." Miss Turner, she said, stated
ihat after ?he heard the gun fired she
went in the cook-room and heard some
one rattle the window shutters, and that
she felt pure it was Nick.

Miss Turner had told her "that
vher. the gun fired she realized what
had happened." Miss Turner also told
her that it would be better for her (-Miss
Turner) if Nick Gillsgan was never cap-
tured alive, because something would
come out about her (Miss Turner) which
would make it very unpleasant for her.

I WASHINGTON, June 13.—1t seems
probable that, after all, the United States
troops in the Philippines will be called
upon to fursfish a contingent to assist in
the rescue of the foreign missionaries in
China, and in the protection of the foreign
embassies and- legations. A great change
has come'over the- administration in this

'regard, for as late as yesterday there
was a firm determination not to go be-
yond the employment of marines and
sailors. There was still such a purpose
when the Cabinet. met this_ morning,' and
there is even now a disposition to limit
the United States forces employed to. the
navy, if sufficient forces can be secured
from that branch of the service.

So inquiries are being made by the
Navigation Bureau and in' turn of Admi-
ral liemey to see to what extent the
United States forces in China can be
augmented. It is realized that the-
small force now engaged is en-
gaged is entirely disproportionate;
when compared with the foreign contin-
gents, to the interests and duty of the
United States. There is reason to believe
that the navy has done all that.it can do
with safety '•\u25a0> China at this stage, and

\u25a0recourse must he had to tht army. Al-
ready. Admiral, Jiemey, has intimated
that he cannot spare more marines, and
he is looking to the Navy Department to
repla.ee the men he has been obliged to
withdraw from the naval station at Ca-
vite, to assist Admiral Kempff.
It is admitted that the Cabinet is se-

riously considering the dispatch of troops
to Tien Tsin, and it is understood that
inquiries are being made, probably direct-
ed to General Mac Arthur, as to the /num-
ber of troops that can be spared for
this emergency, and the possibility of
securing transportation for them. The
troops could not be gotten to Tien Tsin
in less than a "week, even if the order
for their employment should go forward
to-day.

CRISIS MORE ACUTE.
That the crisis isf by. no means passed,

but is on the contrary; rather more acute,

is cvic.er.esvl by-a -cablegram: I'eeeivc-d -by
the State Department' this 'morning from
the United States Consul .at.- Tien Tsin,
Mr.Ragsdale. He says that the mobs are
in control of the native city of Tien Tsin,
and the authorities do not seem to be able
to do anything with them. He adds that
th<* foreigners at Tien Tsin are still
safe.

Owing to their natural reluctance to
use troops, .save as a last resort, and the
disinclination of the War Department to
supply such troops, except under pres-
sure, the officials this afternoon were con-
sidering an alternative proposition. This
contemplated the putting out of commis-
sion of several big ships attached to Ad-
miral Remey's fleet, notably the Oregon,
and the addition of the sailors and ma-
rines so released to Admiral Kempffs
landing force. The big ships carry, on
an average, more than COO men apiece.

Secretary Root declines to discuss the
military aspect of the situation. To the
newspaper, men this afternoon lie ad-
mitted that

:
the general Chinese situation

was discussed at the meeting of the Cabi-
net to-day, and that Secretary Hay. fur-
nished all the information he had on the
subject. The Secretary was asked whether
it had been finally decided to send any
troops to China from the Philippines,
and replied that it had not.

To a . further question as to whether
there was any prospect of such action,
he said he would not undertake to talk
about it. He was ""willing,-;;however, to
make the broad general assertion 'that
troops would be sent to China in case
it were found that there was greater
need for them there than in the Philip-
pines. He said positively that so far
as he was advised there, was noth:ng in
the present situation in China to. call" for
the immediate dispatch of troops from
the Philippines.

FOREIGNERS INTERESTED.
Among the foreign representatives in

Washington, the information that the
United States would probably augment
its military forces in China was received
with very general satisfaction, and par-

;ticularly in British and Japanese circles'
it elicited warm commendation. Mr. Na-
beshima, the Japanese charge, pointed
•out that the United States were;in a po-
sition to act with far greater advantage
than any other of the great Powers, as
the forwarding of a large military force
by any one of them would excite sus-
picion and opposition, whereas such a
course by the United States was abso-
lutely above suspicion.

The Chinese Minister showed the deep-
est interest in the course of the United
States relative to the dispatch of troops,
but in the absence of advices from his
government, indicating the policy on such
movements, he did not wish to discuss
the effect of the action.

CONGER CUT OFF.
WASHINGTON,.-June 15.—Nothing has

come .to the State "Department from
United: States Minister Conger, at Pekin,
since last Tuesday evening, and' the, offi-
cials have, settled down to the belief that
not until the^ foreign .relief..colmn reaches
the Chinese .capital will Mr. Conger be
able to resume the use of the cable. No-
thing has- been heard from the United
States .Consul at Chin. Kiang since his
last appeal for the spending, of:a war-
ship to that point, and it may be that he;
too. has been isolated. .

The American Consul at Che Foo is in
a better position, for:a considerable re-
port to the Navy Department to-day an-
nounces-the arrival of the gunboat I'ork-
town at that port. :
