HAIRSTOX HANGED.

Ami ilie Ciromnatant'cs That I.ert
to It.

FIXCASTLE, VA., June" 20.-(Special.)-
Tho negro Wallace, arrested yesterday,
charged with assault on.Misses Liinken-
hoker and Weister the 9th of this month,
while they were returning from Roanoxe,
was lodged in jail in,Roanoke, to lessen
the chances of any interference. The cir-
cumstances which:led to- the arrest are'
these: He was at Eoanoke'on the day
when the trouble occurred,' and returned
with three wagons, which had gone to
the city loaded, and were coming back.
"When the wagons got to the Rowland
Brothers all three, of them stopped for
fifteen' or twenty -minutes. In the mean
time the 'buggy with the two ladiesi drove
up and passed.'on down, the \u25a0 long1 hill,
which ends at Caleb Nininger.'s. :A short
time after the buggy started down the
road in front of:the wagons -Mr. Maury
came up on hisWheel and Passed the
buggy some distance down, the road, be-
tween the Rowland house and where the
young ladies were found. When the
wagons started it was found that the
negro was missing, and had been seen to
leave the.. wagon he was in and follow in
the direction of the buggy. 'When Mr.
Maury passed the buggy on his wheel all
was right," but before he got to Cloverdale
he was overtaken by the horse and empty
buggy, which he succeeded in stopping. In
the mean time the wagons came on, arid,
the drivers found the ladies lyingin the
road, unconscious, and brought them to
Cloverdale. .. . \u25a0\u25a0

A short time after the wagons reached
Cloverdale the negro came up also. When
lie left the wagon he was carrying1 a box
with a new pair of shoes in it. which he
had bought in Roanoke; but when he got
to Cloverdale his old shoes were gone,
and he had his new ones on.-The old ones
had sharp toes. On being questioned as
to whether or not he had seen anything
of the buggy with the ladies in ithe said
he had not. To other, persons he stated
that he had walked all the way from Roa-
noke since C o'clock. One of the ladies
had said that tJie negro who attacked
them had a box under his arm. The tracks
which were seen in the gully and .traced
towards' the .mountain were made by a
sharp-toed shoe. The new shoes he had
on wher.v he reached; -Cloverdale Were
broad-toed.
Itas an easy matter for the negro to go

Track .up the gullyfrom where the attack
was made without being seen from, the
wagons coming down the road, and by a
short-circuit return to the road again
without being seen. But lie 'could not
have -kept* the/ road, -as he said he had,
without seeing the young ladies, 3s- he
was behind Mr.Maury and the buggy and
in front of the wagons.

There' is -veryTlittle excitement over the
matter, and itis not likely that any effort
will bo made to prevent the law taking
its course.
