and that hence the Boyd appointment
must be a stab at Pritchard, or else was
made with a “string’’ to it—that is,
Boyd will retire and Pritchard get the
place. !

" NEW YORK, August 4—There was no-
thing important in to-day’s dealings in
stocks. The tone was firm, owing to
the scanty offerings of stocks. but the
efforts to arouse any speculative enthu-
siasm were quite futile, outside of a'mode-
rate demand for the Iron and Steel

The dulness in bonds is even more
marked- than that in stocks, the.average
volume of dealings being considerably
less than’that at this time last year.
