HAILROAD MEN ARBE ALSO CHEER-

GRAIN FROM VIRGINIA PORTS.

The  Shipmentx This - Year Are

Making the Northern Ports Deo-
cidedly Uneasy —Newport News

Breaks All Récords—n. R, Notex.

trade from the United States is of espe-
cial interest to the Chesapeake and Ohio
and the Norfolk and Western railroads.

The exportation of coal to foreign coun-
tries. has begun within the past six
months. Previous to the beginning of the
past ' twelve months such a thing as

from the United States wvas unheard - of.
Millions of tons of coal mined in South-
west Virginia, and in the New River and
Kanawha River valleys of West Virginia,
were hauled to Norfolk and Newport
News by the Norfolk and Western and
Chesapeake and Ohio railways, respec-
tively, for shipment. * g

But all this coal went to New England.
Within the past twelve months- there has
begun a remarkable movement of coal -0
foreign countries from the Virgiria ports.
An immense cargo was recently shipped
from Newport News to Liverpool. That
is so near to “hauling coal to Newcastla”
that it amounts to the same thing.

A big shipment was recently made to
Russia, and much coal from  the mines
of the two Virginias has gone to. Ger-
many and Genoa within “the past’ few
months. But a few days ago a vessel
loaded with coal steamed out of New-
port News for Manila. It would appear
as if she would consume all her cargo
h_efore reaching the port of her destina-
tion.

“I believe the exportation of coal froin
the United States will continue,” said
a representative of a big coal agency, in
Richmond yesterday.
coal has been going into Germany from
this country recently, largely becausze of
labor troubles in that couatry, but there
is a greatly increased demand there also,
The coal supply in 2ngland is ranning
short in the sense that the deposits can
be reached now only at great depth.*We
have arrived at a point where we can
see the disappearance of the  coal
suppPly of England. Other people will
tell you what that means as regards
England as a world-power. It looks to
ime like the ‘tight little isle’ wouldn’t be
so ‘tight’ when her coal runs out. I am
sure she will not occupy the position of
manufacturing supremacy she has =0
long held. I feel sure, also, that the
demand for American coal in England is
more likely to increase than to fall off."!

From which it may be seen that the
future is extremely bright for the owners
of American coal mines, and for the
roads which haul the product to the
coast,

The shipment of grain from Virginia
ports is also attracting the attention of
northern cities. The New York Produce
Exchange has for several years been ex-
hibiting many manifestations of uneasi-
ness at the growing importance of Nor-
folk and Newport News as grain ports,
In the year ending September 30, 1896, the
shipments of grain from Norfolk were 364
times greater than in the Year ending
sSeptember 30, 1892. The Norfolk and-West-
ern can bring grain directly from the
shores of Lake Superior to Norfolk.

It s understood the Chesapeake and
Ohio grain clevators of Newport News
have handled 30,000,000 bushels during the
past year. President Stevens will proba-
bly dwell upon this fact in his forthcom-
ing annual report. This record will al-
most certainly put New York far ahead
of Norfolk, and of any southern port.

The Chesapeake and Ohio will soon re-
ceive the last of the 1,500 coal-cars order-
ed some time ago. At present the Chesa-
beake and Ohio is having built twb sixty-
foot postal cars by the Barney & Smith
Car Company, Dayton, O., and the Ches-
apeake and Ohio shops at Richmond and
Huntington are building one sixty-foot
postal-car and four sixty-foot baggage-,
mail-, and express-cars. These cars ex-
pect to be put into service within the
next ninety days.

The Chesapeake and Ohio has also or-
dered of the Richmond Locomotive-Works
of tho building of five new boilers, be-
sides twenty-five large engines,

Traffic-Manager Warren P. Taylor, of
the Richmond, Fredericksburg and Poto-
mac, is in New York, attending the meet-
ing of the Southern Rate Classifications
Committee from the various roads.

President Myers, of the Richmond,
Fredericksburg and Potomac, is still at
Hot Springs, and may not return to Rich-
mond for several weeks.

The following changes in the schedule
of the Atlantic-Coast Line have been
made, and are now in effect: The 11:20
A. M. train leaving here is changed to
11:55; the 5:30 P. M. leaving, to 5:25; the
8:20 P. M. leaving time '~ 8:02 P. M. The
train due here from Petersburg at 1:35 P.
M. will arrive here at 2:10 P. M.

Mr. J. J. Dowling, commercial agent of
the Louisville, Evansville and 3t. Louis
railroad, was here yesterday. Owing to
the fact that Mr. Dowling’s road has not
vet been merged into the Southern Sys-
tem, he does not admit that the Southern
‘has acquired it. It is a standing joke
with the railroad men of this city, and
elsewhere to

probably insist they are
able to see ‘‘S. R.” on Mr. Dowling’s
countenance. Mr. Dowling is onc of the

most valuyable men in the commercial de-
partment of his road, and one of the most
popular railroad men who come to Rich-
mond.

TERRIFIC EXPLOSION.

Two Buildings Wrecked—Tywo 3en
