FIRE AT WOODSTOCK.
FLAMES CAUSE A LOSS O AROUT
'I‘_Hl¥l’.l‘l’ TIHOUSAND DOLLARS,

THE DAMAGES AND THE INSURANCE,

Stickiey and Boyer DBuilding Dc-

stroyed—Origin Unknoswn—3Mrs. IRe-
becen Hockman Dead—The Case

of “Frisco Jim.™

WOODSTOCK, VA, August 14 —(Spe-
clal.)—Fire broke out in the' Stickley &
Boyer building here this morning shortly
before 3 o'clock, and in less than two
hours that building, the Koontz store-
rcom, Geary's Hotel, and the Episcopal
church were total ruins. The loss is es-
timated by the owners of the property at
$2,000, of which $18,000 is covered by in-
surance.

When the flames were discovered they
had gained considerabie headway, but the
Velunteer Fire Company and the citizens
responded quickly, and by heroic efforts
confined the fire to the places indicated,
despite the fact that the flames were in
the centre of the town and in a thickly-
settled section.

The fire had its origin on the second
floor of the Stickley & Boyer building,
but how it started is a mystery.

BOUGHT FROM THE MAGNATE,

HE RECALLED HIS VIRGINIA TRIP. |

Kemembered  NMany  Southwestern
TFamilies and n Dny Spent in
OUrange %mltyf—"fha‘ Story of Mis

Life as He Told It.

Many a Virginia family now has in its
possession a, clock sold it by Mr. Collis
P. Huntington, the great rallway mag-
nate, who died yesterday worth a hun-
dred million dollars,

This fact Mr. Huntington himsecl recent-
Iy impressed upon 2 Richmond gentleman
who went to New York to enlist Mr. Hun-
tinton’s aid in a great charitable undertak-
ing. The gentleman says he thinks Mr.

Huntington the most remarkable man he
ever met.

He had an appointment with the great
ffiancier, and promptly on the minute was
invited to enter his private office. Mr,
Hunttngton listened closely as the nature
and object of the charitable enterprise
Was unfolded. When the gentleman con-
cluded, ‘the millionaire, without a mo-
ment’s hesitation, said he would contri-
hute to the charity, naming a large sum
as the amount of his donation.

He then began talking about Virginia.
The gentleman expected him to be chiefly
interested in Richmond and Newport
News and other points in Chesapeake and
Ohio territory, but Mr. Huntington in-
quired if his caller’ was familiar with
Southwest Virginia. Upon learning that
the gentleman was well acquainted with
places and people in that section of the
State Mr. Huntington manifested a fa-
miliarity with them that astonished his
listener. Finally, he gave the gentle-
man a good portion of the story of his
early life.

His father owned a farm and a mill
He had a large family, and while compar-
atively well to do, did not at all object
to Collis hiring himself to a neighbor, and
in this way relieving the family treasury
of a burden. JMr. Huntington said he
scon found he could do more work, than
ithe farmer expected of him, so he per-
suaded him to assign him a weekly task.
The farmer was a fair man, and gave the
boy a stint no greater than the amount
of work done in a week by .any other
farm hand. Mr. Huntington would al-
ways complete his task two or three
days before the week ended, and would
then work until Saturday night for an-
other farmer,

The result was that at the end of the
year voung Huntington had every peuny
paid him by his original employer, and
more besides.

The boy worked on the farm until he
was about nineteen years of age. Then
he went to New York with his savings,
and embarked in speculation. He houzht
a stock of clocks, two horses, and g
wagon. He loaded the clocks on the
wason and started for Vicksburg, Miss.,
selling his timekeepers as he “went. He
passed over a portion of the section now
traversed by the Chesapeake and Ohio.
Possibly the young peddler dreamed as
he drove through the magznificent coun-
try, then in a state of almost corapiete
undevelopment, of a scheme to unite it
with the West by means of a line ex-
tending from the Chesapeaka to the then
far-away Ohio.

Mr. Huntington spent a great deal of
time among the farmers of Southwest Vir-
ginia, selling them many clocks, His
caller was struck with the accuracy with
which Mr. Huntingion recalled the names
of his customers, describing their ap-
pearance and the location of their farm-
houses.

