. LINCOLN, NEB., August 16.—Lincoln

tendered a handsome¢ welcome to Mr.
Bryan upon his return to his home aere,
after an absence of ten days. He reached
the city at 3:30 P. M., and was met at
the depot by a large concourse of peo-
ple, who escorted him to nis residence,
and who, after listening to a specch there,
and shaking hands with both Mr. and
Mrs. Bryan, only dispersed to meet in
the evening at a reception, given in the
State Capitol grounds, which partook of
.the nature of an ovation to 3Mr. Bryan.

Mr. Bryan spoke at some Tength in his
reply to the address of welcome, first ex-
pressing his and Mrs. Bryan’s apprecia-
tion of the good will of their townspcople
of all parties, and explaining why he
went away from home to meet people, in-
stead of having them come to Lincoln to
see him. On this latter point he said:

“I have sometimes been criticised for
going away from home instead of staying
here, and having the people come to see
me, but I have felt in the first place that
people could not come here as well as
they could go to Canton. Lincoln, is not
a centre of a thickly populated country
as Canton is, and our people have not the
means of travelling without cost as they
have in some parts of the country, and 1
have felt that it is a great deal cheaper
for me to go and sce the people than for
me to compel them to come and see me.
(Applause).

Mr. Bryan then discussed national is-
sues at some length, saying “Not long ago
a Republican was chiding one of our peo-
ple with the fact that the Filipinos were
looking; to a Democratic election for the
securing of their rights, and the Repub-
lican said:

‘““Are you not ashamed that the TFilipinos
are expecting aid from the Democrats?'”
and this man replied to the Republican:
“Do you know of any people who are
fighting for liberty who are looking to the
Republican party for help at this time?’

THE CHANGE OF ISSUES.

Mr. Bryan then explained the ‘reasons
of his party for a change of issues,
describing the rise of the silver questicn
and going on to say:

“But the Republican party has
brought into. this campaign a question
more important than any question that
merely involves the system of taxation,
the industrial systsem, or the financial
system. The Republican party attacks
the fundamental principles upon which
our government rests, and when the Re-
publican party strikes at the very foun-
dation of free government it injects into
the campaign an issue of. overshadowing
importance. (Great applause.)

*We know human nature, and we know
that if this nation reaches a point where
it is willing to deny the universal appli-
cation of the principles set forth in the
Declaration of Independence, it will not
be long until these principles will not be
applied in our own country; and I want
t6 warn those who toil that whenever
in this country we begin to neglect the
principles of self-government, the poor
will be the first to suffer. Those who to-
day say that the glollar of trade is su-
perior to the rights of the Filipinos will
be saying in a few years that money is
more important than man, and ‘that those
only who have great wealth have sufli-
cient at stake to have a voice in the
government here. (Great applause.)

GOVERNMENT BUILT ON DOCTRINE.

“Our contention is that our government
is built upon the doctrine that all men
are created equal. Destroy that doctrine,
and there is no foundation upon which a
free government can be built. If all men
are created equal, if they are endowed
with inalienable rights, if governments
arc instituted among men and derive their
just powers from the contest of the gov-
erned, then this nation has no more right
as a nation to claim the ownership of
8,000,000 Filipinos than one man has the
right to claim the ownership of another
man. The Republican party, which is not
willing ,that a black man  should be
sold for a thousand dollars, now claims
that a Tilipino can be bought for $2.50.
The principle is exactly the same. (Great
applause.) A e

Federation in the Churech.

The most characteristic and important
movement of the last days of the century
is that of Federation, which could hardly
have been more than millennial dream
to our fathers of a hundred years ago.
Denominationa! intolerance with them
was not a sin to be repented, but a vir-,
tue to be cultivated. The Congrefational-
ist who laid low a Methodist or a Baptist
was doing both God and man as valua-
ble service as he who shot an Indian.
And in this respect the historyof the
church is repeating our national history.
The colonies stood.apart from each other,
each imagining it had a life of its own
of sufficient importance to warrant a
separate existence. Accordingly it sought
a complete autonomy; was jealous of its
rights, suspiciousof its neighbors. But
common dangers threatened and common
interests multiplied, until these separate,
jealous, hostile colonists. were compelled
to se the advantages of a common life.
They needed a community of powers to
oppose the common dangers, they needed
a community of interest to secure the
common good, and the evolutionary blos-
som form those buds was Federation. It
need hardly be added that our present
national unity is the fruit resulting from
that Federation blossom.
_Nothwithstanding many developments,
the church is still in the colonial periog.
The demonstrations are standing apart
from each other in jealous isolation, and
are fighting hard to maintain their au-
tonomy. Butcommon dangers of ccm-
manding and multiple nature threaten;
commaon interests, equally imperative,
invite; sa that, like the colonial fathers,
we denominational children are beginning
to say one to another, “Wo must feder-
ate; we must federate.”

TROOPS SUFFER FROM HEAT.

The Chinese seem to have
retreated towards Pekin. bLast night a
quantity of arms and granary, with
great stores of rice, were captured.”

RUSSIANS PROTECT THE REAR.

