Resolved, That this association respect-
fully reguests that the authorities of
this city, who properly have this matter
in charge, proceed a2t once to compel a
performance on the part ef the said com-
pany of the requirements of the said
charters, laws, and ordinances by the
strong arm of the law, and that a copy
of this resolution be fcerthwith sent to all
of the said authorities.

The resolution was seconded and unan-
imously adopted by the association.

Stirring speeches for the good of the
association were made by Messrs. D. L.
Pulliam, A. J. Gallagher, Colonel A. G.
Evans, and others.

Treasurer Burkert made a report show-
ing the financial status of the associa-
tion to be excellent.

The body adjourned at 10 o'clock, all
present agreeing that the session had
been interesting, and likely to bring forth
good results.

Cotton Yarn Curtailment.

CHARLOTTE, N. C., September 4.—In
regard to the prcbable result of the res-
alutions adopted by the Southern Cotton
Spinners at their meeting heres Monday.
Mr. John McAden, said to an Associated
Press representative:

“While I cannot give you any figures
as to the pobable curtailment, L am cer-
tain that the output will be greatiy re-
duced. Some mill§ ‘have aiready shut
down. The membership of the Southern
Cotion Spinners’ Association, now repre-
sents 70 per cent. of the cotton mills of
the South, and I have reascn to be-
lieve that 41l of them will curtail their
production for the next two months as
much as possible. The object of the
mill men will be so to arrange the work
in their plants as to employ as much of
their labor as can be utilized without
turning out the full amount of goods,
This may be dene by operating only a
part of the machinery in each mill.

“It js probable that the action of the
committee may have a temporary effect on
the price of cotton; for, of course, if wo
curtail our output it will have a tendency
to reduce the present demand for the
staple.

‘“The offer of certain northern yarn com-
mission men to accept our business on a
basis of 4 per cent. commission and zuar-
antee, and 2 per cent. cash discount, is
an important item to the Southern Cotton
Spinners, for it means a saving of $803,600
annually in the sale of our products.

—
Curtailment Plan Preferred.

FALL RIVER, MASS., September 4.—
Strong opposition has developed among
the manufacturers to the interests which
have been working to bring about a re-
duction In wages, and great influence is
teing brought to bear to secure the adop-
tion of the curtallment policy by those
who favor the cut down. It now appears
that the curtallment will be extended.

The directors of the Wampanoag and
Robeson mills have voted a reduction of
wages as {nexpedfent at this timé. The
officers of the Spinners” Union have asked
that the three-or-four-day-a-week cur-
tailment plan be adopted, ’
