Mayor
Taylor instructed that, if the City En-
gineer objected, the advertising must
come down. Major Howard then said
that the circus man had told,him he had
seen the City Engineer, and the latter,

did not object to allowing the advertis-
ing1 signs to remain on the poles. Major

Howard concluded by saying that he
would not have the' signs taken down,

said Mayor-Taylor.
The advertising on. the poles announces

the coming of,John' Robinson's circus.

On Sunday night, about midnight, adver-
tising matter of Gentry's. Dog and Pony

Show was strung over the middle oi
Main street by means qf thd Passenger

and Power Company's wires. Advertis-
ing matter of the Gc"ntry show is dis-
played on some of. the Passenger and
Power Company's cars. The president of

the company said to a Dispatch man
last night that., his; company had . re-
fused to grant use of its poles for -the
Robinson circus /matter. The company
was powerless to grant any j.such priv-
ilege, said President Patton, as the city

exercises authority.over the poles.
In the meantime the poles remain gaily

decorated; and the subject is one of wide
comment.
