TO AVOID JOINT USE.

ANEW REARRANGEMENT OF CAR

TRACIKS SUGGESTED.
—_——

HULE-CERS TO REMAIN AWHILE,

Pending Tinal Disposition of the
Transfer Question—New Routes for
Clay-Street Line, and to Reach

Hollysveoed, Proposed.

The street-railway situation, beneath
the surface, remains in a state of agita-
tion, and the public cannot expect very
shortly to know wkat the final tangible
result wiil be. A plan of rehabilitation,
outlined by the City Engineer and ac-
ceptable to the Passenger and Power
Company, provides for a continuation,
for a while, at least, of the mule-car
service. The company is given the privi-
lege of running the muic line down
Seventh instead of =Eighth street. The
Passenger and Power Company is de-
sirous of postponing the electrifying of
the road until the matter of transfers
between the two companies shall have
been finally determined. Specific pro-
vision for continuance of the mule-car
service would indlcate that delay is ap-
prehended in arriving at a settlement of
the question of transfers.

RADICAL CHANGES SUGGESTED.
There is a possibility of further rear-
rangement of trackage on a large scale.

A prominent member of the Council has
suggested that the running of Passenger
and Power Company cars over a long
stretch of Broad street, and of Traction
Company cars on Main street may Dbe
avolded by the two companies agreeing
upon transfers and interchangeable
tickets, and by rearrangements of the
Pasenger and Power Company’'s tracks
as follows:

GO UP NINTH.

1. The Clay-street cars to turn up Ninth
at the corner of Main, run into Broad,
and along the Traction tracks to Seventh,
along Seventh to Clay, and thence over
the present route.

2. The Laurel-street line to Hollywood
to be discontinued, a branch to connect
the cemetery with the Main-street line,
cars to run over the branch, along Main
‘street to Seventh, up Seventh to Broad,
cross over, and make the return trip.

It is claimed for the plan that it would
be a public benefit, in that fewer cars
would run on Broad and on Main streets
than would necessarily occupy the tracks
were each company given the right to
operate in the most remunerative terri-
tory of the other. It is pointed out, also
that the suggested changes would facili-
tate the public convenience in the mat-
ter of transfers. All the lines would
touch at transfer points.

POWERS OF ¢~ = "TTEE.

The interesting question has been raised,
whether the ordinance of the Passenger
and Power Company delegates to the
Street Committee the power to order the
removal of tracks and to authorize the
construction of street-railway lines in
new streets. The contention has been
made that the Council alone can act
in these matters, and that such construc-
tion should be placed on the language
of the ordinance. It is not denied chat
the Street Committee has very large au-
thority in the matter of rehabilitation, it
being the province of the committee to
require the substitution of girder rails

LEE ON THE PHILIPPINES,
The Virginia Soldier Thinks It

Would Not Do to Recall Our Troops.

General Fitzhugh Lee, who was in the
city vesterday to attend the funeral of
Dr. Hunter McGuire, left late in the af-
ternoon for Washington, and from the
national capital he will zo to Winchester,
where his family are staying, and where
they may permanently reside. He will
return to Cuba about October 3d.

General Lee was approached by a num-
ber of newspaper men at different times
during his visit here. . None of them,
however, = could induce him to discuss
either national or State politics.

The General did, however, relterate his
former declaration that the United States
should not remove their troeps from the
Philippines until peace shali have been
restored and a stable government estab-
lished. 7o permit Aguinaldo to assume
absolute rule over the archipelago in the
present chaotic condition, General Iee
said, would be to lower the United States
in the eyes ‘of the other great nationz
of the world. g

Continuing, Genéral Lee sald: “I have
two sons in the Philippines, in the coun-
try’s service. I would not have them
return until American sovereignty is firm-
ly established.”

‘A constitutional convention,'' said Gen-
eral Lee, “is to be held in Cuba the first
week in November, and until that time
the future of the island-is problematical.
1f a stable government is.formed all will

‘be well, but that Is to be watched with
