“Existing conditions abroad now chal-
lenge our serious thousht, whether we
will or no. 8pain has been conquered and
the ‘pacification of Cuba’—the declared
purpose of the war—secured. And yet we
find ourselves still engaged in war—a war,
too, against our former allies in our con-
flict with Spain. It'is a war against a
reople 000 miles distant, and of whom,
until recent vears, w2 had scarcely heard.
It is an expensive war, having already
cost nearly 200,000,000 in money and thou-
sands of valuable lives.

INFLUERCES POLITICAL

This Seems to Be Admitted, But
With It Goes a Positive Declina-
tion to Recognize the Mine Work-

ers’ Organization.

PHILADELPHIA, September 27.—The
towering feature of the strike situation,
and one which attracted the attention of
all interests involved to-day, was the
widely-circulated report that negotiations
are pending and rapidly nearing com-
pletion for an amicable settlement of the
strike. While the identity of the person
or persons who is or are said to be at
work endeavoring to bring about an im-
mediate and peaceful adjustment of the
differences between the employvees and
employers have not heen disclosed, it was
openly admitted in authoritative circles
that such cndeavor was in progress.
President Truesdale, of the I.ackawanna

Company, is quoted as making such nd- |

mission, but in what manner or by whom
the negotiations were being conducted he
declined to state. President Mitchell, the
head of the striking miners’ organization,
expressed the belief' that the operators
had decided to offer the miners an in-
crease of wages, but he, too, declined to
admit whether he possessed any further
information on the subject.

From Scranton to-night came the state-
ment that at a conference of coal opera-
tors of that sectiocn the opinion was pre-
valent that the influences at work were
of a strong pslitical nature, and that the
operators would be obliged to offer the
men at least the concession cf an increase
in wages.

The information upon which the opera-
tors based their conclusion that the work-
ing influences were political couid not be
learned to-night.

OFFER OF MORE PAY.

Coupied with nearly all the reports of a
probable early settlement of the trouble
came the announcement that the men
would be offered an increase of pay, but
that the mine-owners would positively de-
cline to arbitrate the differences through
President Mitchell, ot to in any manner

give recognition to the United  Mine-
Workers’ organization. This refusal of

recognition, however. would not prove a
difficult obstacie to overcome, however,
President Mitchell, in his open letter to
the publie, having expressed his willing-
ness to accept a settlement through sepa-
rate conferences of committees of the
empioyvees and their direct employers. If
the railroad presidents and others who
cantrol the mines would accept this pro-
pogition, he said, he would waive all
claim to recognition of the union.

NMatters were quiet throughout the
strike regions to-day, and the strikers’
forces were increased by the closing of a
few mines.

ing mine-workers an offer iof a 10 per
cent. increase in wages. TFurther than
this Mr. Mitchell declines to talk. He has
been reticent all day on the subject, and
several times declared that he knew noth-
ing of the rumors of a settlement otf the
strike.

APPEAL TO SOFT-COAL 3INERS.

Miteheli Asks Them to Balle Move
Ai;uinst Anthracite Sirilke.
HAZLETON, PA., September 27.—Pres-
ident Mitchell, of the United Mine-Work-
ers, to-aay sent a telegram to the Central
Pennsylvania  bituminous coal fields,
which possibly may have the effect of
bringing the soft coal mineworkers into
the contest which the anthracite workers
are now waging against the mine-owners.
The telegram was sent to Richard Gilbert,

secretary of District No. 2, Clearfield,
Pa. It was as follows:

*Issue circular letter instructing all
mine-workers in Central Pennsylvania

that they are not to load coal for ship-
ment into markets formerly supplied by
anthracite operators. We are informed
that the Philadelphia and Reading, Dela-
ware and Hudson, and Jersey Central
raiiroads are now attempting to defeat
anthracite strike by sending their ecars
into Central Pennsylvania to have them
ioaded with bituminous coal. Please com-
ply with this request at once.”
MITCHELL ON THE WATCH.
President Mitchell said that he had been
watching the bituminous coal field closely
for just such a move as he alleges has
been made by the railroads mentioned in
his telegram, and he does not fear that
they will make much of a success in get-
ting soft coal into the anthracite market.

The telegram is
as follows: 3

“Report is current that the operators
have made concessions in the matter of
the wage-scale and will ‘attempt to in-
duce the Mine Workers to resume work.
Ijlea.se advize all miners in your district
that no attention should be given to
tltxese repolts, and that ihey will be ofli-
cially notificd saouid any offer of settle-
ment be made. IUnder no consideration
whatever should work be restumed, unless
autho;ized by a convention representing
all Mine Workers in the anthracite field.
It is vitally important that all miners
stangl firm and determined, and not be
deceived by those whose interest it is
to _du[eat the purpose for which the
strxl;e was inaugurated.”

In speaking about the rumors of a set-
tlement, Mr. Mitchell said that the strike
gould not be ended without his knowing
it, and that no effort had been made
which would .ead to an immediate settle-
ment. Mr. Mitchell's attention was call-
ed to a dispatch in which J. P. Morgan
is credited with saying that President
Mitchell would accept w 10 per cent. ad-
vance. Mr. Mitchell said: “It is absolute-
1y untrue. I am not empowered to accept
anything less than what the miners in
convention decided to ask for. Anything
-under those demands must be acted upon
by a regular convention of delezates rep-
resenting the anthracite miners.”

HAZLETON REGION QUIET.

The entire Hazleton region was quiet
to-day, and the only noticeable change in
the strike situation was at the collieries
of G. B. Markie & Co. As predicted by
the strilkke leaders yesterday, there was a
considerahle reduction in the forces work-
irg at the various collieries operated by
the firm. :
