The Conimitiee on the Bible Cause
made the following report, which was
adopted: Your Committee on the Bible
Cause report that they have had refer-
red to them a communication from tiie
American Bible Society, and also that
there has been placed in their hands the
annual report, of the Bible

'
Society" or

Virginia.
. .Both of these societies call attention U
the great need for the circulation of thScriptures, especially in foreign land;
though the destitution in Virginia',
sadly great.

The American Bible Society calls atten-
tion .to falling off of contributions :for
their work/in the face of increasing de-
mands for their work.

The Bible- Society of Virginia reports
that the contributions from the Presby-
terian churches of Virginia have fallen
off during the past year.

We would call the attention of pastors
and sessions to the. report on this sub-
ject, presented to the General Assembly
at its last meeting/. (See minutes, page
627.-)

We recommend that the presbytery urge
the pastors and churches :to follow
the frequent injunctions of the courts
of our Church requiring: that the work
and claims of the Bible Society be pre-
sented to their churches and a collection
be taken for this cause on the third Sun-
day of October, or as soon thereafter as
possible, and that the contributions from
their churches be sent to the Bible So-
ciety of Virginia at Richmond. Va.

Mr. Campbell made an address on this
subject, in which he denied [the report
that has been published in some of;, the
papers, stating that the American Bible
Society was going to stop its work* of
circulating the Scriptures. He said there
was no foundation for this report,
and that the Bible Society is • doing- a
larger work than at any time in its past
history.'
. 'At 11 o'clock Rev. C. M. Chumbly
preached a very Sne sermon from I.Co-
rinthians i.. 22-24.

The session of Westminster church was
given permission [to employ Rev. T. R.
English, D. D., as stated supply, until
the next meeting of presbyterj".
