Mr. George Bryan, formerly a member
of the committee, appeared before the
committee, not as an advocate, but as a
witness. He spoke of the operation of tho
law in Titusville, Pa. . There were many
boys there who were destroyers of pro-
perty. The outrages were committed at
nightj and at last the people got together
and had a law passed, which has reduced
the number of arrests there to a very re-
markable extent. The question was a
choice between "paternalism," improper-
ly so-called, and an unsolvable boy prob-
lem.

SUCH A LAW NEEDED.
Policeman Foster said he thought Rich-

mond needed a law of this character moro
than any place he'd ever been in, and hd
had travelled a good deal. He frequently
saw boys about 14 years of age and
younger sitting around at midnight and
later. Replying to Mr. Thomasson, Po-
liceman Foster said the present law did
not give authority to do anything

'
more

than send children home if they were
troublesome. "Itwillbe a great thing for
Richmond," said Mr. Foster^ "and will
certainly reduce crime."

BailiffGibbons, of the' Police Court, said
that on the basis of his experience he
could say that the curfew law would be a
great benefit to the children and to their
parents.

TO PASS ON ITS LEGALITY.
Mr. Thomasson moved that the ordi-

nance should be referred to the City At-
torney, with instructions .to report as to
its constitutionality, and if it should bo
found unconstitutional, to prepare and re-
Dorfan ordinance to cover the ground.

Mr. Glenn argued that the question of
constitutionality should not be raised. Tha
law was Inoperation in 400 cities, and the
auestion of constitutionality had only
been raised inone instance.

Mr. Thomasson, replying, said he
thought the ordinance unconstitutional.
The first case raised would cost the city
at least ?100 before a decision could be

reached. "We have a law officer," he
said, "and Ithink we ought to have his
opinion."

Major Drewry said he was heartily In
sympathy with the ordinance. Mr, Camp
also spoke inits favor.

Mr. Thomasson's motion was adopted,
and it,was decided to hold a called meet-
ing as soon as the report* is ready,- in
order that the matter willbe brought be-
