ALBEJANDRINA AND AGUINALDO.

Desvey Saxs YMe Promised Filipino
!\ Independence 1o Neither.

TWASHINGTON, October 12.—The State
Department to-day issued a report from
Consul-General Wildman, at Hongkong,
commenting on a letter addressed by J.
Alejandrina, July 22d last, to Senators
Hoar and Pettigrew, In this letter, Ale-
jandrina related the substance of an
alleged interview with .Admiral Dewey,
i in which the Admiral promised the Fili-
pinos independence. Mr. Wildman, in his
report, says Alejandrina never saw Ad-
miral Dewey, although he vigited the
Olympia, and was subsequently taken to
Manila. on iae collier Nanshan. -

The dispatch from Mr. Wildman was
referred ito the Navy Department. for
the information of Admiral Dewey, who,
in his reply, commented thereon as fol-
lows:

“Attention is invited to the following
extract, page 172, Report of the Philip-
pine Commission, Volume I.:

*“ ‘No alliance of any kind was entered
into with Aguinaldo, nor was any pro-
mise of independence made tc him then
or at any other time.’.

UARRANT ISSUED FOR GERTER.

| The Nezro Who Was Witn Him in

the Boat—Officers Unable as Yet to
Effect the Arrest—The Theory—

of the Crime.

- LESTER 'MANOR, VA. October 12.—
(Special.)—The body of Mr. H. A. Major,
who was found in A mill pond, was in-
terred at Colossee church this morning at
11 o’clock. - The fureral was attended
by a large ‘concourse of friends. It was
necessary on yesterday to dismiss the
first jury summoned to hold an inquest,
owing to the fact they could not agree.
They stood five for murder and one for
accidental drowning. The second jury
brought in a verdict of murder, and this
morning a warrant was issued for the
arrest of Addison Carter, the colored
man who was with Mr. Major in the
boat. From what your correspondent
could learn from several of the jurors,
Carter made several contradictions -in
his statement before the jury. At one
time he stated that Mr. Major fell over
the side of the boat. Later he said that
he fell over the stern. The place where
the body was found was examined by
some of the jurors, and the water found
to be only four feet deep. Drs. Edwards
and Gary, who made the examination of
the body, say that Major was unquestion-
ably unconscious = before striking the
water. The top lid of his left eye was
cut off and mashed down in his chaek
just below the eve. There was evidence
of two licks having heen struck him on
the same side of his face—one just below
the cheek bone, the other just about tho
eve, and which bruised the nose on that
side. It is thought by a number of our
best citizens that the two men guarrelied,
and the quarrel resulted in Carter
striking Major with the paddle, which
he was using to propel the hoat, and
knocking him overboard.

I have just seen Constable L. D. Ed-
wards, who has the warrant for the ar-
rest of Carter. Alr. Edwards says that
he has thus far been unable to appre-
hend his man. It is feared now that
Carter has skipped, after remaining
around the Major heme from Wednesday
evening until to-day at 12 o’clock.

Rumers of Nesy Enterprises—A Se-
rious Charge.
PETERSBURG, VA., October 12.—(Spe-
clal.)—Rumors have been carried here for
some days of the probable early estab-
lishment in Petersburg of a large cigar-
ette factory.

There are also well authenticated re-
ports of the early establishment of a
large new peanut factory in this city,
in which both home and outside capital
will be interested. There are now five
large peanut factories in operation here,
with a capital invested of largely over
$100,000.
