The Birds Arc Protected In Every

Count j- Save . Appomattox—A Re-

vised Statement oE the Law in the
Aliiety-S'ine Cotinlies.

-The partridge season opens in forty-
flvo of the one- hundred counties of the
State to-morrow. The season during
which, partridges -may be killed in these
counties lasts, in nearly every case, until
January Ist.

A list of the counties, showing the open
season, was published in. last Sunday's
Dispatch. There were several 'errors.

LETTER FROM 'MR/ JACICSON GUT..
Mr. Jackson Guy, of this city, who, In

addition to being one of the most dis-
tinguished members of the / Richmond
bar, is also an ardent sportsman, writes
to. the Dispatch as follows regarding that
article, and some of the difllculties en-
countered in tracing' the law for the va.-

#

rious counties:
"Iprepared the. table showing the open

season for hunting partridges in
the several counties of theT .State,
which was published in last Sun- rday's issue of th& Dispatch 'over the;
signature of the Virginia Division of the
American League of Sportsmen. It was
purely a labor of love and grew out of
my interest in, the protection of game.
Iam sorry to see that it contained some
mistakes, which have been, during the
week, pointed out by .your intelligent cor-
respondents from several' sections of theState, notably Judge C. M. Vvhite, of
Fauciuier, and Mr. R.-E. Boykin, of Isle
of Wight. The mistakes noted affect the
counties of Fauquier, Isle of Wight, King
William. Loudoun, Xansemond, PrinceWilliam, and Southampton. Iherewith
hand you a corrected table for all the
counties, and if any mistakes are in it
Iam sure that Mr. Steams, chief warden
for the State, and you and myself will
be very glad to have them pointed out.

SOME OF THE DIFFICULTIES.
"Now. one word as to how it occurredthat mistakes were made. In making

the list Itook the Code of ISS7 as a.starter, and then took the successivevolumns of the Acts of Assembly for each
•session since, and looked in the indexto 'Game' and 'Protection of Game,' orUnlawful Hunting,1 forIfound changes
indexed under any one of these threewords or phrases. Now, the first mis-take was as to Isle of Wight, Nanse-mond.'and Southampton. The act whichfixes it (as now given in the list) isfound -as -pointed out by Mr. Boykin,
In Acts ISSS-'SO, page 457; but if you willexamine the index to those Acts you•will not find page 457 referred to underany of the above index words. The next
is King William, which is fixed by Act«
ISS.-9S page 41, and if you will examinethose Acts you willnot find page 41 re-
ferred to under any of the headingsabove The last is Fauquier, Loudoun,and Prince William, which, as JudgeWluto points out, is fixed by Acts, 1599-1900, page 676.. This, likewise, has no in-dex under the words given. You willsee from this explanation that my fault

COMMENTS ON THE SEVERAL LAWSItis curious that Icould flnrl no law
tor Appomattox. When the Code of ISS7was adopted that county, with severalothers, was excepted from the general
law. In ISSG Ifound an act which re-pealed the game laws as to that 'county,
and Ihave not been able to find any actpassed with reference to that county
since. J

"There was a general law adopted in
the Code of ISS7, w^hich applied to the
State at large, with an exception made
of about a dozen counties, as to which
the special acts theretofore passed were
preserved. This general law made theopen season from October 15th to Jan-
uary Ist. Inroads have been made upon
ifby ;every session of the Legislature
,since, so that now only thirty-one coun-
ties remain with the law as enacted in
ISS7. It is remarkable how many spe-
cial laws have been passed— a change
made in the law as to some counties,
and repeated at almost every session of
the Legislature. This activity, at least,
shows an interest in the subject; but
Ithink that every one who has at heart
the preservation and protection of game
must, upon reflection, admit that a gen-
eral -uniform law is what is needed.

808 WHITE'S GREAT PERIL.
"The greatest peril to tlie partridge is

the market which the cities make for
.him. If'the season is made to close
down at every -place in the State at the
same time, then tho organization which
we have in the State, as a branch of the
American League of Sportsmen, will see
to it that the- markets close at that
time in all the cities and towns! and
will endeavor further to see. to it that
under the Lacey bill there is. no trans-
portation of game beyond the limits of
the State when the law forbids it.
