ORANGE HEROES.

MONUMENT T0O THE COUNTY'S CON-

FEDERATE DEAD
————

WAS URVEILED ON YRSTERDAY.

A Larze Crowd Preseni—The Oration

€

of the Rev. R, Lin Cave—Profuse

Decorations—A Desceription o the

Memorial,

FREDERICKSBURG, VA., October 18.—
(Special.)—Under a cloudless sky and a
spring-like sun nearly three thousand
people assembled at Orange Courthouse
to-day. The occasion was the unveiling
of 2 monument to the Confederate dead
of that county, and from early morning
until the shadows of night fell over the
town the days of 1861-'€5 were revived in
song and story by the survivors of the
Lost Cause.

In honor of the occasion all business-
houses and private residences were pro-
fusely decorated with United States and
Confederate colors. The exercises began
at 12 o'clock. They were presided over
by Mr. John G. Williams, who, after
music by a part of the Marine Band,. of
Washington, and prayver by Rev. Jehn
S. Hansbrough, introduced the orator ot
the day, Rev. R. Lin Cave, of Indepen-
dence, AMo.

The distinguished speaker said, in part,
that there could be no greater heritage
for a people than the character of its
great and good. There also could be no
greater calamity to a people than to be
unmindtul of the heroic services and gal-
lantry of those that have laid down their
lives for honor and duty. *In the erec-
tion of monuments,” he continued, *‘we
perform a just duty to the dead, and to
yonder monument we can iook up with
feelings of pride, admiration, and reve-
rence, though it stands motionless. It
however, marks the character of duty
well performed. To its erection we give
our hearty approval, as we do to the
cause for which it stands. If great
deeds were not deserving of recognition,
and bravery and valor were not to be
cherished, then no monum@2nt should be
erected. The monument stanags for all
that is brave, true, and honorable. for
no age or country can boast of & greater
or braver people than that to which it
was erected. Youth should lock to..it
and be encouraged to duty. "~ 0Old age
should rise to it with feelings of pride,
love, and devotion.”

Aftfer - citing statistics of the conditions
of the South before and after the war,
the speaker id: “I'spurn those who de-

sire to rekindle the fires of bygones.
There are those who compiamm of an

occasion like this. If it was wrong God's
frowns, rather)than His smiles, would
be upon it.”
SLAVERY AND SECESSION.

The speaker than proved from history
that slavery and secession both origi-
nated in the North, and that not until
the North had sold all its slaves to the
South and received payment for them
was tnere talk of slavery as being in-
human and unjust. In conclusion, he
earnestly pleaded for a uanited country,
the purity of home, and the upholding of

the cause of the Southern Confederacy.
Mr. Cave was followed by Mr. W. W.
Scott, who also delivered an interesting

and patriotic address.

The monument was unveiled by
Christina Pamelia Mundy
R. L. Coleman.

After the exercises dinner was furnish-
ed to the ex-Confederates on the court-
green by the ladies.

The monument is erected in the south-
west corner of the Court-House Square.
THE MONUMENT,

A description of it is as foilows:

The monument is 26 feet high, and is
erected on a pretty turf mound 2 feet
high. The first base is 6 feet square,
with rock face margin line work. The
second is 4 feet, 1 inches square, with
margin line work. The third base is 4
feet, 2 inches square, with two panels;
on one is inscribed:

‘“They fought for the right.

They died for their country.

Cherish their memory.

Imitate their example.”

On the other:

“Erected by their comrades and friends,
October 18, 1960.”

The fourth base is heavilr mounted. On
this appears, in raised letters, “Confeder-

Miss
and Master

ate dead.”” On this bose is the die-
bloek, three side of which are taken
up with the names of those who  were

Kkilled in battle or died from wounds re-
ceived during the war. On the south
side. is the Virginia coat-of-arms. The
section above the die has on it the words,
“Orange county,” in raised letters. On
this section there is a cap, glossed on all
sides, with heavily-moulded spire work.
In the centre of the spire on three si
are stars, and on the fourth, *1863-1865."
On the cap to the spire is the statue of
a Confederate soldier, in Dbronze, on
parade-rest. The figure is six feet high.
The monument is of Petérsburg gray
granite, and was designed and made by
C. M. Walsh & Co., of that city.

HUXNTER GOLDING RELEASED.
Iiis Imprisonment on an Unjust Sen-
tence—Pathetie Incident.

WASHINGTON, October 18.—The State
Department has received a dispatch from
Vice-Consul Carroll, at Monterey, Mexizo,
saying that Hunter F. Golding, an Ameri-
can citizen. who was recently sentenced
to a term of eight years’ imprisonment
in a Mexican prison, has been released
from custody.

Golding employed as a brakeman
on a Mexican railway, and was conviz
ed of complicity in the death of a Mexi-
can, who was stealing a ride on his train,
and was thrown from a car. A rehearing
of the case developed the fact that Gold-
ing had nothing to do with the man's
ejection from the train. The sentence
of the lower court therefore reverted to
the Supreme Court, which gave him his
freedom.

A pathetic incident in connection with
the case was the death of Golding’'s son
while he was imprisoned, Through the
intercession of a Mrs. Dodge, an Ammerij-
can, the father was allowed 1o attend
his boy’s funeral, for which he was deep-
1y grateful.

Golding is of a well-known Virginia
family, and Senator Martin, of that State,
has evinced a warm interest in his case.
