"But contracts for "steel rails
for the season thus far are 'within 50,000
tons of last year's heavy bookings, and
the confidence in an ultimate marked im-
provement is; so strong that all raw
materials are firm, and- without any spec-
ulative activity to stimulate them.

The agitation for^ an advance in billets,
though" a small one, is an indication o£
what the iron and steel markets expect
in the next six months; and in the great
industries sellers. of material could easily
make heavy contracts, if they cared to
attach political provisions to their agree-
ments. However unreasonable fears, may.
be, it is likely to be better for .business
in the long run that conservative ideas
for the present are entertained.

WEATHER FAVORABLE,

The weather over a great part of the
country has been favorable for agricul-
tural operations, which are progressing
well, and in the East the. unseasonable
temperature has retarded general trade
comparatively little, as there has been
no great stimulus yet this season.

Cotton showed little recuperative power,
after last week's decline, and closed
lower. The loss in price is 57.50 a bale
since October 9th, and exporters stillhold-
ing off. Wheat also continues its down-
ward course, owing to good news here
and abroad, but an encouraging feature

was the accelerated foreign buying as
quotations declined.

Cotton goods move rather m,ore freely

as the prices comes nearer parity with
raw material, but wide sheetings are
dull at the advance of 22 cents.

Her Hope Lies in. the Sevr Genera-

tion.
(I. T. Headland in Ainslee's.)

"Some have a tendency to say that the
present troubles in China arose out of the
missionary question. This is an extreme-
lynarrow view-, and it indicates that the

one who holds it knows nothing back of

what has occurred during the past year.
The present troubles are the last efforts
of the old Conservatives to preserve the
conditions which have existed in China
for 4,000 years.
"Ihave a number of friends among the

young scholars— first, second, third, and
fourth graduates. They are young men
who have studied English, and who have
started English schools. Their schools
have been destroyed by the Conserva-
tives, and for the past two years they
have been out of employment. All of
them, so far as Iknow, are still pursuing
the same line of study, confident that con-
servatism is a thing of the past; that re-
form must come, and when it does come
they willbe ready for it. Such men are
of the class of Minister Wu Ting-fang,
Lo Feng-10, and Mr. Yu, Minister to
France, who called upon me a few days
before he sailed for France. During our
conversation Ialluded to the attempt ho
had made to entertain some foreigners on
New Year's Day, and to serve them with
tea, coffee, wine, and cakes."

'The Conservatives of the Tsungli Ya-
men would not allow you to entertain the
foreigners on New Year's Day as you
wished,' Isaid.
." "No,1 lie replied, 'but this thing will

not continue. The world is rapidly slip-
ping out from under these old men's feet.
There are not any strong men among the
young Conservatives. They are simply
hangers-on, and when these few old Con-
servatives die, China can easily be re-
formed.'

The wife of Mr. Wu is a Eurasian
woman. His two daughters dress in
European clothing when they go calling
in Pekin. They converse freely in
Japanese, Chinese, French, and English,
as do also his sons. On one occasion
some- of the old Conservatives went to
the Empress Dowager and said to her:"

'Do you know that the man whom
you have had as Minister to Japan, and
whom you arc about to appoint as Min-
ister to France has a foreign wife?'"

'Has he any children?' the old Dowa-
ger asked in return. ."

'Yes, indeed; he has grown sons and
daughters.'

,'.' "Then it is late in the day to report

him to me. Why did you not report
him before? We cannot separate a man
from his wife and family, even though
she is a "foreign devil.'

"It could not add much of interest to
the readers of this paper to describe in

detail the other leaders of the Conserva-
tive party. They are Prince Tuan, LI
Ping Hong, and Tung Fu-Hsiang. Prince
Tuan is the son of the Fifth Prince—
that is; the son of.the fifthbrother of the
husband of the OEmpress Dowager." /mis
husband was never heard of until his son
was selected, to be the successor of Kuang
Hsu. His greatest virtue is his conser-
vatism, which is a vice. Also his abili-
ty as. a warrior has. been greatly over-
estimated.".

NEW., YORK, October 26.—The stock
market underwent many mutations of
sentiment to-day, but on the whole came
through the day's ordeal very well;-arid
the' average level of prices was higher
as a result of the _ day's trading. The
market" was very irregular"- from the '.
opening, and during the course of 'the
session the reactionary tendency fairly

'

got the upper hand, carrying prices to
well below last night's level. The ex-
treme change in the most active stocks
was from 1 to over 2 points, but in tho
final rally the net changes were small
fractions. The ; weakness which over-
came the market was clearly an incident
of the digestion' of profits. The force
of.the \u25a0 final- rally showed that profes-
sional operators ventured to sell shorts
pretty freely,- also.

Wall street had its daily report this
morning of stupendous new combinations
in the railroad world, this time relating
to the Southern Pacific. The Vander-
bilt interests, it was said, had secured
control, andall problems of competition

and 'rate' cutting were forthwith to be
settled. Chicago and Alton and Kansas
City Southern, it was also confidently

explained, had become consolidated. The
securities of the latter two companies
respdnded with brisk advances. But in

Southern Pacific enormous blocks of long

stock came out, succeeding a primary

sale of 10,000 shares, at quotations l-£
point apart. The opening quotation was
the highest of the day, and the stock
fell away 13-8 during the active selling

movement. Brooklyn Transit was very
actively de*alt in,,and was pushed up
15-8 before any marked signs of weak-

ness began to develop.

PJEAUZIXGr ACTIVE.
These points of strength served to

sustain the market somewhat, but real-
izing continued on an active scale. The

Coalers broke sharply on a report that
the Reading company would mine to its
full capacity. A number of Iron and

Steel stocks declined from Ito11-2 points.

They were affected ;somewhat by the
reports of the deep, cut in prices of steel
rails made by British manufacturers, fol-
lowing a cut made earlier in the week
by German producer. The late rallywas

led by Missouri Pacific, which was rush-

ed up 3 points above the lowest, with-

out any news to account for the rise.

The fall in the call money rate to 2 per

cent and the manifest relaxation in the
pressure to realize encouraged the aa-

vance. •.--.. .. \u25a0\u25a0

Preliminary estimates of the weeks
cash changes by the banks promise a
large decline in cash reserves. Opera-

tions with the Sub-Treasury offered the
greatest interest. Deposits of cash with
this institution for transfer to the in-

terior have been much smaller this week

than last. On the other hand, there
have been payments of drafts on account
of the gold deposited at Pacific coast
points, and the portions of the gold im-
ports which came as bars have been paid

'for at the Assay Office. Neverthe-
less, the Sub-Treasury has absorbed from

the banks during the week no less a sum
than $2,310,000. The shipments \u25a0of cur-
rency by express .to the interior are be-

lieved to have been less than a million
dollars, but the decline in cash reserves
seems certainly to have reached a total
Of $3,000,000.-
