tion of the policy by the Republican
party of expansion and imperialism. Thatpolicy, he claimed, must also be pursued

of production will stop and the workers
remain unemployed. These goods at the
present time, 'according to Chauncey M.Depew. amounted to $2,000 .000,1)00 worth

Dr.Hamilton nijiliieDelivers Didac-
tic Discourse at the College.

The second of'Dr. Hamilton W: Mabie"s
lectures at Richmond College last night
attracted even as large an audience as
heard his first lecture on Thursday eve-
ning. And that is saying a groat deal.

Di\ Mabie's theme was "Essay and
Criticism." The discourse itself was
more instructive, perhaps, than the dis-
cussion of -"Literature and Life" thenight before, but less popular. Thursday
night's lecture was more sympathetic,
and appealed rather to the poetic side
of"man's nature: that of last nightwas
more didactic and impressed one" again
and again with the fact that the speaker
was possessor of a wealth of knowledge
about authors and their work. He spoke
chiefly about essays and the great writers
in.this department of literature.. • Dr.
Mabie would not class any collec-
tion of essays as a great book. In his
lecture Thursday evening he said the
great books were not, and could not be,
the result, primarily, of observation or
the experience of one man. But that is
chiefly what the essay is—touched strong-
ly with the writer's personality^ Among
the great essayists .of the world
were mentioned Montaigne. Lord Bacon,
Addison. and Emerson. It is notable that
Emerson was the' only essayist Amer-
ica has produced that Dr. Mabie
thought worthy to a place in the group-
-picture of writers of 'this "class which
he was then framing.

The lecturer dismissed criticism rather
briefly, saying nothing disagreeable about
the critics. Dr. Mabie is himself a critic
of note, and a fellow-feeling may be .par-
doned, if it does make him wondrous
kind. Just at this time it is quite good
to .say harsh things about critics and
read with the fullest approbation publi-
cations that the. "book tasters^ have
frowned the more darkly upon.

The third lecture of the course will be
delivered Monday night at S:l3. The
theme will be "Nature and Culture."
This lecture, and also; the last which
will be delivered on "Life and Letters
in-America." promises to be exception-
ally fine. -\u25a0 :. -.
