AN" ORDINANCE TO AMENDAND RE-
ORDAIN SECTION 13 OF CHAPTER
26 OF THE CITYORDINANCES, CON-

Sixth street, .between Broad street and
Pink alley: provided, further, that saidoccupants shall not be allowed to sub-letany. portions of the buildings occupied bythem for the purpose of allowing such
sub-tenants to erect and use any benchor stand on the sidewalks in"front- of
said stores.
