Mr. Bemiss asks, "Who is the RichmondPassenger and Power Company?" and wereply that it is the successor of theRichmond Railway and Electric Com-pany, and obtained, its franchisee in-thecity of Richmond by reason of that fact
and because ithad purchased all of the
franchises and property of Li^ Richmond
Railway and Electric Company, .it ie
thus clearly and unequivocally entitledto all of the equities of the Richmond
Railway and Electric. Company, . and as
such it can claim without fear- of con-
tradiction that it has' nev.v, eoui'ht to
trespass upon the territory of any othercompany. On the contrary, the Traction
Company, in asking- for and obtaining its
franchise for Broad street, ""willinglyand
knowingly came upon territory already
occupied by another company, and'there-
fore cannot claim . that in seeking to
C02.10 upon Main streer it Is following.at
example of the Passenger and Power
Company.
