Call for Vigilance; "\u25a0Committee of
2.-»,O0O -Reformers.

YORK, November '23.—Bishop
Henry Potter to-day delivered an ad-
dress on "God and the City," before
an audience, in St. Paul's chapel, of
2,500 ;people, in which he requested the
organization of a vigilance committee ol•25,000 reformers, to cleanse the :city of
vice. He favored "a central committee; of
three or five men, under whose orders the
huge committee should act. The Bishop
said in part:"
"IfInNew Torlv to-morrow there could

be organized, a.vigilance committee such
as was in San Francisco, of 25,000 men,
sworn to service for three years, and
pledged by. night and by day,".;when, their
business and their opportunities gave
them the freedom for it, to see for them-
selves whether our souls had been smit-
ten with the sorrow of that little victim
of 5 years, 'who was picked up on street
the other day in broad daylight, and as-
saulted by some brute who had lived here,
would such things be possible in a de-
cent and God-fearing community? No.-1
men and brethren, not if you opened
your eyes, and kept them open, and stood
where God.calls us to stand to-day. And
then, finally, we must have not only vigi-
lance, but persistence.

DIFFERENCES MUST BE PUT ASIDE.
"We shall not redeem New York, men

and brethren, by emotions; we shallnot
redeem it" by denunciations; we shall not
redeem it by the pessimistic /temper that
wraps its.garments aroundit and turns
its back upon it. There are, burning with
zeal and enthusiasm and a high-purpose
of sacrifice, in this great city to-day,
great mtiltitudes of men and women. They,
are of different religions; they must for-
get th.at.They are aC different nationalities;
they must Torget that. They are of differ-
ent political-associations— most qf all they
must forget that. And if,having reach-
ed that point,' we could find three or five
men whom all of us trusted and be-
lieved in (there are hundreds of them),

and say to these three or five men, 'Now,
then, tell us what you .want- us to do, \u25a0

where- you want' me to stand,- what rela-
tion you Want our. party or Church or
our organization to bear to the better-
