Lettic Rutherfoord, of Richmond, died in
this place in 1892.

The funeral service will take place at
the Episcopal church Tuesday morning at-

the family lot at the East-End Cemetery.
Mr. Robert M. Singer, a well-known citt-
zen of this place, died at his home, near
the station, vesterday, affer a linzernig
illness, and he was buried at the East-
IEnd Cemetery this afternoon from the
Methodist church. The deceased was in
his 44th year. He was married twice, and
leaves ten children.

EX-SENATOR IEBY DEAD,

Man Who Helped Tiliman to Saccess
' Passes Away.

(New York Sun.)
COLUMBI4, S. C., December 9.—John
Lawrence Manning Irby, former United
States senator, died at his home, in
Laurens, to-day, of Bright’s disease. Hix
political career was remarkable. He took
an active part in politics on only two oc-
casions, and both were-revolutions. Each
time he was with the victors. He was
educated at the University of Virginia
and Princeton, and was admitted to prac-
tice law in South Catolina in 1876. The
same year he plunged into the campaign
and did heavy -work for the Democrats,
his service being recognized by Gover-
nor Hampton, whq made him colonel on
his staff.

Irby gave up law and went to planting.
He entered the reform movement as a
supporter of Tillman, and in the famous
““March Convention’” of 1830 toolk the floor
when the nomination was about to be
defeated, turned the tide, and had Till-
man named. He was chosen as chairman
of the Reform Executive Committee, or-
ganized the campaign, and won the vic-
tory. That winter Irby was elecled sen-
ator over Wade Hampton. Before the
expiration of his term he guarrelled with
Tillman, and did not stand for re-elec-
tion.

When Senator Earle

died he made the

contest, and sustained his first defeat
by McLaurin. Since then he has re-

fused all political honors, and had recent-
ly practiced law with success.
