Dr, Reed says the ex-
periments show, bevond a doubt, that
tl.mre is no ctontagion from an infected
berson or. from infected clothing, but that
the mosquitoes alone are responsible for
the spread of the disease, In the course
"of the commlission’s investigations, six
non-immune persons were infected direct-
1y by the bite of mosquitoes which had
Previously bitten yellow-fever patients,

The last experiment made proved con-
clusively, Dr. Reed contends, the theory
of propagation by mosquitoes. A spe-
cial building was constructed ®of disin-
fected material, and one of the rooms
was divided into two sections by a wire
mosquito screen.  In one section were
placed disinfected bedding and clothing,
and in the other bedding and clothing
from the yellow-fever hospital, which
had not been disinfected. Two non-im-
munes occupizd the two sections. In the
former were put several infected mosqui-
toes. The patient remained in this room
only long enough to be bitten, and in four
days a pronounced case of yellow-fever
developed. The patient is now convales-
cent. The other subject slept in the in-
fected bedding for many nights, and has
not contracted the fever.

Both patients have been sleeping for
twenty nights in garments worn by vel-
low-fever victims, and in bedding from
the yellow-fever hospitals. Dr. Reed says
they are growing fat, and that, in no
instance in the course of the commission’s
investigations, has a case of yellow-fever
developel from exposure to infected bed-
ding or clothing.

C. I+ ALVORD PLEADS GUILTY.

He Will Be Sentenced on Tuexday,
Jenuary 15th.

NEW YORK, January 9.—Cornelius L.
Alvord, Jr., the former note-teller of the
' First National Bank, was arraigned be-
fore Judge Thomas in the United States
Circuit Court (criminal branch) to-day,
and pleaded guilty to three counts of the
indictment charging him with embezzling
$700,000 from the bank named. The in-ict-
ment contained fifty-seven counts. When
asked how he would plead, Mr. Miller,
counsel for Alvord, replied that svith the
consent of the District-Attorney, he would
plead guilty to three counts in the indict-
ment.

Judge Thomas said that he was per-
fectly willing to accept the plea, if the
Distriet-Attorney was satistied, it
would avoeid the expenze ¢f a trial.

SNOW-STORM IN COLORADO.
Pt
'rains Bloeked by Snow Slides in
d the Mouuntains,

DENVER, COL,, January 9.—A snow-
storm has been raging at many points in
the mountains.  The Silverton Branch
of the Rio Grande Southern road is block-
ed. Two snow slides of large dimensions
completely stopped all movemants of
trains on the branch, and gangs of la-
borers are now clearing the track.

The storm has been heavy in the region
of Tennessee Pass, on the main line of
the Denver and Rio Grande, at Florencs,
below Cripple Creek, and at Aspen, at
one of the branches of the maln line. The
reports of the Colorado and Southern
railroad showed the storm heaviest at
Alpine Pass, where a mountain of sSnow
has accumulated.

PASSENGERS IN PERIL.

BURENA VISTA, COL., January 9.—The
Colorado and Southern train from Gun-
nison, due here Monday evening, was
ciaught in a snow-slide at the Alpine tun-
nel and has been snow-bound ever since.
A ‘rotary plough from Como is on the
way here, but it is doubtful if it will be
able to accomplish anything, as the
storm, which has been raging since Mon-
day, has increased, and_the reports from
the tunnel'are to the effect that the snow
is falling hard and ‘héing driven with
high winds.

The  train is a mixed freight and pas-
senger. How many passengers there are
on the train it is impossible to find out.
Unless they are released soon they will
suffer from hunger and cold.

The storm which: commenced Monday
evening has developed into a blizzard.
All trains on the Colorado Midiand and
Rio Grande are arriving in the city late,
and the Colorado Southern is attempting
to run no trains on account of the many
snow-slides on its line between here and
the tunnel.
