T
have, in the last year, written over 1,000
letters and postals, besides hundreds of
letters and circulars. I went to Mont-
gomey as your delegate, and from there
to Charleston, Savannah, Columbia, and
Rockhill, in the interest of the Confede-
rate calendar, gotten out by Mrs. Wil-
liam Robert Vawter and myself. as Cal-
endar Committee from the Richmond
Chapter. If you think it was a small

undertaking to compile, advertise, and
mail, and express 5,000 calendars, just
try it.

As the president of the Richmond Chao-
ter, wherever I went I was treated with
the greatest courtesy and attention, and
as each member of this chapter is eli-
gible to this office, T would like to tell
vou that to be President of the Richmond
i"h;mter. Daughters of the Confederaey,
is an honor each of you should aspire
to. and I believe in rotation in office.

Before closing, T must say one word of
sympathy. This year has brought sor-
row to many of our chapter. Not a
meeting but a letter has been sent ex-
pressive of our sympathy. Only two in
the long roll I mention—One the family
of Major Thomas Brander. the man who
all veterans loved to honor, and whosz
wife and daughters were charter mem-
bers; the other, Mrs. James, who, as
Julia Lee Peebles, was also a charter
member—young, gifted, beautiful; loving
the cause so dear to us all.

GENERAL LEE'S BIRTHDAY.

Imposing Military Parnde—State znnd
Municipal Offices and Banls Close.
The anniversary of the birth of Gene-

ral Robert T. Lee will be observed in

Richmond in an appropriate manner, al-

though with no great eclat.

The 19th of January is a legal holiday.
All the State offices will be closed;the of-
fices in the City Hall will be locked up,
and the doors of the banks will not open
during the day. >

This afternoon there wil be an impos-

ing . military parade. The five com-
panies of the Seventieth Regiment in

this city will assemble at the Armory at
3 o'clock, and sortly thereafter will
march to the Executive Mansion and
escort Governor Tyler to the Lee mon-
ument, by way of Franklin and Grace
streets.

The evolutions on the grounds sur-
rounding the monument will include bat-
talion drill, review, and dress parade.
When they are concluded- the soldiers
escort the Governor back to the Execu-
tive Mansion, and aceord the regulation
salute to the commander-in-chief.

Before the infantry leaves the monu-
ment ground the Richmond Howitzers
will fire a salute in honor of the-great--
est of American soldiers.

The memory of General Lee is honored
through three days. The annual camp-
fire of I.ee Camp was held last night,
there will be the military demonstration
to-day, and to-morrow night Rev. 1.. R.
Mason, pastor of Grace-Episcopal church,
wil preach a sermon to the members of
TLee Camp, who will attend the service
in a body. Lee-Day is always donation-
tion-day with Pickett Camp of Confede-
rate Veterans,and the ladies of the
Auxiliary will be at the hall the greater
portion of to-day to receive gifts of pro-
visions, and other things for needy Con-
federates, or for the familiegyof the old
heroes.

COURTHOUSES URGED.

PLL THEM WITH  PORTRAITS.

Judge Wright's Course in This Mat--

ter—The New Hall of Justide in
\\'estfnorelnnd—Some Distinguish-

ed Men svho Came from County.

i (For the Dispatch.)
The adornment of many of the court-
houses in Eastern Virginia, with the poz-

traits of prominent citizens—a movement |

that owes more to Hon. T. R. B. Wright
than to ‘any one else—is growing in popu-
larity among the people. Already the
halls of justice at Tappahannock, in Lan-
caster; Gloucester, King and Queen, andg,
perhaps, other counties, have been pro-
fusely adorned with the faces of men
who have been prominent in their civil,
political, or military annals. In Tappa-
hannock, particularly, the display of por-
traits is most pieasing and impressive to
behold, and tells with silent elogquence of
the iptelligence. public spirit, and pro-
gressiveness of Essex county.
_ The erection of two new court-houses
in the Northern Neck—that of Westmore-
land county, already completed, and the
one in Northumberiand, on which the
work is in progress—stimulates the desire
with many to embellish the walls of the
new buildings with the figures and faces
of the worthy citizens who have been
prominent in the history of these coun-
ties,

A number of pictures are already in’
readiness to be hung on the walls of the
Northumberland hall of justice, as soon
as it is completed, and others, with one
or more marble mural tablets, are in con-
templation besides. In Westmoreland,
which lies outside of Judge Wright's cir-
cuit, the movement in behalf of this
work has not taken definite shape, but
has, I am told, numerous infiuential ad-
vocates, and among them Mr. C. Conway
Baker, whose gifts of speech and pen are
apt to make his advocacy effective and
fruijtful.

THE WESTMORELAND COURT.

It would seem to be peculiarly appro-
priate in the people of Westmoreland,
and incumbent upon them, indeed, to
enrich: their new court-house, with the
available portraits of the men whose
names and deeds have made their coun-
ty historic. The people of this county
antedated all others in the Common-
wealth, I believe, in a public endeavor to
pay homage to humay greatness and
worth by placing a representative pic-
ture on the walls of their court-house.
Her patriotic citizens as far baciz as
1777, by a subscription of about $300, the
offer of which was, however, declined
through the liberality of Edmund Jen-
nings, Esq., of London, secured the fine
portrait of Lord Chatham, which may
now be seen in the State Capitol, in the
hall of the House of Delegat : the pic-
ture, on:its arrival from England, was
found to be« too large to be admitted
through either door or window of the
Westmoreland Courthouse, and was ulti-
mately transferred to Richmond. It is a
work of art, deserving better care than
it has received, both hecauvse of its ex-
alted and illustrious subj2ct and inter-
esting history, and the fact that it is’
from the brush of Benjamin West, the
most eminent of American portrait paint-
ers, who at the date of the picture heid
the position of historical painter to iis
Majesty, George IIL > : 5

SOME ILLUSTRIOUS MEN: -
