ATTON, VA, February 2.—Sir Willlam
Crooke prophesies that the world will be
In want of food by 1930, which is net a
Very comforting assurance with which to
greet the new century.

This Is not the first surprise Sir William
Crookes has sprung upon a credulous
world. A year or two ago he electrified
us with his belief in thought transfer-
ence, and what he -calls “unexpiained
forces and elusive phenomena.”

Sir William is a leader among sclentists.
‘We liks him best when he confines him-
self to such subjects as the waste and
consequent want of nitrogen in the soly,
the flour suppiy of the werld, and the
fate of the human race when it cannot
grow sufficient wheat to make bread You
remember poor Marie Antoinnette’s reply
when the starving hordes of France were
crying for bread: ‘Have thev no bread?
Then, why don’t they eat cake?"”

It is not foretold by the ‘‘clusive phe-
nomena'” that we shall cry for either
bread or cake. The strong impulse which
has been given to the improvement of
agriculture and, notably, to the better,
growth of cereals in’ the United States
for the past few years, bids fair to make
of this country ‘‘a land of plenteousness
in times of dearth” rivaling wuat of
Egzypt, with, In the Agricultural Depart-
ment, a head as astute and far seelng as
Joseph’s of old. It is a curious thing to
know that not one of the plants produc-
ing our great staple crops are indigenous
to the soil.

Wandering about the agricultural bulla-
ings the other day, where wild nature is
bent and tamed to as many red-tape res-
ulations as a $9 clerk, I found out many
things. A few varieties of berries,
grapes, and plums are improvements upen
those found growing wild in our forests
two centurles ago, but none of the grains,
nor rice, nor sugar-canes, nor staple
breadstuifs, were kpown in the early days
of white settlement.

THE INDIANS.

The Indians had a little corn, brought
probably from Central America or the
cave-dwellers, and tended by their pa
tient squaws.

Of wheat they knew less than we know
to-day of pohickory, an aboriginal edible,
which Secretary Wilson doesn’t cultivate,
and which we have eliminated from our
modern bill-of-fare.

Many of the grasses, nearly all of the
grains, and much of the cotton have
been entirely changed from that cultl-
vaeted even two decades ago; instead, we
have cotton and clover from the land of
the Nile; spring wheats from the Steppes
of Russia for northern farmers; dats
palms for the Pacific slopes; the seedleis
naval orange, and a score or more ef im-
proved vegetables that were unknown to
Colenial or Puritan gardens.

“starving time” we of the South have
found one small salvation. It is the ie-
guminous ‘“pea vine.”

Humblest of the foods—lowly as charlty
and as beneficient—this iittle plant and 1its
kindred species, the buckwheat and the
bean, ure tha breeding places for bac-
teria, that through the process of lfe,
death, and decomposzsition regenerate the
wern-out lands.

They draw the nitrogen from ths at
mosphere, and dying begueath the legacy
to the earth.

We may eat our wheat bread@ and our
cake in plenty through the hard necessl-
tles of our southern farmers.

‘““Sow seeds and cultivate votes” is a
political adage just now in much vogue.
The appropriation for this has reacnzd
the muunificent sum of $170,000—3$20,00 of
which goes to ornamest the towns an<
cities with shrubs and flowers, and th=
residue for the voters of rural districts.

The seed distribution is assuming gigan-
tic proportions, and the seeds ard of su-
perior purity. Erstwhile, this little, measly
package was as likely to raise a patch
of good old-fashioned weeds as larkspurs
or lettuce, but in seasons all that is
changed. The man whe receives seed for
this year’s planting may sow with faith
and hope of a crop true to name and
sure to germinate. All seeds are tested
from samples by the government experts,
and a rutabaga or a rose by any other
nams goes back te ths contractor.

FREE SEED.

I used to think, when my soul felt flat-
tered by the reception of seeds from a2
M. C.—for whom I could not vote—
that Uncle Sam made a specialty of
growing long-legged, wobbly flowers with
pale blus caps, and names that were
confusing, and often have I planted the
moon flower to find, with leafy June, a
bunch of Norway oats, or a hill of lonely
corn. Thesa were the fereign seed, and
the rubbish that sometimes crept in a
gayly-tinted package.

We get one thing ahead of northern
agriculturists. Ten thousand- franks for
mailing seeds are supplied {o each con-
gressman, anc southern members get not,
