Lumber has lagged,- among; building

the season of -active operations ap-
proaches. The textiles are rather quiet
as to first hands.

Cotton has weakened, despite smallerreceipts because of low trade reports
from goods markets and advices of shad-ing of. gray goods. The better advices
from the distributive trade may, how-
ever, . help the situation. Demand for
\u25a0wool is only to cover manufacturer'
sales, and some soft spots are reported.
Plain dress woollens are in chief demand,
and men's wear goods are slow of sale.

IRON AND STEEL QUIET.
Iron and steel have been rather quiet,

but steady, and even strong as to price
with finished products, particularly struc-
tural mvlerial, in active inquiry. Im-
mediate demand for steel billets can oniy
be obtained at 50 cents, to cover pool
price. Bessemer pig-iron is strong and
25 to 50 cents higher on the week. Sales
of foundry pig-iron .. to pipe manufac-
turers are liberal at Chicago and St.'
Louis. Slocks are 'claimed to *be not
accumulating at furnaces in the former
district. Birmingham reports the coal
supply inadequate to the. demands of
iron furnaces, which are reported sold
two months ahead.

LONDON. February S.—lt has been
learned by a representative of the Asso-
ciated Press that a reply will shortly be
sent to the United States Nicaragua
canal project. It will not comply with
the Senate's demands. Neither .will it
be in the nature" of a nat refusal, though
for purposes of immediate construction
it will be tantamount to such! a. refusal.
Itwill consist, mainly, in a counter-pro-
position, or proposals, likely to necessi-
tate extended negotiations.

Tin? nature of the proposal is not yet
ascertainable. Lord Pauncefote will p'ro-
bablv be the medium through whom the
answer will be sent, and by whom the
subsequent negotiations will chiefly be
conducted. In British official opinion, it
is likely that several months will elapse
before the matter reaches a^conchisfon,
by which time the (Hay-Pauncefote .treaty
willhave lapsed, on the basis of the Sen-
ate's amendments.

The British counter-proposals are now
formulating, and it is hoped an entirely
new agreement, satisfactory to both
countries, will eventually be reached.
