Subsidy Mcitsure Passes.
WASHINGTON, D. C, Februarj- 11.—

(Special.)— Senator Frye's open threat to-
day that there shall be no river and har-
bor bill unless the ship-subsidy measure
passes, has caused some fear among s those
interested in that bill. The shipping bill
now seems to have absolutely no chance.
There are other prominent senators who
declare that the river and harbor bill
should not be passed at all, owing to the
heavy appropriations that have already
been made. They say further that if the
bill is passed,. the President should veto it.

Representative Bankhead, of Alabama,
expresses some concern about the matter.
He is a member of the River and Harbor
Committ'eeL Chairman Cannon, of the
Appropriations Committee, says that the
bill, as passed by the House is all right,
and intimates that he is not in favor of
the increase of fifteen millions made by

the Senate Committee on Commerce. The
bill will be reported from the committee
by the end of this week.

While this apprehension is entertained
by many, there are equally well-informed
gentlemen who say that the bill will be
passed, although the increases made by

the Senate committee may be cut down.
The appropriations already made and in-

tended to be made reach an enormous fig-

ure, and the Republicans are becoming

alarmed by the cry that is being raised
against such large expenditures.

"THE PEOPLE INEBULLITION."
MADRID, February 11.—Late Saturday

evening, at the close of a meeting of the
Students' Union on the occasion of a lec-
ture dealing with the anti-clerical play
"Electra," the students demonstrated and
stoned the police. Four policemen, in-
cluding two lieutenants and three stu-
dents, were badly injured. Ai number of
others Were slightly hurt, but Were able
to go to their homes. Twenty-six arrests
were made, and several of the persons in
custody willbe court-martialed. Itwas 2
o'clock Sunday morning before quiet was
restored, and mounted gendarmes pa-
trolled the streets all night.

Similar demonstrations occurred yester-
day evening-, on Alcala street.

The authorities, evidently alarmed, took
extensive measures to cope with a re-
vival of the disorder.

El Imparcial protests vigorously against
the stoning of the carriage, of the Papal
Nuncio yesterday, pointing- out that he
represents the person of the august Pon-
tiff.

Speaking generally of the situation in
Spain, it says: "Disasters- and misfor-
tunes have exhausted the patience of the
country, for no attempt is made to reme-
dy them. General indignation prevails."

Other liberal organs refer to the dis-
quieting conditions. El Liberal publishes
an article under the caption, "The People
in Ebullition."
