Mr. John C. Easley, who had Feen
chosen to advocate the negative side of
the question, was next introduced. and

received with much applause. In oper
he deprecated the statement that he was
a citizen of Henrico county. He spoke
with his manuseript before him, in part,
as follows:

“The question of extending the corpo-
rate limits of the city of Richmond, like
every other question., has two sides, and
since it has pleased the committee in
charge to place me upon the negative
side of this question, 1 shall of neces-
sity speak in a measure from the stand-
point of Henrico county, emphasize the
obstacles in the way of extension, show
the great injury that would be inflicted
upon Henrico, if the city limits were
extended under present conditions, and
point out some of the reasons why it is
inexpedient for the city of Richmond to
take up this question at this time .

“This is a business proposition, and
must be discussed from a practical point
of view.

“The first thing the property-owners in
the proposed new territory want to Know
is what do vou want with them? Do
You want them that you may extend the
city of Richmond in fact and give themn
city improvements, or do You want them
that you may tax them; that vou may
only extend the city in name; that you
may lay your burdens upon their shonl-
ders and require them to pay for im-
provements which you now enjoy? ** *

“It goes without saying that on all
property iaken into the city limits an in-
creased tax will be levied, and as re-
sulting benefit is the great underlying
principle which makes uniform taxation
just and bearable, the péople of Henrico
will naturally ask to what extent their
taxes are to be increased, and in what
maner and at what time they are to
be correspondingly benefited. To the
first of these questions the answer is
plain, because we have the experience to
guide us, and the figures with which to
reduce it to a mathematical certainty.
The answer to the second question is not
plain because we have another experi-
ence,

AN TLLUSTRATION.
“AS s00n as the new territory becomes a

T ATTORNEY'S OPINION

Jam's River Jmprovement Committes

Not Legally Constituted.

————

A REMARKABLE DISCOVERY.

An Act of Legislatare Provides That
Members Must DBe Acceptable to

the Committeé~Special Scession to

Be Called.

The Commiitee on James River Im-
provement exists de facto, but not de
jure.

That is the gist of the opinicn' of City-
Attorney Pollard, which is to be submit-
ted and read at the next meeting of that
body.

The question recently raised by Mr.
Virginius Newton as to the constitutional-
ity of the present method of appointing
members of that bodv has discovered a
flaw in the validity of the appointment
of seven members to the body by the
Chamber of Commerce. :

Mr. Pollard declares thut the act of
Legislature creating the body provides
that the members, while not of necessiy,
members of the City Counecil must still
be approved by the municipal parliament,
and he counsels the calling of a special
session of both branches of the Counecil
at once to ratify the nominations made
by the Chamber of Commerce at the be-
ginning of the life of the present “‘Coun-

cil.

CHAMBER OF COMMERCE PRO-
TESTS.

It is not generally known that the

Chamber of Commerce recently =nteved
a2 protest against the enlargement of the
Committee on James River improvement
by the amendment of an ordinance, so as
to include the presidents of the upper
and lower branches of the Council as ex
officio members. Hitherto the commitiee
had been composed of seven members
from the Council and seven appoinizes
of the Chamber of Commerce. The
amendment gave the Council a majority
of two in the committee, hence the pro-
test. This fact forms part of an inter-
rogatory recently submitted to the City
Attorney and by him decided adversely
to the Chamber of Commerce.

THE CITY ATTORNEY'S OPINTON.

AMr. Pollard cites in his opinion the le-
gislative enactment providing for a com-
mittee ‘‘which may be composed of citi-
zens who are acceptable to che City Coun-
cil,” and sustains the action of the Coun-
cil in making anad amending ordirw . \ces,
SO0 as to prescribe how the coramiltee
shall be constituted.

This opinion takes away all power of
appointment by the Chamber of Zom-
merce, and limits the power of that
body mercily to nomination.

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BRYAN ON JEFFERSOXY.

