THE CITY BY THE SEA.

A Governor's Visit—Heavy Snow-
Storm Along the Coast.

NORFOLK, VA., February 23.—(Spe-
cial.)—The Governor of Maryland, Hon.
John Waller Smith, was here to-day on
private business. He stopped at the
“Atlantic, where he was in conference
with Mr. R. J. Camp. The Governor is
the principal promoter of the proposed
fifty million lumber trust, and Mr. Camp,
besides being the owner of a large }um-
ber plant at Franklin, is the pz:opnetor
of some millions of feet of standing tim-
ber.of the most valuable kind. He re-
cently purchased the standing timber of
the Great Dismal Swamp, and, the_z:e-
fore, owns many square miles of \x_r-
ginia, forest, in which juniper, use_d in
boat building, abounds. It is believed
that the Governor’s business here to-da.y
was largely with a view to securing this
valuable supply for his combine. Gov-
ernor Smith said that the plans for the
big lumber company’s organization have
not yet been completed, but are still un-
der consideration. It is understood that
all the mills of Maryland, Virginia, and
Carolina are to be included.

The heaviest snow-storm in_two years.
has raged along this coast all day, and
to-night is one of tempest. Six inches
of snow have *already fallen, and the
storm still rages. Navigation is perilous,
as the harbor is enveloped in the blind-
ing snowflakes. All outgoing vessels are
delayed by the weather, and agents are
anxiously awaiting the arrival of those
that are due. Communication is thus far
uninterrupted, but mails are late. Re-
ports from down the coast do not tell of
wrecks yet, but the peril to the shipping
has caused redoubled vigilance on the
part of the life-saving crews, who patrol
the beach in the icy gales looking for
distressed vessels.

HAPPENINGS IN THE PHILIPPINES.

Ten Pollars Apicce Offered for Heads
Of Americous, .

MANILA, February 23—6:15 P. M.—The
government buildings at Iba, capital of
Zambales province; have been burned,
the jail alone escaping. the flames. The
Twenty-fourth Infantry supplies were
destroyed by the fire. A steamer, has
been sent to Iba from Manila with stores.

A detachment of the Fourth Infantry
has captured General Vinegra, near Ca-
vite Vijo.

General Cailles has issued a proclama-
tion offering ten Mexican dollars apiece
for the heads of Americans.

Commissioner ‘Worgester is preparing a
bill for submission to the commission,
permitting the leasing of land until a
government shall have been established,
which shall have authority to alienate
the lands for mining claims. Many squat-
ters have settled in the provinces of Ben-
guet and Lepanto and are mining gold
and other metals, which abound. The
" bill will not allow the cutting of timber,
but -will give leassees other advantages
until their ownership.

The Thirty-third Infantry will sail on
the transport Logan, March 1st, stopping
at Vigan to take Companies C, E, and
M, which have been detained at Ilocos
by small-pox, provided the quarantine is

The public did not have the advantage
of hearing the debate on these resolutions,
but it seems as if Colonel Roosevelt’s de-
fence must have been rather weakly con-
ducted. We have all read in the papers
how he shot a mountain lion on the wing
as it was coming for him out of a tree,
and how in its descent it knocked down
Seven newspaper correspondents, who
Stood beside him, and smashed a kodak.
We have read how, having fired away all
his ammunition,.he was pursued by a fe-
rocious grizzly, and, tripping in’his flight,
fell in the beast’s path, and had like to
have been eaten. We have read how he
was treed by ’‘coons, who, with the as-
sistance of some*gray wolves, kept him a
prisoner for four hours on a cold night,
until he was found by a reported and
.brought in. All‘the evidence tends to the
