TLONDON, March 4.—Mr. W. E. King,

of Atianta. Ga., who says he was formaily
z lientenant in the Seventy-first Regiment
of the New York State National Guard
while in Cuba, has just returned te Lon-
don from South Africa, after serving for
more than a year ag aide-de-camp to
General Delarev, the Boer commander,
whom he left January 20th. To, the As-
sociated Press to-day, Mr. Klng said:

“When T left General Delarsy, the Boers
had sufficient arms and ammunition to
last four vears. | am going to the Con-
tinent. tc assist in the endeavor to get
more Krupp guns and shells. This morn-
ing T received a telegram from Colonel
Dubois, dated Paris, saying: ‘Good news
from South Africa.’ s
“The British will never defear the Boers.
Rumors of surrender are absurd. Gene-
ral T.ouizs Potha is generally mistrusted;
but, even if he were to surrender. that
would not entall the surrender of the
commanders."”

“If we ever catch Milner,” he sald, “he
won't live twelve hours. He wili get
such a swift injection of lead that he

won’'t know what struck him.”

Mr. King declared that the British ill-
ireated the Boer women. De described
several occasions on ‘'which American al-
lies ‘of the Boers, dressed in khaki, en-
tered the British lines at Johannesburg
and other places, securad orders for am-
munition and other supplies, #nd then
drove off with them to the BEoer camps.
