the Circuit Court of Culpeper, the
Lidity of sales to the Commonwealth was
altacked in the bill filed.

made application for the purchase of
lands in Culpeper county. Before the

geed was made the owners in some fifty]
cases tendered money to the Clerk ta re-
Jeem the property. This was refused by
the Clerk. Rills were filed, enjoining the
Clerk from making the deeds, attackin
the sales to the Commonwealth, and ask
ing that the Clerk be compelled to receive
the money tendered. The bills were de-
murred to on several grounds, among
them the want of jurisdiction of the
Court of Equity. and also because the
Clerk of the County Court of Culpeper
was not necessarily a party, and that the
suait ought_ to have Dbeen brought in
Greenesville county, where Baker resides.
The Appecliate Court overruled tne de-
murrer, and aflirmed the action of the

lower tribunal.
The casc of Baker vs. Buckner was
substantially the same as the above,

cwing to the allegation of the Dbill in this
particular case that there had 1‘04-1\. a
prior sale to the Commonwealth, which
was not attacked. The demurrer was
overruled.

The land-owners were represented by
Hen., John 1. Jeffries, of Culpeper, and
Messrs. R. Turnbull & Son, of Brunswick,
were counsel for Baker.

NEW TRIAL FOR H. A. DAVIS.
Davis v. Commonwealth. Opinion by

Judge Cardwell, reversing the jurigm_ent

of the County Court Fauquier.

Keith, P. Concurred in result:

Davis was indicted in the County Court
of Fauquier county for poisoning a well,
and he was tried, found guilty, and sen-
tenced to the penitentiary for a term of
four vears A writ of error was refused
by the Circuit Court, and the case was
1\}ought 10 the Court of Appeals. After
disposing of several assignments of error,
which the court holds are untenable, the
opinion says:

“It is not necessary that we veview in
detail the testimony adduced in behalf of
the Commonwealth. Conceding that the
statement of facts given may be consider-
ed sufficient evidence to warrant the con-
clusion that the well of Thomas Stewiars
was poisoned, as alleged. or that there
was an attempt to poison it, how is the
prisoner to be connected with the fvfl‘«xnv‘o?
Only by the testimony of his wife.” Her
evidence ia considered insufficient to war-
rant the verdict of the jury. :

“As to what circumstances are admis-
sible as evidence, the only rule is that
1hey must tend to prove the offence, and
1o 'conm:c! the defendant with it; they
mayv be remote, or they may be near;
miﬁulv, or of large dimensions. 'All must
depend upon the particular case. The
test of their sufficiency is, therefore, that
the facts which the jury aceept as proved
can be necessarily accounted for on no
other hypothesis than the dt;f&'ndnnt"s
guilt; that with the theory of his guilt
they are harmonious and rnns-'istent__ ana
‘Lhai they point so clearly and distinctly
as to satisfy the jury of it beyond a rea-
sonable deubt. :

“A\rs. Davis but states impressions, or
1houghts in her mind upon hearing the
store-door close, footsteps coming there-
from, and noticing that the dogs did not
bark. There is a wide difference between
evidence which tends to satisfy an intelli-
gent -jury that the accused has perpe-
trated a crime, and such evidence as
merely tends to raise in the mind of the
jury a suspicion of guilt. Taking the
whole evidence, it is of a very doubtful
and inconclusive character, and plainly
not sutficient to warrant the prisoner's
conviction.”

New Trinl for Horton Refused.
Horton yv. Commonwealth. Opinion

Xeith, P. From the County Court

Russell county. Affirmed.

Jack, Taylor; and. Henry Horton were
indicted in the County Court of Russell
county for the murder of William Hor-
ion, Jack Horton being charged with the
zctual commission of the crime, and Tayv-
Jor and Henry Horton as being present,
aiding, abetting. and assisting him in its
perpetration. Upon their arraignment
Taylor and Henry Horton demurred to
the indiciment, and the demurrer being
overruled, they pleaded *‘not guilty,” and
upen their trial the jury rendered a ver-
dict, finding Henry Horton guilty of mur-
der in the second degree, and fixing his
term of .imprisonment in the penitentiary
at five years, and Taylor Horton guilty
of wvoluntary manslaughter, and ascer-
“taining his term of confinement in the
penitentiary at one year.

The Company Not Responsible.

‘White v. New York, Pennsylvania and
Norfolk Railroad Company. Opinion
by Judge Harrison, aflirming the judg-
ment of the County Court of Accomac
county.

This action was brought to recover
damagges for the destruction of a mill and
contents, alleged to have been caused
by fire communicated from the engine
of the defendant railroad  company. .

Tin this case the burden is upon the
plaintiff to show that the fire arose,
as alleged, from the sparks emitted by
the engine in question. Where the origin
of tke fire is thus fixed upon the railroad
company, it is presumptively chargable
with negligence and must assume the
burden of proving that it had observed
every measonable precaution, and avail-
ed itself of the best mechanical contri-
vances and inventions in known practical
use to prevent the burning of property
by the escape of fire. When this has
been done the railroad company has per-
formed its duty and cannot be held
liable.

Held: That the railroad company had
discharged its duty in the matter of
proper machinery and appliances, and,
therefore. could not be held responsible
for the alleged fire.

Opinion by Judge Harrison. Appeal

dismissed as improvidentiy awarded.

“This 'was in proceeding in the County
Court of Henrico to establish a public
road. The contemplated route lay across
the railroad track. The company ob-
jected to the road being established. The
Cormmty Court appointed a commission
to =ascertain a just compensation to the
company for the roadway across the
strip of ground owned by it. From this
order an appeal was taken to the Cir-
cuit Court. This tribunal overruled a
motion: made by defendants to dismiss
the appeal. and remanded the cause for
further proceedings. The railroad com:
pany appealed, and the appellate court
decidéd that the appeal was improvi-
dentiy awarded, and the case was ais-
missed.

Two Interesting Casges to Be Tried

in This City—The Dixie—Thrown
Out of Court on n DemurrerTheatre

for Sewall's Point—0Other Mention.

NORFOLK, VA, Mareh 21.—(Special.)—
When Aticrney Harry Walcott, appoint-
ed receiver for Louls Richardson, invol-
untary bankrupt, attempted to take pos-
session of Richardson’s two stores and
realty here to-day, a scene ensued. Rich-
ardson refused to deliver his keys, and
the facts being reported to Judge Wad-
dill, of the Unitea States District Court,
Richardson was cited (o show cause why

he should not be Dunished for contempt
of court.

It was decided by Judge Waddill to-day
to try in Richmond two interesting cases.
One is that of Postal-Clerk Beau[ighn. ot
that city. arrested here for alleged mail-
robbery. The other Is that of J. O. Terry,
of Halifax county. He, having been turn-
ed over to the Federal authorities by the
State, which has concurrent jurisdiction,
will be tried for alleged perjury in a
moonshine case. He ‘attempted, it is
claimed, to implicate four men in a post-
office robbery.

The auxiliary cruiser Dixie, used for
the training of Virginia, Georgia, and
Maryland landsmen, will remain at the
navy-yard here, while the thrust blocks,
upon which the ship’s propeller shaft
turns, are restored.

The “rocting’ of the non-unmibn em-
ployees of the Old Dominion railway in
Portsmouth, and the congregation of
large members of union sympathizers on
the streets, was stopped to-day.
