LOWER RAPPAHANNOCK.

The Fishermen in Despair—Various
Notes.
(Correspondence off the Dispateh.)
IRVINGTON, VA, March 27.—This sea-
son so far has been the worst on fisher-

men for vears, and the large trappers
are in despair. Herelofore at this time
shad have been running in good num-

bers and herring have been almost worth-
Iess, but at present there are hardiy
enough herring caught to suppiy the loez)
demand. Men who are fishing fo%ir and
five nets, which cost them about $400 each,
come in after fishing with about 300 her-
ring and four or five shad. The fishermen
are in desperate straits, and unless a
1un of fish soon reaches these waters,
thousands and thousands of dollars will
be lost in the Northern Neck. Oid fisher-
men say that the fish work with the moon
and that a run of flsh will strike here
when the moon is full.

Land has been surveyed for a new AMeth-
odist chapel in Barren Neck, Lancaster
couniy, which will be an adjunct to the
Irvington Methodist Hpiscopal church.

As spring advances a large number of
the oystermen who work on the Btate's
natural oyvster rocks, are leaving this
occupation to engage in the fishing busi-

ness. In a few weeks, when the men-
haden fisheries commence, more will
leave, and when the season closes on

April 25th, there will not be half the reg-
ular workers on the oyster “-"- ™ricas
continue good for this time of thé season,
and oyvstermen are disposing of all the
ovsters they catch to the large oyster-
shucking houses along the river.
