involving the question of partnership, de-

One of them is said
to be dead on the field of battle, whare
he fell in the garb of an officer of the
fanatic Mahdi. One is throwing Hhis
wealth about the streets of Europe, s0
that his sons may not inherit it. Jne
is sgeking the woman whom he loved in
his youth and poverty, and cannot find
her. And the fourth, having dissipated
his fortune in gambling, now works in a
stable, <

It is but three years or such a matter
since the habitues of a London hotel on
the Thames embankment were startled
by the appearance of a small, dark man,
whose clothing and linen were studded
with purple diamonds, and who rarely
spoke to any one. He seemed (0 possess
boundless means and devoted himsell
chietlyy to theatrés and bililards.  His
acquaintances of the billiard tabie he
ignored everywhere else. While generally
considered a foreigner, his 1iglish was
excellent, and his manners showed the
highest retinement, His name—at the
botel—was John Rustin.

He occupied an expensive suite ol
rooms.  In one of them a curious altar
of Oriental design was surmounted by an
idol  whose eyes were great, Dbrilliant,
purple diamonds, while Jlesser gems
crusted its rich apparel. One day a waiter
in the hotel accidentally stumbled into
the room and found Rustin kneeling in
devotion before the idol.

Rustin pursued the waiter through the
hall, brandishing a dagger and threaten-
ing to Kill him. But the waiter escaped
him, and, as Rustin was spending £160
weekly in the hotel, nothing was done to
prosecute him.

At the theatres his conduct, while quiet,
wus still eccentric. He invarviably bought
an entire row of seats and then occupied
them alone. FHe always sat in the centre
seat and eyed with a fierce glare any one
who, inadvertently, or otherwise, scemed
to be about to enter his row.

Au billlards he was an expert, but he
never bet nor would listen to any one
who talked of betting. At the end of
each game he inviriably gave the man
who kept the score, known in England
as the “billiard marker,” a sixpence—

In New York city the name of George
Bell is synonymous for wealth. Those
who know him say he is worth $20.000,000,
That is, he was worth $20,000,000, but he
is rapidly getting rid of it. Some vears
ago Bell conceived a violent dislike
his two sons. One of them, the elder, he
is said to have had reason to dislike. The
vounger took his mother’s part in some

sons impartially.

Jell, determined that his sons should
not succeed to his wealth, ordered his
lawyers to draw up a will leaving his
property to the-State. The lawyers drew
the will, but they advised Bell that it
would not stand under a contest, and as
a contest was certain, Bell resorted to
other methods to accomplish his ends.

Liast vear at the age of 68, he.esti-
mated that he had but five years to live,
and that to rid himself of his money he
would have to spend or otherwise dis-
pose of $4,600,000 a year.

His first move was to take passige Lo
Liverpool, where he attracted attention
by flinging money into the streets, that
the crowds might =ci for it. Gold,
bank notes, rare co these were
tossed about, and gamins and well-
dressed persons alike fAung themselves
upon one another in the wild efforis to
get whiut Bell threw away.

Then he varied the monotony by giving
a little girl in the street a violin vaiued
at $3,000, which the little girl's parents
as promptly sold for $2,70. The violin
was an old Stradivarius that Bell had
bought in the morning. The incident at-
tracted the attention of the police. Bell
Was arrested, but quickly demonstraved
that he was entirely sane, and it became
necessary to release him.

From Liverpool Bell went to Londou,
where his lavish expenditures, or more
exactly, his eccentric throwing away of:
money, created a sensation equal to that
in Liverpool. He made a furore by pur-
chasing treasures of antique furniture
and giving them to the most casual ac-
quaintances, or even to strangers. Again
the police intervened, but, as in liver-
pool, without effect.

Tiring of London, Bell went to Paris,
which city is now enjoving the sensation
of having money thrown at it. - In Pavis
his fad takes the form of purchasing rare
china, which he bestows upon the first
passer-by, at the shop where the partic-
ular purchase happens to be made. 1.i-
moges ware”’is his favorite, and families
who had neéver known anything better
than enamelled ware are now wondering
what to do with plates worth 350 apiece.

Offlicer C. M, Milan Killed nt ey~
stone, W, Va.. by nn Nexro.

BLUEFIELD, W. VA. April 10.—(Spe-
cial)—At Keystone this afternoon Special
Policeman €. M. Milan was shot and
instantly killed by Aaron Leftw
negro.

Leftwich and a number of other negroes,
became involved in a difficulty on the
property of the Ensign Coke Company.
and were ordered away by the warch-

man. Instead of leaving, as requested,
the negr ceased squabbling among
themselves, and began to curse and abuse

the watchman. e

leftwicihh was particularly offensive and
the watchman endeavored to get hold
of him, but the negro raised his rifle as
if to shoor. The watchman saw the
move, qulckly drew his revolver and
commanded the darkey to disarm.

At this juncture Policeman Milan ap-
peared upon the scene and the negro,
seeing that he was in danger of being
arested, made a lunge for the watchman
and wrested the pistol from his hand.

After gaining possession of the revolver,
Leftwich turned and fired once, the bullet
taking effect in the policeman’s brain.

During the difficulty, l.eftwich's friends
disappeared und immediately after the
shooting, Leftwich himself took 1o the
woods, and is still at large.

A reward of $190 has been offered for
his cavnture.
