DELEGATES FROM THE CONVEN-

TION. ARRIVE IN WASHINGTON.
e g PR

WEAT WILL BE ASKED FOR.

The Sugar-Duly Matter, and the

Question of Reduction of the Tarift
on Tobacco—Introduction to the

President To-Day,

WASHINGTON, D. C., ‘April 24.—The
dommittee of five members of the Cuban
constitutional convention, consisting of}
Domingo Mendez Capote, Pedro E. Betan-
court, Rafael M. Portuondo, Diego Ta-
mayo, and Pedro Gonzales Llorente, who
were sent to Washington to confer with,
the President regarding Cuban relations
with this country, arrived here this morn-
ing, together with an interpreter, and
representatives of the Havana press. They
were met at thé station by Assistant-
Secretary-of-State Hill, Assistant-Secre-
tary-of-War Sanger, and Captain Sawtelle
and Lieutenant Overton, of the United
States army, detailed for that purpose,
and escorted to the Shoreham.

The delegates conversed with the Re-
ception Committee through an interpre-
ter, though most of them speak English
very well. It was stated that arrange-
ments for their visit to the President
would be made through the War De-
partment. :

They remained at their hotel most of
the morning, as they were fatigued by
the long railroad trip from TFlorida. Quite
a number of officials called, including
Assistant-Secretary Hill, of the State De-
partment, and Assistant-Secretary Sanger,
of the War Department, who left cards
individually for each member of the dele-
gation.

PROGRAMME WITHHELD.

When inquiry was made of Mr, Diego
Tamayo, one of the delegates, as to the
plans of the party, he answered through
the interpreter, Mr. Entenza, that the
delegation felt it would be discourigous
to enter upon a discussion of their busi-
ness hefore they called on the Secretary
of War.

Arrangements have been made. at the
War Terepartment by which the Secrotary
of War will receive the delegation at 11
o'clock to-morrow morning, and probably
will scort them to the White House about
that time.

General Woed, the JMilitary Governor
of Cuba, arrived this morning, with his
family, and took apartments at the
ichmond. He came to the War De-
partment, and had a conference with
Assistant-Secretary Sanger. He sent his
secretary to call on the Cuban delegation,
to ascertain their desires for the day,
in order that he might be able to act as
iheir escort, cither to the White House
or to the War Department.

THE SANTIAGO TROUPBL,

General Wood has had no direct inf:)r-
mation from General Whiteside regarding
the reported troubles at Santiago, but he-
he left Cuba he had been advised by
General Whiteside that party strife was
making trouble in that municipality, and
that disorders might be anticipated during
the spring elections in other sections of
the island. After that, however, it is
expected that the usual tranquility of
the island will be resumed.

General Wood reached the War Depart-
ment shortly after 9 o'clock, and after
a brief talk with Adjutant-General Cor-
bin was shown into Secretary Roqt’s
office, where a conference respecting Cu-
ban affairs was held. Senator Platt, of
Connecticut, chairman of the committee
charged with the care of Cuban affairs,
was present as also was Admiral Brad-
ford, chief of the Bureau of Equipment,
Navy Department. The latter’s presence
was desired, as the location of coaling
stations in Cuba is to be made upon his
recommendation.

CUBAN DESIRIES.

The Secretary’'s door was closed to all
callers as soon as General Wood, Senator
Platt, and Admiral Branford joined him
in his office, though within a few min-
utes Assistant-Secretary Sanger was sent
for, and joined the conference. 1t was
understod that General Wood entered
at once into a thorough exvosition of the
complicated Cuban situation. He was
perfectly informed ms to the desir
of the visiting commission and apprised

oS,

Secretary Root of the nature of their
errand.
It is gathered that next io the sub-

jects of coaling stations and the right
of the United States to intervene in
Cuba in the interest of peace and order,
the Cubans attach  most importance ta
the subject of sugar duties. The com-
mission is trying to secure a remission
of the United States duty on Cuban sugar.

It is suggested that if this cannot bhe
done at once, then the duty may be
removed gradually, reducing a certain

percentage each year until the sugar is
duty free.

The President cannot grant thisveqguest,
as it involves 4 change in the tariff laws,
and therefore application must he made
1o Congress. This may take the shaye
of ~direct joint legislation by the two
Houses, or it can be accomplished by the
negotiation of a reciprocity treaty. The
Cubans, it is believed, prefer the latter
form.

_ TOBACCO DUTY.

Tobacco, too, is another subject which
the Secretary of War will be obliged
to discuss with the commissioners, and
on that point he wanted advice. The
Cubuns are extremely desirious of secur-
Inz a considerable abate nent, in favor
of their own tobacco, of the exeremely
high 1ariff imposed by the Dingley ac:t
upon all imported tobacco. :
