TIHE WASHINGTON MONUMENT,
- t
And Some Recollections of President
Buchannn.
Chase City, Va., April 26, 1901
To the Editor of the Dispatch:

An article in your issue of 21st instant,
on the *“Washington Group,” giving an
account of the unveiling of the statue on
22d February, 1838, you state, ‘“The occa-
sion was signalized by the presence of
President Buchanan and his Cabinet.” I
was present on that day, and stood just
in front of the stand, and heard Governor
Wise make the introductory speech, with-
out notes, with the fire and eloquence
characteristic of him. He was followed
by Senator R. M. T. Hunter, who read his
oration; then John R. Thompson recited
a poem. It was snowing during the time,
but the crowd encountered the weather
with wonderful patience and endurance.
Neither President Buchanan nor his Cabi-
net was present on the occasion. Some
time ago there appeared a reminiscence
of an old man in your paper, stating that
General Winfield Scott "was not at the
unveiling. Ay recollection is that Gene-
ral Scott left the stand and walked to-
wards the Capitol, and as he was ascend-
ing the steps the crowd cheered him. As
he turned near the top step to acknowl-
edge the greeting, I was anding at the
bottom step, and his magnificent physical
appearance and his keen and penetrating

eyes made a lasting impression on me.
In faect, his eves seemed to be photo-
graphed on my memory. So indelibly

-were ey fixed, that over a. quarter of a
century afterwards 1 was at Buffalo
Iithia Springs, and saw a man who had
just arrived. He turned towards me, and
I caught his .eye. 1 inquired his name,
and was told that he registered as Mr.
Scott. 1 remembered that he had an eye
more like General Winfield Scott than
any one I had ever seen. It afterwards
developed that he was grandson  of
General Scott.

All the speeches and poems at the un-
veiling were fully published in the South-
ern Literary Messenger. and I was struck

@

\\'_i.th the correct publication of General
Wise's speech, which some time after its
delivery I could repeat almost verbatim.

It was not long. I did not see a steno-
grapher present, and stenographic reports
were not issued in that period of time.

This is the truth of history as 1 re-
member it. T was at the time attending
Columbian College, Washington city, and
came to Richmond via the Acquia creek
route, with other students, to witness
the unveiling ceremonies, and can recall
our regret that the President of the
United States did not attend.

Sreaking of President Buchanan brings
back an incident of my college days. The

two literary societies desired to hold a
joint celebration in a smaill way at the
coilege. At one of the meetings some

student made a2 motion jocularly that the
President of the United States and his
Cabinet be invited to attend. It was car-
ried, and a committee was appointed to
wait on him. No one had the Jeast idea
that it would result as it did.

The c¢committee went to
House, and Student Witt, a
Judge S. B, Witt, of your city, was the
spokesman.  After his conclugion, Mr.
Buchanan said: “Young gentlemen, when
I look back through the dim vista of the
past, nothing is more pleasant than the
recollection of my school-boy days. 1
thank wvou for the invitation. and will
cerrainly attend, and bring some members
of my Cabiner.”

When the report was made, it necessi-
tated the engagement of the “E’-Street
Baptist church, the employment of a
house of music, and a considerable addi-
tional expense, which the boys did not
contemplate, but had to stand up to.

No Apolozy Ever Made, But n Mutual
Understanding Was Reached.
Editor Washington Post:

May I ask that you will kindiy correct
two or three rather grave errors in vour
special frem Winston-Salem, N. C., which
says:

“One of the many beautiful floral de-
signs sent by friends as a tokzsn of es-
teem for the late Colonel A. H. Belo, who
was buried here Yyesterday, and one of
the most highly appreciated, was contri-
I{:xted by Captain Cussons, of Richmond,

It was with Captain Cussons that
Captain Eelo fought 2 duel during the
war Dbetween the States for reflections
made by the captain on the valor of
North Carolina troops. After a few shots
had been exchanged Captain Cussons
apologized to. Colonel Belo for the lan-
guage he had used. Since the war the
two gentiemen have been strong friends,
and on mcre than one occasion has Cap-
tain Cussons expressed his admiration
for Colorel Belo's courage.”

It putos me in the abject attitude of re-
fiecting on the courage
then apclogizing for my slanders while
under five!

