THE ERA OF ELECTRICITY.

Brief Sketch of What Has Been Ac-
complished With It.
(For the Dispatch.)
We are living in an age of electricity.

The dying nineteenth century closed the
cra of steam, which had awakened and
animated the universe as with a new
lease of life, giving impulse and energy
to every phase of mechanical art, and
stimulating science to search for greater
things. 2

Yet, we now behold another, and even
greater, invigorating force, stepping in
with this twentieth century, pulsating
its mysterious and subtle power through
the veins of the world’'s great system of
creative energy, by which it again starts
forth as with a new birth and the
beginning of a higher life.

We may call the world old, according
to the years and cycles of time which
have been numbered by its daily and an-
nual revolutions, yet it is continually
becoming new, stimulated and invigorated
for some higher purpose for the wel-
fare of man, by which he can be lifted
higher.

If prophecles before the age of steam
were considered the vagaries of luna-
tics and madmen, who were thrown into
prison or. held as being dangerous for
asserting”ithat ships would fly through
the water without sails and against the
wind; or that carriages would travel on
land sixty miles per hour—what must we
consider of the present fabulous pre-
dictions for the future under this new,
unlimited, and Iinexhaustable power?

Since the days of Benjamin Franklin
its subtle
heen the study of scientists; to supplant
steam power—to harness the forces of
Heaven to do the bidding of man has
been the goal of the inventor’s ambition.
Yet during these long years of patient
study this mysterious power has slept,
until at last, as if by some great magi-
cian’s wand, it suddenly flashed upon
mankind. :

Indeed, none but the Divine Spirit could
have revealed the secret and made it ap-
plicable to man's use.

‘Whatsoever we may think of the genius
of an Edison, Green, or Field, and other
inventors of electrical appliance, they
simply stand as the instruments through
whom this great blessing was given the
world by Divine guidance.

EXPERIMENTS IN 1842

The application of electricity to loco-
motive power was first made in 1842 in
Scotland; in 1830, Professor Page, of the
Smithsonian Institute, made an electric
locomotive = travel ten miles per hour
upon a section of the Baltimore:and Ohio

and wonderful influence has

storage batteries, which were expensive
and had to be constantly removed.

In 1885 Edison, Vandeporle, and others
began experiments in this country which
resulted in the steam dynamo, which
transmitted its power to the car through
overhead wires by means of a trolley.
This invention was quickly adopted.

Richmond has the honor of being the
first city in the Unlon which put into
practical operatiom: electric power for
street-car service, which was done in
1883, proving its capability of drawing a
full loaded car up hill as easily as upon
a level surface.

THE TROLLEY SYSTEM.

*he trolley system after this was rap-
idly introduced into the cities of the
world, and in 1897 there were 15,000 miles
of electric street-car lines in the United
States alone. Such has been their in-
crease that now we have in the more
populous cities both elevated and under-
ground electric railways, which occupy
less space and greatly lessen accidents.

But the trolley-car is yet in Its in-
fancy, and but the precursor of a more
wonderful and extended system of elec-
trioc locomotion.

Inventors are prophesying the entire
supplanting of steam upon all our rail-
ways.

The latest invention for this object is
the “Mono’” railway, or, one-rail track,
but which really occupies three rails,
though the entire weight of the car rests
upon the middle one. Like the spinning
of a top in a groove, it will run by its
own momentum. These trains, it Is pre-
dicted, will attain a speed of one hun-
dred miles an hour and fully: gratify a
rapid-transit loving public.

LIGHTING AND HEATING.

The successful lighting and heating of
our houses by electricity is another mar-
vel of the present age.

It was only in 1827 that the lucifer
match was invented in Europe, ard many
are still living who saw their introduc-
tion in this country, by which our tallow
dips and whale-oil lamps could be so
easily lighted. Then came petroleum-oil,
which, by the invention of Weston How-
land in 1860, was made applicable for
lighting purposes through his process of
refinement.

We thought then our lighting system
had been perfected; when, lo! Edison
gives to the world a new light by elec-
tricity, almost dazzllng in its splendor
and brilliancy the god of day.

What city is now without its arc-lights,
telephones. and street trolley-cars?

Then, again, we stand mute with won-
der at the many recent appliances of
electricity to all machinery requiring gi-
ant force.

To see the welding and rivetting of
metal plates by immense steel jaws, Y
which is done as easily as thrusting a
needle through cloth; or the lifting of a
ton weight as easily as a pound, on land
or sea, is to be convinced what a vast
power man has ander control in elec-
tricity.

WHAT MAY WE EXPECT HEREAF-
TER?

TWhat may we expect for the future? ;

TWhat has been deemed impossible in the
past has been made possible, and the im-
possible has not yet come.

We may vet see our farms ploughed,
reaped, and tilled by electricity, each
neighborhood having its central power-
house, making the farmer independent of
human or horse labor, by simply press-
ing a button and connecting his machine-
ry to the overhead wire.

Tha successful navigation of the alr
only awaits its inventor to apply this
mysterious power, which will overcome
not only gravitation, but impel its object
through the air against the wind.

These are ..ot mere surmises, but are
already being put into practical opera-
tion, and we shall yet have the trolley
balloon flying overhead, as well as the:
trolleyv-car upon land.

If wireless telegraphy is an accomplish-
ed fact, why may we not communicate
with the moon and planets? That the
earth is a huge magnet is evident, and
distant planets are also magnets. Thus
sclence will distance the space by mag-
netism, as it has already done on land.

THE MORSE TELEGRAPH.

The first message sent by the Morse
telegraph in 1844 was, ‘“What has God
wrought?' Have we not in the trolley-
car and telephone the semblance of ful-
filment of the Prophet Ezekiel, “The liv-
ing creatures ran and returned as the
flash of lightening’’?

These wonders will cause the genera-
tions to come to exclaim, with the Psalm-
ist, “How great is Thy pnower in“the hea-
vensg and earth, O Lord!"”

Under the name science, God has be-
stowed upon the world one of the Areat-
est blessings of His munificence in the
gift of ,electric power.
