A PASTEUR DEPARTMENT.

Suclh Will Be Added to the University
College of Medicine.

A pasteur department for the treatment
of nydrophobia patients has been added
to the University College of Medicine,
and will be ready to receive patients next
week. The department has been founded
by the faculty, because, it is believed,
there is great meed of such an insti-
vition in this city for the prompt treat-
ment of hydrophobia patients.

Physicians are convinced that there is,
scientifically speaking, such a disease,
and that by prompt inoculation by the
pasteur method the development of ra-
bies in a person bitten by a rabid animail
may be entirely prevented. Dr. A. G.
Hoen, a brother of Mr. E. A. Hoen, of
this city, and recently an instructor in
microscopic anatomy in the Johns Hop-
kins Hospital, will have charge of the
new department, which will be thorough-
1y equipped for the prompt and scientific
treatment of the disease.
