IRVINGTON, VA., September 14.—(Spe-
cial.)—The canning business throughout
the Northern Neck this year will be
poor, considering the output in former
years. Tomatoes are scarce, and num-
bers of farms are shipping them to the
citieg in preference to selling to the fac-

than 18 cents, which is the customary
price for tomatoes per bushel.

“In some sections, however, factorymen,
are paying mrore. ~Westmoreland boasts
of having a factory that is paying more
for this vegetable for canning purposes
than was ever paid in the Northern Neck
before. s

. Mr. John R. DosPassos,.who is a resi-
dent of New York ‘and 2 large land-own-
er in Westmoreland, has broken all re-
cords by paying 35 cents per bushel. As
a result he is recelving tomatoes from -a
distance of twenty miles around, the
farmers considering 17 cents a good, price
for hauling tomatoes this distance.

THE OYSTERMEN. -

The heavy -winds of yesterday prevent-
ed a large number from oystering. This
is the first day'the oystermen have lost
this season, the weather heretofore having
been all that could be desired. Nearly
all oysters:caught are either, being plant-
ed by.those catching them or sold to the
local planters along the river. %

No oysters are yet being bought for mar-
ket, and but few of the oyster-shucking
houses have started up in full blast.

As soon as the exceedingly warm wea-
ther ceases, the shucking will begin in
earnest, and then oysters will leave the
Rappahannock by the thousands of gal-
lons.

The fishing steamer Dorothy F. Wacker,
belonging to the Carter’sCreek Fish Guano
Company, of Irvington, and the - largest
fishing vessel on the bay, yesterday had
one of her purse-boats, in which the net
is carried, to sink in the bay while under
full headway. ' i
