STOPPING OF TEXAS.

William C.' Gray. who was chief ma-
chinist on the Texas during the battle
off Santiago on July 3d, testified that
on that date he had been on duty at
the throttle of the starboard engine of
of the battleship. He said that when he
went to the engine-room the vessel was
going ahead. “The next signal,”” he
=aid, “was to stop a minute, afterward
to reverse. The engines were then re-
versed.” - .

The witness said that the reversal was
very brief. the revolutions not exceeding

SCHLEY STATEMENT DENIED.

““After having' been ‘informed by the
scouts commanded by such officers eos

Sigsbee, Jewell, and Wise, that although
they had all been off Santiago de Cuba
for a week they had seen nothing of it
(the Spanish fleet), and knew nothing of
its movements, or its whereabouts,” etc.

He then asked Captain Wise if he had
made such a communication to the Ad-
miral.

“I did not,”” was the response.

“Did vou give Admiral Schley any in-
formation respecting the Spanish squad-
ron?"’

“Only through Captain Sigsbee. I did
not go on board the Brooklyn at all. I
gave Captain Sigsbee all the information
I had.”

Captain Wise was cross-examined on
this point by Mr. Rayner. The latter
asked:

WATCHING THE HARBOR.

“From the morning of the 22nd until
the arrival of the flying squadron on the
evening of the 26th you were trying to
get in touch with the enemy, and watch-
ing the harbor?”

“Yes.”

‘“You saw nothing in there?”

‘“You sent no one on shore to try to es-
tablish communication?”

“No one at all.”

THE “GET IN TOUCH" DISPATCH.

“Get in touch with the enemy.” The
court, through Admiral Dewey, asked:

“Was it your duty or that of Captain
Sigsbee to convey the information in the
dispatch referred to to Commodore

Schley ?”*
«I think it was Captain Sigsbee's, as
he went immediately on duty, and I was
intercepted by orders from the Commo-
dore to take the Merrimac in tow.”

Mr. Hanna: “Did you receive any in-
quiry, or did the commanding officer of
the Flyvipg Squadron ask you for any
jnformation at any time?”

“Nothing.”

SIGNALLING TO THE BROOXLYN.

ROOSEVELT'S SINCERE APPRECIA-

President Roosevelt has acknowledged
with ‘‘sincere appreciation’” the graceful
and patriotic action with regard to him-
self taken by Stonewall Camp, of Ports-
mouth, one of the most promirent of aill
the organizations of Confederatz veterans.

HIS TIFE IS AT STAKE.

YOUNG RUSSELL VAN ARSDALE ON

TRIAL FOR MURDER.

ROBERT  KELLY HIS  VICTIM.

The Court Refuses to Grant Post-

ponement, and Overrules All the
Technical Objections Interposed
by His Coun_ue]. s

NEWPORT NEWS, VA., September

26.—(Special.)—Contrary " to the expecta-
tions of the attorneys for the defend-
ant the case of voung Russell Van Ars-
dale, charged with the murder of his
uncle, Robert Xelly, was taken up by
Judge Dudley in the Warwick County

Court to-day, and the trial was com-
menced. ;

Captain C. C. Berkeley, the leading
counsel for the defendant, was not pres-
ent, but the prisoner was represented
by Mr. C. C! Mitchell, who is associated
with Mr. Berkeley in the case. Mr.
Mitchell had expected to get the case
continued on account of the abgence
of Captain Berkeley, and the ruliny of
the court in forcing him to trial was
entirely unexpected.

YWhen the case was called in the Coun-
ty Court, Mr. Mitchell objected to it
being docketed in that court. He argued
that the case had already been on the
docket of the court, and was removed
by the Judge. This, he claimed. set-
tled the case as far as this court was
concerned, and it could not be replaced
on the docket of this court on the same
indictment. :

S The court overruled the objection, and
ordered the case docketed, to which the
defence moted an exception.

The court overruled the motion for a
continuance, and ordered the prisoner
to trial, which was excepted to .by Mr.
Mitchell.

The prisoner was arraigned and plead-
ed not guilty. g

Mr. Mitchell then demurred to the in-
dictment, and moved that it be quashed,
which was overruled, and the ruling ex-
cepted to.

The twelve men who are to try Van
Arsdale were then selected by lot, and

$he court adjourned until to-morrow,
ready to commence with the testimony.

SENSATION IN RALEIGH.

Conspiracy to Assault the Mayor—A
Liveryman in Trouble.

RALEIGH, N. C., September 26.—(Spe-
cial.)—The penitentiary report was cayre-
fully studied by the Governor last night
and to-day. It shows that the status of
the penitentiary at the end of the Fusion
regime wags very different from what the
Fusionists reported it to be.

There was a local sensation here yes-
terday, growing out of the trial of five
little white boys, daring thieves, who
have committed many crimes here, They
2re to be sent to the reformatory.

Another sensation was the sentencing to
thirty-days’ labor on the public roads of
a wealthy liveryman here for horsewhip-
ping a drunken idiot, who was cursing
him in the presence of ladies. The judge
would listen to no explanation, but said
he regretted he could not sentence. tne
man to twelve months. The liveryman
was in a desperate situation, but finally
the judge changed the penalty fto $25
fine.

A third sendation occurred last evening
when three young white men who had
telephoned to the Mayor that he was
wanted at his office, met him on the
street, as he was on his way there, and
one called him a liar. The Mayor struck
him, and was in turn struck and knock-
ed down. Then one of the three went be-
fore a magistrate and swore out a’'war-
rant for affray against the Mayor and
the young man who called him a Har.
This case was set for hearing to-day.
The matter is causing much stir and
may lead to very serious consequences
for the three young men, as the grand
jury may take up the case and make
it one of conspiracy against the Mayor.

The action of the Cotton-Growers’ Con-
vention here in urging that no cotton-
seed be sold for less than 25 cents a
bushel or exchanged at:a less amount of
cotton-seed meal than 1,3331-3 pounds for
a ton of seed meets with popular ap-
proval.
