JONES AND ROOSEVELT.

The President has appointed a Demo-
crat to an office which was craved by
several Republicans, but under the cir-
cumstances his party is not very much
alarmed by his action.

Certainly they would not like to see
him malke a practice of bestowing Federal
appointments upon others than Republi-
cans, but in this case the gentleman
favored is a vigorous opponent ot the dis-
franchising clauses proposed by the Ala-
bama Constitutional Convention, and for
some years past has not been in close
touch with the majority of his party in
his State.

There was a vacancy in an Alabama
district judgeship, and to fill it the Presi-
dent has commissioned Thomas Goode
Jones. Mr. Jones was twice Governor of
Alabama, and long has been a promi-
nent man in that State. In the presiden-
tial campaign of 18% he supported the
Palmer-Buckner ticket. His endorsements
were good. Among those who recom-
mend him is Professor Booker T. Wash-
ington (colored), whose influence with
the President, we doubt not, is consider-
able.

Mr. Jones was a gailant Confederate
officer, and when on a visit to Richmond
some years ago he delivered a lecture on
Appomattox, which was warmly p‘uised
by veterans and others who heard it.

There can be no doubt that in personal
character, professional training, and ex-
perience as a man of affairs Mr. Jones
has the qualifications desirable and neces-
sary in the office he is to fill. And it
seems thai his appointment is well re-
-ceived in Alabama.

A continuation of the policy pursued in
the case of Mr. Jones would not be ap-
plauded by southern Republicans; but at

If he has no aspirations for a nomina-
tion three years hence, or if he feels that
he is strong enough to do without the
southern vote in the national Republican
convention, he can afford to ignore them.

NO SURRENDER BY ENGLAND,

No Sacrifice of Principle on Part of
This Country.
WASHINGTON, D. C., October 8.—There
has been no surrender by England to the
Trited States in the matter of the new
Isthmian canal treaty, according to the
best authority here. It is said to be
equally true that the United States has
sacrificed no principle in these negotia-
tions, and the effect of contrary state-
ments is deprecated, as likely serously
to jeopardize the chances of the consum-
mation of a convention which: shall final-
ly and peacefully settle an issue that has
been a source of danger for the past fifty
years. It is said that what actually has
happened is that each side has preserved
the underlying principles of the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty, and the new convention
will provide for a waterway, neutral at
all times, and open to the commerce of
