iMappus, a German, was murdered la3t
night at his store.seven miles from here,
and near several negro villages. Clad In
night-clothes, the body of the' dead man
was found this m#rnin^, lying-across tha
bed, his skull crushed and the bed-clothes
drenched' in blood. On the floor near the
dead man -was a box of chewing tobacco,
all stained with blood, showing clearly

that it'was the^weapon used in taking- his
life.
