He pictured the prostrate
condition of the State at the end of the
struggle, and deseribed the new Consti-
tition framed at such a time, character-
izing it as a curse that has left its im-
print on our character and hampered in-
tellectual development and deprived the
people of Virginia of their leadership in
the affairs of the nation so prominent in
our early hilstory. It is inevitable. said
Mr. Thom, when we consider the fact
that it has mever been possible within
the present generation for Virginians fo
think or act without referenc to the prob-
jem at their doors. The tariff, currency,
insular policy. centralization. and all the
areat problems of gnvm‘nmont were press-—
fnz for solution, and Virginians should
have n share in solving them and direct-
ing the nation’s destinies. But a black
cloud had arisen and was threatening
our peace, and we had to step back into
the ranks: and surrender anything like
intellectual freedom. The fastening of
the negro probiem upon the South the
speaker characterized as one of the great-
est crimes ever perpetrated upon a people
by the hand of relentless power.

VIRGINIA THEN AND NOW.

ith thrilling and fervid elogquence, the
speaker reviewed Virginia's contribution
to the greatness of this country up to
the time of Reconstruction. mentioning
some of the great men she had given to
the country and their conspicuo%s part
in shaping its destiny. What is our con-
tribution to-day, he asked. drawing the
antithesis sharply and eclearly. What
do we do to influence its destinies or fo
shape its policles? The contrast fills
one with sadness and humillation. *“We
have not,” said Mr. Thom, ‘“become de-
generates, we are not less intellectually;
it is merely that we have less oppor-
tunity to use our influence in govern-
mental affairs than formerly. owling to
the engrossment problem at home.

That’s what we are try-
ing to do. It'is our purpose to elimi-
nate the negro. root and branch, as o po-
litical factor in Virginia, and, God help-
ing us. we propose lo stay in that capl-
tgl until we achieve that result. The
convention could have framed a make-
shift and adjourned in a few weeks, but
wo of the black belt determined that we
would accept nothing but a solution, and
no mere whitewashing in the matter.”

A SIGNIFICANT STATEMENT.

2eferring {o the-suffrage plan of the
cenvention the speaker said: “We of the
plack belt are willing to make sacrifices,
but every plan that affected the white
man was then and there abandoned. Let
me tell you here and now, with full ap-
preciation of the responsibility I assume,
that it iz an unfailing test of any plan
proposed that it shall preserve inviolate
the white suffrage; but we are not going
away from that capital until we disfran-
chise the Dblacks. Intellectual freedom
will be secured thereby., and that alone
will open the doors of opportunity to
the men of Virginia.”

AMr. Thom concluded his masterly ad-
dress with .a beautiful peroration, imn
which he eulogized Washington and Jet-
ferson and the other patriots of their
time and since, and declared with impas-
sioned eloquence that Virginia had il-
Juminated all the pages of glory when
Pickett and his men had mounted that
h:ll at Gettysburg and captured the tem-
ple of glory. He classed Jackson along
with the Caesars and Alexanders amd Na-
poleons, and declared that when the col-
umns of immortals shall form, if one
star differs in glory from another, Ro-
bert T2. Lee shall march at the head of
that legion. The arms of this people is
not shortened that they cannot achieve.

MEXICO CITY, October 31.—The Pan-
American conference has received from
the Spanish colony at Buenos Ayres, a
cablegram congratulating it on the senti-
ments favorable to Spain, expressed by,
General Rafael Reyes, delegate from Co-
lombia, at the municipal banquet. The
sessfon this morning, which finally re-
solved on the admlission of represenia-
tives of the press to the sessions of the
Pan-American conference, was very inter-
esting- The first proposition submitted
was that of Peru, whose delegates asked
that as many of the press representatives
as the hall would hold be admitted, their
number being left to the discretion of the
president of the congress. This proposi-
tion was rejected by the votes of Chile,
Colombla, Uruguay, the United States,
Mexico, Brazil, Hayti, Guatemala, Hondu-
ras Salvador, Nicaragua and Costa Rlca,
twelve votes agalnst seven.

The next proposition, presented by
Chile, differing slightly from that of
Peru, was taken up. It had been expect-
ed that Peru and its allies would vote
against Chile’s proposal, whlich, united
to the votes of the delegates hostile to
the admission of the préss in any form,
would have defeated it, thus excluding
