Virzinia Bills Introduced=Virginia
Pevrsonnls.
WASHINGTON, December 2.—(Special.)
The opening session of Congress was sig-
nalized by the usual scenes of bustle and
excitement, perhaps the more marked to-
day because there were a great many
new members in the House and a few
in the Senate, and the Capitol was pack-
ed with a large throng of visitors, the
day being bright, balmy, and pleasantly
warm. After the organization of the
House, which included the election of of-
ficers and the adoption of the old Reed
rules. the drawing of seats took place.
This is alwavs an exceedingly interest-
ing affair, because it is a lottery or game
of chance, and every man is anxious to
secure a good seat—convenient, near the
midst

Speaker, and, if pcssible, in the i
of his State delegation and political
friends. All of the Virginia members,

as Representative Morgan remarked,
“were present in gced shape and form,
and looking their best,”” and they were
lucky enough to secure excellent seats
on the Democratic or eastern side of the
House, where there is now, owin;z.to
the enplargment, plenty of room, while,
on the other side, there is room to spare
for their'political opponents. Representa-
tive W. O. Jones, of the First District,
the oldest member of the Virginia dele-
gation. not in years, but in service, has
a good seat. So has Mr. Hay, chairman
of the Democratic caucus. Captain Lamb
i= in his old quarters. All, in fact, seem
satisfied with the trades they made, and
the locations that the drawing accorded
them.

There was little or nothing done in the
popular branch of Congress, be,\'o'nd the
organization and - the introduction of
new bills or reintroduction of old ones.

The announcement of Mr. Carlton Mec-
Carthy that he will be a candidate for
the office of, Mayor of the city of Rich-
mond at the approaching spring election
will be received with the greatest in-
terest.

When seen yesterday JMayor Richard
M. Taylor authorized the statement that
he would stand for re-election, if alive,
at the time. of the Democratic primary
and subsequent election.

Taken together, these authoritative an-
nouncements give promise of one of the
most active and interesting political bat-
tles which local politics has known in
vears. They are peculiarly striking at
this time in view of the prominent rela-
tion of these two gentlmen tc the inves-
tigation of the Gas Department defalca-
tion, now being conducted by a commit-
tee of the Council. ;

MR. M'CARTHY'S RECORD.

Mr. Carlton McCarthy is a citizen of
Richmond, well known to a large circle
of acquaintances. For six years—since
the creation of the office—he has held
the position of City Accountant. Mr.
McCarthy was born in Richmond 51 years
ago. He was too young to enter the
Confederate army at the beginning of
the war, but in the summer of 1864, when
7 years old, he enlisted in the Second
Company of the Richmond Howitzers “for
the war.” He served until the end of
the iwar. After the surrender Mr. Mec-
Carthy returned to Richmond and for
vears was connected with the well-known
bookstore of Randolph & English. Later
he had a bookstore of his own in the Pace
block. He retired from this business
in 1885 to accept the newly created po-
sition of City Clerk of Special Assess-
ments. The work of this office, which
has io do with charges for sewers, pave-
ments, etc., Mr. McCarthy systematized
and directed until after five years it
netted the city a revenue of $40,000 a
vear. In 1890 Mr. McCarthy rgsigned to
accept the position of secretary of the
0Old Dominion Building ahd Loan Asso-
ciation, which he held until 18%, when
he was elected to the office of Special Ac-
countant. This position he has held since
that time.

RECENT VOTES FOR MAYOR.

Mayor Richard M. Taylor, thg incum-

bent, who announces that he will stand
for re-election, is now serving his fourth
term of two years each. _At the Jast
primary he had no opposition. In the
primary of April 26, 1894, he was elected
over Colonel William ‘E. Tanner and Mr.
Joseph Dickerson by the following vote:
Taylor, 5363; Tanner, 3,661; Dickerson,
1.672. At the primary of "April 30, 189,
Mayor Taylor was elected over Captain
E. P. Reeve, receiving 5285 votes to his
opponent’'s 4,103. At the primary of
March 15, 1898, he was elected over Colo-
nel John S. Harwood, . receiving 5,374 votes
to Colonel Harwood’s:4418. At the pri-
mary of April 12, 1900, there was no op-
position candidate. Commonwealth’s-At-
torney Richardson 1led the ticket with
9,005 and Mayor Taylor came second with
8,990. ‘ ;
A peculiar. feature of these prfmaries
is the fact that the vote which Mayor
Taylor received when there was Qpposi-
tion varied less than a hundred votes.