Mr. Huntington also spent several days
at Gordonsville on his trins from New
York to Vickshurg. A general official
of one of the Virginia railways said yes-
terday he once heard Mr. Huntington say
that he should always remember a day
spent in Orange county as one of the
most delightful of his life.

He accepted an invitation to
rom Gordonsville to attend
and political speakin:s.
a big load of =lozks.

“When T got back that nighy,” said
Mr. Huntington, only a few years ago, ML
had sold every clock T had, end had got-
ten one of tha best dinners I ever ate.
T'll never forget that day.”

The death of Mr. Huntington was the
absorbing topic in railroad circles yester-
day. Mr. Huntington, “the father of the
Chesapeake and Ohio.” was well known
in Richmond. Many men now in the em-
ploy of the Chesapeake and Ohio remems-
ber him well when he was the head of the
system.

“If it hadn’t been for Mr. Huntington
these offices would not be here,” s2id a
general official of the Chesapeake and
Ohio to a Dispatch writer at the com-
pany’s general offices yesterday.

“You mean they would be located in
Cincinnati?” asked the reporter.

“I mean they wouldn’t have been any-
where,”” said the official. “There wouldn’t
have been any Chesapeake and Ohio. Mr.
Huntington made the system. In 18:9 he
obtained possession of the State's interest
in the old Virginia Central, which extend-
el from Richmond to Jackson River
Depot, near Covington, in Alleghany
county. He obligated himself to build the
road on to the Ohio river. He did so, and
in 1873 the town of Huntington was estab-
lished at the western terminus. Mr. Hunt-
ington’s first trip over what is known as
the Chesapeake and Ohio route before thg
road was built on west from Jackson
river was made down Greenbrier and New
rivers, in a boat, the boat being carried
around the falls and dangerous rapids
until the cawon on the New river was
reached. TFrom this point Mr. Huntington
and party had to travel afoot. 5

“But Mr. Huntingtorn was not content
with water as the medium of traffic on
to the West. FHe extendad the road on to
Cincinnati. Then he built from Ashlang
to Lexington, and perfected traffic ar.
rangements with the I.ouisville and Nash-
ville, which gave the Chesapeake and
Ohio entrance into Louisville, and con-
nection with the great systems of the
Central South and Southwest. But even
this did not satisfv the great railroad
builder. He extended the Chesapeake and
Ohio eastward from Richmond and made
Newport News. He built and acquired so
much road in the West that it was said a
few years ago that he could issue a pass
which would carry a man from the At-
lantic to the Pacific. I think Mr. Hunt-
ington was one pf the greatest railroad
men of the world. I doubt if a greater
financier lived.”

Mr. Huntington was president of the
Chesapeake and Ohio from 180 to 388y,
when he resigned, and was succeeded by
Mr. M. E. Ingalls, who remained at the
head of the system until succeeded by
Mr. George W. Stevens in December ot
last year.

Mr. Huntingion had spent a great deal
of his time in Richimond, Newport News.
and other portions of Virginia. = About
sixteen years ago he married Mrs. Henry
Worsham, of this city.

“The United States Department of Agri-
culture’s ‘Climate .and’ Crop ~Bulletin of
the Weather Bureau, Virginia Section,
for ‘the - week = ending. MonGay, August
12th, follows:: - &« AT ;

The dry and ‘intensely hot weather of
the past week has had a disastrous effect
upon' all classes of vegetation. Being
almost rainless over the State, with af-
ternoon temperatures ranging from 9% to
over 100 degrees, pastures -and gardens
have burned badly in -all except the
most- favored localities, while the ground
has baked to such an extent as to ren-
der fall ploughing impossible. The heat
has been almost unprecedented, and the
few crops remaining to be gathered are
now in a critical condition.

Corn is suffering, and much of the
early-planted that  escaped f.hg Jul.y
drought without permanent injury is
now reported to be a failure. Consider-
able of it is being cut for fodder. The
late-planted corn is somewhat better,
though in. a serious condition. DMany
fields are shooting, but cannot fill with-
out rain. The consensus of opinion
among our correspondents is that even
with subsequent favorable weather the
crop must be short. s

Tobacco is, notwithstanding the
drought, better than corn, but has, never-
theless,  been much injured and is
expected to ~ be poor and short. The
plants are wilting and bending over daily
from the excessive heat, and are matur-
ing without having attained a normal
growth,

Apples will be scarce, owing to long-
continued and extensive dropping.