ROME, August 16.—The following dis-
patch has been received here from Taku
via Che Foo, August 15th:

“A Russian regiment has disembarked
to protect the rear of the allied foreces,
which is seriously threatened.

TSE CUMBERLAND MOUNTAIN.

Fopular 'I'rnditious and History—
Desceription of o Day’s Exploration.

FREELING, VA., August 15.—(Special.)
I was tired of hot weather and conven-
tional scenes, and decided the other day
that it would be more pleasant to take a
day’s outing in Cumberland mountain
than to go through the wonted daily rou-
tine at my desk, and answering callera—
business, social. and otherwise. This great
ringe of mountains was named in honor
of the Duke of Cumberland, though it is
not necessary to say so in this connec-
tion; only I would have my readers to
know that Cumberland is a real mountain
and of some consequence.

‘Well, we started -out early, my friend,
who knew the mountain, and I, who had
a camera of the kodak quality, hoping to
find a lovely spot or a rugged cliff, for
which these mountains are famed. The
sun shone in all nis brightness, an ideal
day for the man with a kodak; but rather
unpleasant with the thermometer up in
the 90's.

We went up a small stream bearing the
local name of Pine creek, as rough al-
most as the face of the earth is said to
have been ere the Chinese creator, Pan-
kou-che, with his hammer and chisel
brought order out of confusion. Perhaps
this is one place which he failed to find.
There was a dim path leading up the
creek, which “heads” in the ton of the
mountain. We left the stream, after go-
ing some distance up it, and followed a
ridge which took us into the recesses of
the mountain. We occasionally passed a
solitary cabin, the home of the hardy
mountainzer. These cabins were built in
the rudest style, mostly of split logs, with
only one room, of about 12x14 in size,
These habitations were like angel's
vigits—few and far between.

SOUGHT TREASURE THERE,

Far up -in the mountain heights e
came to Baker’'s Cave, so named from
the fact that an old man by the name
of Baker seems to have discovered it,
and from signs he saw there concludea
that treasures were hidden there. He
dug holes in the cave; but never found
the visionary treasure he sought. There
is a maple tree standing near the eon-
trance to the cave, in the smooth bark
of which he carved the initials of his
name, “H. B.” (Hick Baker). These let-
ters, though plainly visible now, will, cre
many years pass, become distorted by
the growth of the tree, with its effect
upon the bark, till they cannot be read.
I may add that the old man lived out
his allotted threescore and ten years,
when  the inevitable happened, and he
went to his reward.

The entrance to Baker’s Cave is an
opening through some rocks, and is ecir-
cular in form, about three feet in diame-
ter.  Once. through this opening you
are in' a spacious room, perhaps sixty
feet in length by thirty in width. It is
solid rock overhead and ' on all 'Sides,
though rather irregular as to shape. Tt
is quite dark in this subterrarean cavity
as you 'get away from. the cntrance. My
companion split a piece of pine Into splin-
ters,* and, haxing some matches, lighted
the pine up so that we could see to ex-
plore these underground  recesses, It
was quite cool and pleasant within; but,
as we feared that there be a bear secret-
ed in there, waiting for a chance upan
us, we did not loiter there 00 lone.

. As -we passed toward the Cantrell Gap
huge cliffs came in sight, some of themn
being perhaps 300 feet' in. height; but as
they were overgrown with ‘trees and
bushes. T could not gét a sufficlent view

On our way we: cameé to ailarge ledge
or ‘row. ‘of cliffs, perhaps § mile in
length. .~ We made our way aléng the
lower edge of this ‘“anclent. pile,” ‘for
some “distance. At one point ‘We saw]
little puddles of 'blocd  on' the .ground,
and from appearances some beast had
been dragged along. There were rocks
lying there with which the hungry (as
we supposed) mountainer had pounded
the poor animal in the head, in ordex
to have meat for dinner, and enough left
over to bluff starvation for awhile in
the future. A few steps farther we
found where the animal had been tied
to' a bush with a piece of hickory bark.
My friend who Is better acqualnted with
the ways of the mountainers than [ am,
sald .that it must have been a misguided
piggie, who would not mind his mamma.
had found his way there, and would
never, never more return to her loving
bosom. Poor fellow! I felt sorry for him,
but I knew it was too late, as his flesh
was perhaps at that very time gracing a
rude table in a ruder log cabin.

Some distance farther up the ledge weo
found an opening in the cliff, which must
have been made by some convulsive force
lr} a former age. Had the detached por-
tion been replaced it would have fit the
o_rig!nal cliff exactly. We went about
sixty feet into the opening, and then back
_cver t?\e way we went in we found an
ascending passageway, which took us
out on top of this large cliff. It is said
that one of the original settlers of this
section followed a bear into this place and
shot it. This was some fifty vears ago.

SEEN FROM THE SUMMIT.

}\’ell, when we reached the top of this
cliff we were in sight of a mountain-path,
which led us over a pictliresq’ue route
back to the settlements about Pound
river. I had a strange impression of this
grand old mountain, which years and
years before you and I, gentle reader,
saw the light, was named in honor of the
Duke of Cumberiand.

Great Lz Industry,
(Country Gentleman.)