Addrexs at Lincoln-Day Banquet in
Ohio.

COLUMEBUS. 0., February 12.—The

ninety-second anniversary of the birth
of Abraham Lincoln was celebrated here
to-night, by the Jefferson, Jackson, and
Lincoln League, with g dollar-dinner,
at the Columbus Auditorium. There were

fully 1,500 people seated at the tables,

which occupied the floor of the immense
hall, and 1,800 more seated in the gal-
leries, wh ch had ben thrown open to
spectators. Many ladies were noticed
among those at the tables. ° The bill
of fare was not elaborate. _ There were

no cigars, and no beverages stronger
than coffee.
The feature of the evening was

a
demonstration in honor of . J. Bryan.

He was received with loud applause when
he entered the hall, but the crowd fairly
went wild when Mr. Bryan was intdo-
duced to speak. Congressman John J.
Lentz, as toastmaster, introduced Mr.
Bryvan. “The last time,” said Mr. Lentz,
“I had the pleasure of 2itroduc ng Mr.
Bryan to you, I introduced him as the
next President of the United States. I
again introduce him to vou as I did
then.”

Following is an abstract of Mr. Bryan's
spech:

MR. BRYAN'S ADDRESS.

“Never has this nation been more in
need than it is to-day of an earnest ana
thorough revival of Jeffersonian princie
ples. While other statesmen. appearing
at different crises and meeting ithe re-
sponsibilities of their respective times,
htve made partial application of Demo-

- cratic principles, Jefferson is the only one

who formulated a Democratic code ap-
plicable to all times, all situations, and
all people.

“Though the champion of the common
people, he was born among the aristo-
crats, and was as intimately acquaintea
with the members of the House of Have
as with those who struggled to meet by
daily work their daily wants.

‘“He was called a demagogue by his ene-
mies, and yet he exhibited a moral cour-
age which none of his detractors has ever
possessed, and in behalf of a righteous
prineiple he would oppose the world.

NOT WORK OF A DEMAGOGUE.

“Two years before he wrote the Decla-
ration of Independence he prepared a
summary view of the rights of British
America, which was a bold repudiation
of the authority which England claimed.
That was not the work of a demagogue.

“He attacked the laws of primogeniture
and entail, and saved America from a
landed aristocracy. That was not the
work of a demagogue. He condemned
slavery when the system was popular in
his State, and in the nation, and he did it
three quarters of a century before Eman-
cipation crowned Lincoln with martyr-
dom and immortality. That was not the
werk of a demagogue.

‘““He organized the Democratic party,
and by the strength of his leauership
overthrew uan opposition entrenched in
power and bulwarked Dby the business
and social forces. So successful was his
administration that his re-election was
practically unanimous, and for years tbLe
Executive chair was filled by men unto
whom he had been a Gamaliel.

BANKS SHCULD NOT GOVERN.

“At this time, when

the money-
changers are in absolute control of the
government, and are shaping the na-
tion’s  financial policy in their own in-

terests, without regard for the welfare
of the people at large, we need to re-
call Jefferson’s scathing arraignment of
those who demand the surrender into
their hands of the sovereigen functions
of government. He pointed out that the
safety of the people lay in a policy that
would drive the banks out of the gov-
erning busines

“At this time, when corporate mono-
poly is fast extinguishing industrial in-
dependence. we need a revival of the
Jeffersonian  spirits. avhich demands a
government administered according to
the doctrine of equal rights to all and
special privileges to none.

““At this time, when commercialism is
searing the conscience of the nation;
when the worship of mammon is leading
the people to ignore inalienable rights;
when the ideals bought with blood and
sacrifice are to be buartered away for the
specious and delusive promises of em-
pire—at this time, I repeat., we need to
have our faith in man as man, and our
love for man as a brother, rekindled by
the memory of this mighty, patriotic
philosopher and Democrat, whose brain
comprehended the height und depth and
breadth of government, and whose neart
race."”