Colonel Eelo was a brave soldier and
an honorable man, and while he lived he
would ncot have allowed such a charge to
pass unrebuked. As a matter of fact,
theres was no apology, or suggestion of
apology, on either side. We saw a mili-
tary incident from different viewpoints,
and it was not until vears after the war
that we understood each other. We were
strangers, introduced on the fleld. We
merely bowed, and no word passed be-
tween us. The last I saw of Colonel
Belo he was demanding another shot—
steadying himself, and insisting that he
was not disabled—but his second, Cap-
tain Towne, of the TFifty-fifth North
Carolina, torbade it, and wé& went our
several ways. This was my first and
last mecting with Colonel Belo, and the
breach between us would, perhaps, never
have been healed but for the kindly of-
fices of a mutual friend, dear Charlie
Cowardin, of the Richmond Dispatch, who
studied the situation from our respective
standpeints, and who, at intervals for
years, carried messages between us of
constantly increasing cordiality and good
will.

As for my alleged disparagement of
North Carolina troops, I wish to say that
nothinz ceuld Dbe farther from my
thought. Ask any survivor of the old
Sixth what Cussons thought of the North
Carolinians. "All through the war they
were my comrades, and none Knew better
ithan I their steadfast valor,

OYSTER SEASON WAS PROFITABLE

The Catch Was: Small, ‘But the

Prices Were Good—Have Obeyed
t;le Loaws—Trap Fishing—Soft Crabs

Now Numerous,

IRVINGTON, VA, April :26.—(Special.y—
The voters of Lancaster and Richmond
counties are united in regard to the

A week has passed since the nomination
at Whealton. and not a word has been
Ixe:x}‘d against the convention’'s choice.
It is doubtful if as much can be said in
regard to any other nominee in the
State, and that Dr. Dunaway will go to
t}}e convention with a solid backing from
his two counties is an assured fact. The
people feel proud of sending such a man
and believe that all that thev can wish
for will be accomplished by this much-
beloved christian gentleman and scholar.

TIHE WHITE-WINGED BOATS.

This morning the white-winged ecraft,
which can be seen wending their way
out of Carter’s Creek, to work on the
natural oyster beds of the Rappahannock
river, are lacking and the creek presents
a dismal sight compared to what it has
for ‘the past eight months. This sud-
den stopping of the boats has been caus-
ed by the closing of the oyster season,
which went into effect vesterday after-
noon at sunset.

About three hundred canoes have been
leaving this creek daily (weather per-
mitting) for the rocks, and the next two
weeks will be taken up in hauling the
boats ashore to dry out preparatory te
painting and overhauling.

The season just closed has been bet-
ter than for several years, and although
the catches have not been what could
be called large, the prices have more
than made up-the difference, and as a
result the oystermen are well satisfied.

About Christmas there was fear that
those who had planted their oysters
would not be able to dispose of them,
the market up to that time being ex-
ceedingly low, but after the holidays the
market took a sudden jump and all
ovsters were sold for from fifty to sixty
cents per bushel, which is considered a
good Dprice.

Eyen those who sell their catches daily
have been receiving at times as high as

fifty cents per bushel from the three
large oyster-shucking houses on this
creel. :

HAVE OBEYED THE ILAWS.

One of the most
nected with the oyster industry in thiz
section during the past season was the
way in which the oystermen have obeyed
the State cull law. But very few have
been arrested for this offence. When
the oystermen fully realize that the en-
forcement of this law is to taeir own
interests, the better it will be for the
oyster industry.

A few vessels still are here buying, and
will likely remain for a week or
gather up any loose plants that may
have been passed by while the business
was ypressing.

The weather of the past two weeks
has been anyvthing but favorable to
farm work, and but little work has been
done. Corn is usually planted by this
season, but as wvet the land has not
even been prepared, and will not be for
three weeks after good weather does
set in.

TRAP FISHING.

Trap fishing, which picked up a littie
bit on Monday and Tuesday of this
week, has again dropped off and shad are
as scarce as ever.

One would supopse that those living
in the fishing district would be able to
purchase fish for a mere song, but the

truth is that the price asked here is
fifty per cent. more than in the cities.
The fishermén corner their wares here

and form a little trust to protect them-
selves.

SOFT CRABS ARE NUMEROUS.

Soft crabs, though still exceedingly
small, are becoming quite numerous.

The little things are about the size of
a quarter now and it is estimated that
a hearcv man could *‘get away”’ with five
dozen easily.

3y May 10th, the season will be in
full swing and steamer loads will be
leaving the Rappahannock daily for
Baltimore and northern markets, the lat-
ter depending -almost entirely upon this
section and the Eastern shore for their
supplies.

The Northumberland Teachers’ Insti-
tute will hold its final session at 1leaths-
ville, next Friday.