In consiection ' with the approaching
election .and the Epps. Investigation,
Mayor Taylor has nothing: further :to
say than that “I do not believe that the
people of Richmond will turn a man
down for trying to do his duty, and if
they think I will wink ‘or blink-at;ras-
cality, they don’t know the man.’

~ CONSIDERED THE STEP.:

The Mayor stdtes that after Mr. Mc-
Carthy told  him that® he had 'said to
Cecil Epps, ‘‘Cecil, I'am your friend, and
I propose to stand by you, right or wrong.
Is there anything I can do for you? I
will go to see your uncle, Mr. Starke, and
see what he can do for you,’” 4hat he
then went to see Mr. Starke, consulted
with him, -and selected 'from 'a list of.
lawyers- Mr. Charles V. Meredith ‘as the
attorney to represent XEpps; that he (the
Mayor) considered the propriety of re-
moving Mr. McCarthy from office. Audi-
tor ‘Warren, 'the Mayor says, told him
when he reported the Epps defalcation,
“L’ve. been looking for Ned Starke all
day to fix this matter up in some ‘way,
but he i3 out .of the city.””

On November 1st the Mayor secured
the City Attorney’s opiniom 'as to. his
duty to report the facts to the Council
and copcerning his right to suspend ‘the
Special Accountant.

ADVICE: TO THE MAYOR.

This opinfion of City-Attorney Pollard,
which has never been ' published, is
given here in full: i :

1. In reply to the first question I beg
to say that neither the-Constitution mnor
tl_)e statutes nor the ordinances of the
city require you to make a report in re-
gard to the recent- defalecation of Cecil
L. Epps, an attache of the Gas Depart-
ment.. The charter provides that you
shall annually, as soon, as may be, after
the commencement of the fiscal year, and
oftener if you shall deem it expedient or
be required by the Council,, communicate
a general ‘statement of the situation of
the city in relafion’ to its government,
finances, and Iimprovements. (City Char-
ter, Chapter 2, Section 10.) And an or-
dinance of the Council imposes the same
duty. (Richmond City Code,-1893, Chap-
ter 3, Section 2, page 22.) ' So that, in my
opinion, the matter is in your sound
discretion ‘as to whether you shall at
once communicate the fact referred to,
or make thte communication to a called
meeting ‘of ' the Council, or to the next
meeting of the Council, or in your annual
report.

AS TO REMOVAL FROM OFFICE.
*2. ~ In answer to your second question,
I have to say that your duty is fixed by
the Constitution of the State, which pro-
vides that your jurisdiction as Mayor ex-
tends to the control’ and supervigion over
all the offices of the city to the extent of
seeing that the duties of the various city
officers are faithfully performed. This,
of course, includes the office of Special
Accountant. It gives you the power to
investigate their acts, to have access to
their books and documents in their of-
fices, and authorizes you to examine
them and tneir subordinates on oath.
You have the power to suspend and re-
move such officers, whether they be
elected or appointed, for misconduct in
office, or for neglect of duty; the cause
therefor to be specified In the order of
suspension ' or removal. But you can-
not make a removal from office without
reasonable notice to the officer complained
of, and an opportunity afforded him to be
heard in his -defence. . (Section 26, Ar-
ticle VI., Constitution of Virginia.) Sub-
stantially the same provision is contain-
ed in the city charter. (Section 11, Chap-
ter 2) And the ordinance of the city
in regard to your duties provides that
vou may exercise the powers conferred
under the Constitution of the State, and
makes it your duty “to report same to
the Council at their next meeting with
his (vour) reason therefor.”  (Richmond
City Code, 1899, Section 3, Chapter 3, page
pak o : TR 3

Deemiﬁg it pertinent, T beg to say that

Committee on Light when the matter of
the defalcation of Mr. Cecil L. Epps, an

Tribute to the Palmeito State, the
Cavalier and the Huguenot—The
East and the Middle States Surren-
'dering Their Splndle'l and 'Fnr-
naces in the South—The Fair a
Great Success, :