Editors Country Gentleman: YWhen
warm weather comes, and the hens be-
gin to lay eggs in abundance, the great
storage warehouses devoted to the preser-
vation of perishable goods are fiiled up
“;xth their season’s crop of storage eggs.
Not all the eggs that come to market are
fresh, nor are all the fresh eggs received
~disposed. of to consumers before they
lose their delicious freshness. If it were
not for the mammoth storage-houses de-
votqd to the preservation of these fragile
products of the farm, the shippers of eggs
would lose thousands of dollars, and the
consumers would often have to pay much
l_ligher prices than at present for these
food products. By storing the eggs when
abundant, and selling.them when the sup-
ply from the farms is small, the storaga-
houses help both the producer and the
consumer. The equalization of prices the
year round is one of the best conditions
for a healthy business, and all parties
are benefited thereby, except possibly
the speculator, who finds his most profi-
table field in uncertain and violenily
fluctuating markets. It is this result
more than anything else that has been
accomplished by the cold-storage ware-
houses in the handling of perishable coun-
try produce.

The cold-storage houses for eggs have
closely studied the problems of an indus-
try: tha}t is small in its component parts,
but mighty in its totality. From the 1st
of April until fall, between four and five
million eggs are shipped to New York
every day, and as the city’s consumption
averages only three to four million eggs
a day, the remainder goes into cold-
storage or seeks some other outlet. In the
winter season the receipts of eggs in the
city hardly supply the daily demand, and
consumers then call upon the storage
egg supply. These include the limed
eggs and those held simply in cold-storage
at a temperature where decay is arrested.
.. There would be a considerable loss in
this cold-storage business if new and lit-
tle known markets for them were not
found. All the racked, broken, checked,
and dirty eggs are utilized, and the
storage-houses are even finding outlets
for the shells and rotten eggs. It is in
practicing these little economies that the
storage-houses are finding their actual
profits. If they have to suffer the loss
that accumulates from broken and decay-
ing eggs they would soon be forced out
of business.

One of the important outlets for the
breken, cracked, and injured eggs that
come to the storage-houses is the can-
nery. Canned eggs are not common
household articles, and probably very few
consumers of eggs have ever seen them
carned. Nevertheless, great quantitics
of ezgs are canned every vyear. When
the shells of eggs are found to be broken,
cracked, or checked, they are laid aside
for the cannery. Only good ones are used
for this purpose, and they are broken
open and the whites and velks separated.
They are then canned the same as meats,
vegetables. or any other product. These
canned eggs are used quite extenstvaly
by bakers and confectioners. When they
need the whites of eggs for their work,
it is far cheaper and more convenient to
open a can of the whites already sepa-
rated from the yelks. Sometimes in cold
weather, when eggs are very high, the
demand for these canned eggs by bakers
and confectioners is enormous. As the
eggs can be canned in the summer when
they are cheap and abundant, they are
sold at a reasonable price in midwinter.
The canned eggs also find a good market
in hot countries, and thev are shipped to
South America and other warm lands.
‘When properly canned, the eggs will keep
a long time, and they are much more eer-
viceable than the so-called fresh eggs,
which, in hot countries, are of a rather
doubtful character.

Now even the rotten and cloudy eggs
are of some use in the world, and they
are mot a loss to the storage-houses.
These rotten eggs are canned, but not
for consumption. Tanners use them for
putting the gloss on fine leather, and
they are used quite extensively in the
best tanneries for this purpose. Even the
shells of these broken and rotten eggs
are utilized. Instead of being thrown
away, they are broken up and sold to
the poultrymen again. Cracked and pul-
v/rized eggshells are good for laying
hens, and they help to produce the for-
mation of eggs faster than oyster shells
or green bone. In addition to this, the
shells are sold as fertilizer, and they com-
mand a fair price for this. In the ag-
gregate, the quantity of shells accumu-
lating in a city that daily recelves mil-
lions of eggs is enormous, and the value
of these little economies makes the profit
or loss mount up rapidly.

Commission men have to be pretty ex-
peditious in handling eggs in hot wea-
ther, for twenty-four hours at the right
temperature will be suflicient to start the
process of incubation and spoil the ezgs.
Heat is the egg’s greatest enemy, and
farmers are not always careful enough
in guarding against it. The result is that
apparently fresh eggs reach New York
in summer fit only for the canning fac-
tory. The process of incubation has
been started, and all the cold-storage in
the world will not benefit them. The egg-
tester must determine how far gone they
are, and they reach their proper destina-
tion according to the decision he makes
as to their condition. If farmers could
keep their eggs in an even temperature
of about 20 degrees, they would be muzh
fresher at the end of three weeks than
2-day-old eggs that have passed twenty
hours in a temperature of 8§ degrees.
When the eggs are received, they are
immediately placed in cold-storage, and
some of them are shipped all the way
from the farm to the city in refrigerating
cars. In this way their freshness is pre-
served, and they are ready to g0 on the
market as fancy fresh eggs. G. E. W.

Remove the pleces of chicken from the
saucepan, put them aside in a platter to
cool, leaving the gravy In the saucepan