CHARLESTON, S. C.,, December 2.—
With imposing ceremonies, embracing a
parade of Federal forces' and - State
militia, Confederate veterans, heautiful
women, and cheering collegians; a pro-
gramme of exercises graced by distin-
guifhed speakers, and with words of
greeting from the President of the United
States, the South Carolina Interstate and
West Indi~n Exposition was oﬂicia.llif
opened this afternoon. Conservative
Charleston’ and its thousands of visitors
thronged the historic town from early
morning, cheered the artillerymen from
the batteries in the harbor, threw flowers
at the old veterans and the ladies occu-
pying carriages in the parade, and gave
enthusiastic reception to the invited
guests. 7
.The day was set aside as a holiday,
and all places of business were closed.
In the Auditorium at the '~ exposition-
grounds, where to-day’s exercises were
held, an afidience of 4,000 people cheered
the name of the President of the United
States; gave hearty applause to Hon
Chauncey M. Depew, the orator of the
day; listened attentively to the afternoon’s
exercises, and then joined the crowd in
inspecting the grounds, and marvelled at
the audacity of Charleston in undertaking
an exposition of such magnitude.
- A glorious southern sun shed its warm
rays on the thousands of visitors all
morning, and in the evening a generous
shower baptized Charleston and her ex-
position. ; ¥
About 300 people, including the Governor
of South Carolina and other State offi-
cials, the officers of the exposition, the
Board of Lady Managers, and the City
Council of Charleston, were on the stage
of the beautifully-decorated Auditorium
when the exercises began. = Senator De-
pew, on entering, was given an ovation
by the audience, the cheering continuing
for several miutes. After welcoming ad-
dresses. by Mr. F. W. Wagener, president
of the exposition company, and Governor
McSweeney, Senator Depew was intro-
duced by Mayor Smythe, of Charleston.
The acoustic properties of the Auditorium
are splendid, and the Senator was in
good voice. The Senator said in part:

“Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen,—
This exhibition is the iriumph ofyrevolu-
tion and evolution. There has been. no
period since the Colony of South Caro-
lina adopted the theoretical but imprac-
ticable charter prepared by the great
philosopher, John Locke, in 1674, down
to the treaty of Paris with Spain in 1899,
when this happily-conceived ~enterprise
was possible until now. It iIs an omen
of future development and prosperity for
Charleston that the moment its citizens
saw the time had come they entered
upon this beneficent work with patriot-
ism, courage, and confidence. It re-
quired nearly a century and a half of
struggle and preparation before there ex-
isted an industrial and manufacturing
South in the United States, and Spanish
Islands in the Carribean Sez, free and
independent to meet upon the common
ground of united welfare and reciprocal
benefits. :

“The Huguenot settlement was of in-
calculable influence upon the destiny of
this State and its sister commonwealths.
They differed from all the Colonists of
the seventeenth century. At a time when
people were not safe, except under the
protection of a strong government, these
exiles .had neither home nor country;
They could not return to their own, and
their King denied them protection in
foreign lands. With all past tjes sev-
ered, they became a loyal part of every
community in which they settled. They
brought to their new homes an intense
love for religious liberty, education, re-
finement, domestic virtues, skill in all
the handicraft of the age, and a lofty
spirit and chivalric courage. They gave
in larger measure than existed elsewhere
sentiment and imagination to the char-
acter and characteristics of these settle-
ments. With this strain in the vigorous
and aggressive Saxon and Celtic stock,
South Carolina became naturally a leader
in the stirring movements of the century,
in those political battles - which wdre
fraught with such momentous conse-
quences, and in the decisive action which
risked feverything on the hazards of
war. So now, when opportunity offers,
she comes ‘again to the front in this
superb effort for the industrial and com-
mercial prosperity of the South. N -

The fair, while not as large as other
expositions’ that have been given, is an
exhibition of much merit, and is already
‘an artistic success. The exposition Is not
in the state of preparedness, however,
which its projectors had hoped for. There
have been delays which all similar en-
terprises have encountered, but the chief
deterrent factor in the installation ot
exhiblts was the scarcity of cars to trans-
port the exhibits here. Between 200 and
300 cars of exhibits are. on the tracks
at the park:;',qnt_‘they are rapidly being
unloaded and pa&t'in place by an army of
men, working twenty-four hours a day.

PROCEEDINGS SUNDAY.

The religious services attendant upon
the opening of the exposition were held
in the Auditorium at the grounds yester-
day afternoon, and were attended by
10,000 people. The exercises were im-
posing, a leading feature being the 'dedi-
cation ode, written by George Herbert
Sass, and sung by a chorus of 100 strong.
accompanied by the. First United States
Artillery Band. = Addresses were delivered
by bishops and eminent divines of every
religious dencmination in the State. The
weather was ideal, the sunshine and the
air having the temperature of spring,
rather than that of winter. The ser-

vices began at 3 P. M., and it was long
